CCiirrccuummcciissiioonn aanndd tthhee LLaaww
The word “circumcision” is derived from a Latin

word and means literally “to cut around.” The  bibli-
cal reference is an operation whereby the foreskin, a
covering of skin on the head of the penis, is removed
by surgery. As directed by Scripture, Mary and
Joseph had Jesus circumcised on the eighth day. They
named Him “Jesus” as the angel had instructed.
Today, most babies born in the western world under-
go this simple operation in infancy for hygienic con-
siderations.

Circumcision was first mentioned in Genesis 17.
The divine covenant is a series of promises, first per-
sonal (Abram becomes a new man), then national
(the predicted rise of the monarch nationhood), and
lastly spiritual (the pledged relationship of God with
Abraham and his descendants).  

According to the law of Moses (Lev 12), a
woman who had given birth to a male child was con-
sidered unclean for seven days. She had to remain
isolated for thirty-three additional days. After forty
days a sacrifice was to be offered. However, if the

BBiibbllee KKnnoowwlleeddggeeb family was poor, a pair of doves or young pigeons
could be substituted. Thus, on the fortieth day after
Jesus’ birth, Mary and Joseph brought Him to the
temple so that all the requirements of God’s laws
would be kept.  

SSiimmeeoonn aanndd AAnnnnaa
Simeon was a man in Jerusalem who was right-

eous and devout. He was one who longed for the
coming of the Messiah. He had received a direct rev-
elation that he would not die before seeing the
Messiah with his own eyes. When the presentation
of Jesus was about to take place, Simeon  was guid-
ed by the Spirit to the temple. On seeing Jesus, he
uttered a hymn of praise and went on to speak to
the astonished Mary on the role of Christ within
Israel. 

Anna was an aged widow, daughter of
Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher (Lk 2:36-38). Like
Simeon, who also belonged to the remnant which
waited for the coming of the Messiah, she had
prophetic sight. She was devout and served day and
night in the temple. On hearing Simeon’s words at
the presentation of Jesus, she commended the baby
as the long-awaited Messiah, and praised God for
the fulfillment of His promise.
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Even as a baby, Jesus Christ was already recog-
nized as having an important role in the kingdom of
God. Both Simeon and Anna saw that He would be
the Savior to all mankind, and not just the chosen
people of Israel. Even though this job carried with it
tremendous stress, Jesus Christ took this job head on
from a young age by learning in the temple and pre-
pared Himself daily to do the work of God.

Although our students are still young, they can
learn from the example of Jesus. There are many
things they can do to prepare themselves for the
work of God even when they are just four or five
years old. Many parents send their children off to
piano class, for example, around this age. If you

know your students are taking such classes, encour-
age them often. Ask them why they think they are
going to these classes. Is it so that they can make
their parents happy or is it so they can glorify God
one day when they can play hymns in the church?
Another example is Chinese school. Many children
start attending these classes around this age range.
They can be encouraged that learning another lan-
guage can help them spread the gospel to others
who may not understand English.

Even at a young age, the students can learn that
their lives can be purposeful for God’s holy work.
They can see their piano or Chinese classes as less of
a chore and more of a way they can fulfill God’s will.
They can look forward to their weekly lessons with
excitement because they will know that they are
preparing themselves to work for God’s kingdom.

“Lord, now You are letting Your servant
depart in peace, according to Your word;
for my eyes have seen Your salvation
which You have prepared before the face
of all peoples, a light to bring revelation
to the Gentiles, and the glory of Your peo-
ple Israel.” (Lk 2:29-32)
These words were spoken by Simeon after he

saw baby Jesus in the temple. How special that
moment must have been for Simeon. He had wait-
ed many, many years for the coming of the Messiah
and now he had seen Him with his own eyes. The
promise he had been awaiting was finally fulfilled.
But there is something interesting in his words; he

a BBeeffoorree YYoouu TTeeaacchh
wasn’t just happy for himself that he was able to see
Jesus. He was excited for all the people in the world.
As he spoke, he acknowledged that the Lord Jesus
would be a Savior for all mankind, including the
gentiles. This shows the great understanding
Simeon had about God’s plan of salvation. It was
not just reserved for the chosen nation of Israel.
Unlike many of the early believers, he was com-
pletely comfortable that God had intended to reach
out to everyone. Simeon understood that God was
not just a God for an exclusive people. And the fact
that he was genuinely happy for everyone demon-
strates the tremendous heart he has. It shows his
open-mindedness and his willingness to share the
gospel. This is not always an easy thing to do.
Sometimes, within our own church, we find cliques
or small groups. We tend to want to stay with only

Last week, we talked about angels who visited

some shepherds to tell them some good news. Do
you remember what this good news was? The angels
told the shepherds about a very special baby. This
special baby was Jesus. He was born in Bethlehem.
Do you remember where the shepherds found baby
Jesus? They found baby Jesus in a manger. Did you
know that when the shepherds visited baby Jesus,
He was not even eight days old? That is a very tiny
and small baby.

During that time, when a baby was eight days
old, the parents would name the baby. After forty
days, they would also bring the baby to the temple.

When baby Jesus was eight days old, Mary and
Joseph named Him “Jesus.” Why did Mary and
Joseph choose the name “Jesus?”  Do you remember
how the angel came to visit Mary and told her that
she would have a baby? The angel also told her the
baby shall be called Jesus. The angel also visited
Joseph and told him to name the baby Jesus. So
Mary and Joseph listened to the angel and named
the baby “Jesus.”

About forty days after Jesus was born, it was
time to take Jesus to the temple. Even though Jesus
was still very small, Mary and Joseph were going to
present Him to the Lord. That means they wanted to
show God their baby and give thanks to God for
such a wonderful family they had. But before they
could bring Jesus to the temple, they needed to
bring a special offering to the temple. This special
offering could be a pair of doves or two young
pigeons. Mary and Joseph were busy getting ready
for the trip. They wanted to make sure they had
everything they needed. Soon, they were ready to
go.

After traveling for a while, Mary and Joseph

arrived at the temple. There was a very old man
named Simeon who met them at the temple. How
did Simeon know that Mary, Joseph, and baby Jesus
were coming to the temple? God used the Holy
Spirit to show him. Because Simeon was very right-
eous and loved God very much, God had promised
Simeon that he would not die until he saw God’s
Son. This means that Simeon was a man who loved
God and did everything according to God’s way.
God wanted Simeon to be able to see God’s Son
before he died so the Holy Spirit moved Simeon to
go the temple to meet baby Jesus.

When Simeon saw Jesus’ family, Simeon hur-

ried over to Mary and Joseph and took baby Jesus in
his arms. He knew right away that this baby was
God’s Son.

Now I can
die in peace. I have seen your salvation which you
have prepared for all the people. I have seen your
salvation that will bring light to the people.” Do
you know what Simeon was saying? He was thank-
ing God for keeping His promise to let him see
Jesus. He was also thankful that God had given the
world His Son so that Jesus could save everyone.

Can you imagine what Mary and Joseph were
thinking when Simeon took Jesus from them? Mary
and Joseph were very surprised. They had never met
this man before. But they could tell he really want-
ed to hold the baby. They also wondered how
Simeon knew so much about Jesus and what He
would do in this world. Do you know how Simeon
knew so much about Jesus? God had shown it to
Simeon.

Then Simeon blessed Jesus’ family and told
Mary, “This baby will grow up to be very important.
He will be good for many of the people in Israel, but
He will also make some of them fall.” Mary and
Joseph did not know what this meant since Jesus
was such a small baby. How could He help people
and also make people fall? Actually, Simeon was
saying that some people would believe in Jesus as

the people we know very well or feel comfortable
with. But Simeon’s words here have taught us to
step out of our comfort zone and spread the good
news to everyone. We need to be excited about
God’s plan and spend time delivering this great joy

to others around us. Instead of just being happy
that we have been chosen and saved, we should
also be concerned about the salvation of the peo-
ple around us. Let us learn from the example of
Simeon and spread the good news.

So
she was very excited to see baby Jesus. Anna also
knew that this baby was Jesus, the Savior of all peo-
ple.

During this whole time, Mary and Joseph stood

there, not knowing what to say. They had never met
this woman before. How did she know so much
about Jesus? Anna also shared this wonderful news
to those who were waiting for the Savior.

Then, Simeon handed baby Jesus back to Mary.
He and Anna were both very happy because they
had seen the Savior.

Even though Mary and Joseph did not under-
stand everything that Simeon or Anna told them
about baby Jesus, they still wanted to thank God for
giving them Jesus. They had come to the temple to
pray and give their offering. So after they had done
everything that they needed to do, it was time to go
home. But Mary, Joseph, and baby Jesus were not
going back to the stable. In next week’s lesson, we
will find out where Jesus and His family will stay and
where Jesus grows up.
