Why were the Ten Commandments necessary for the Israel ites? They had just come out of Egypt, a land of many

gods and idols. I t was common for the people there to worship as many gods as possible to gain the maximum

amount of blessings. But God is the only true God. The awesome display of l ight and sound at Mount Sinai showed

the Israel ites God’s power and authority.

In the first four commandments, God emphasized the importance of obeying and following Him. To do anything

else would be a sin. The remaining six commandments dealt with the law of love. Yet, even after witnessing God's

love for them, many Israel ites sti l l chose to disobey Him and as a result, they were punished.

Today, these commandments are sti l l applicable to our l ives. God gave the Ten Commandments to help us obey

Him. They are not just laws of the Old Testament. Jesus personally came to earth to show people what it meant to

truly keep God’s laws, that is, doing things that draw people closer to God. God promises to bless those who follow

Him—this is an everlasting covenant. Today, we can all feel God’s love and protection. The only thing we need to do

is to draw near to Him every day of our l ives. God keeps all of His promises, and He wil l bless us when we choose to

follow in His ways. Instead of letting the laws become a burden, let them be a way to feel God’s presence in our

l ives.

UNIT INTRODUCTION



HOW TO USE THIS TEACHER'S GUIDE

Although your students are beginning to read, they sti l l learn in a variety of ways,

including visually, kinesthetical ly, and aurally. This means that it wil l be very important

to use pictures and hands-on experiences as you tel l the story in order to meet the

needs of all the students in the classroom. Visuals are always good reminders at any

level because they help the students make connections to the story and retain

information. Hands-on activities wil l help the students to internalize the lessons and

make them more meaningful. For example, the students can be involved in making

the scenes for the days of creation. This wil l help them remember what happened

much better than just through a tel l ing of the story. I t is also vital to ask students to

share what they have learned at the end of each lesson. By letting your students

retel l the information they have heard, you wil l be able to see what they really

understood, and what might need to be revisited before you move on. Knowledge

and learning need to be built upon what they have already grasped. Only then can

the students build on their experiences and make the proper connections in future

lessons. Furthermore, since they are learning to read, it is vital to ask students to read

at least one verse from the Bible each week during class time. You can assist them if

they are having difficulty with vocabulary words, but this is the time to help them

practice turning to the right section of the Bible they are studying. This is a great

habit to build up now.

This book is designed to be teacher-and-student friendly, and each lesson follows

the same structure. As in al l of the textbooks, there are sections before the start of

the lesson that give relevant Bible background information. Take the time to review

the Before You Teach and Understanding Your Students sections to famil iarize

yourself with the teachings since your students are more sophisticated and require

more than just an overview of the Bible story. Occasionally, there wil l be some

teaching ideas included. These are simply suggestions you may want to consider as

you prepare your lesson. Of course, you can adapt them as you need for your class

and students. The story section is a retel l ing of what is recorded in the Bible.

Welcome to the world of six to eight-year-olds!

This is a wonderful age range to be teaching, as

students are beginning to mature and understand

more about the world around them. However, they

haven’t all grown up yet and stil l need your gentle

nurturing to guide them.

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You are encouraged to read it through, but remember to be ready to share the words

of God, not to l iteral ly read from the pages of this guide. Please also review the story

by using the questions provided in the Check for Understanding section. This wil l

give you a good idea of how much the students understand. You can ask each

question directly or use other creative ways to have students share their answers.

A key indicator to a successful lesson is what the lesson means to each student.

What have they walked away with and how can they apply what they have learned?

The lesson is not complete unti l you have shared the discussion questions found in

the Spiritual Teaching and Life Application section. You want your students to leave

the class with the feel ing that they want to draw even closer to God through specific

actions they can take. Help them make goals and be sure to encourage them in their

efforts.

The last thing you wil l need to consider for class time is which activities will be

best for your group of students. Each lesson contains several from which to choose.

Again, depending on the time and the abil ities of your class, you may choose to do

one or two to reinforce the teachings of the lesson.

Since your students are learning to read and write, this guide has included a

Homework Assignment section. This serves to remind the students of God’s word at

home during the week. There is no separate student workbook so you are

encouraged to photocopy the homework sheets. The students can store their work in

a binder or fi le folder. You can provide homework each week for them to insert in

their folder or reproduce all twelve lessons at the beginning of each new quarter.

Review the homework before they leave class so that the students are aware of what

to complete and how to do it. You may need to brainstorm ideas for the l ife

application questions so that the students have something to build on when they

return home. All teachers need to consistently check homework to make this a useful

tool and a good extension of the teachings. The students are also encouraged, via

the homework assignment, to develop a daily Bible reading and prayer devotional

time. Be sure the parents are aware of this expectation. A partnership between the

teachers and parents wil l greatly faci l itate the growing faith of the students.

Remember that your students are sti l l growing. There are so many things they can

do independently, but there are areas where they need extra support. Take time to

get to know each of your students so that you can meet their needs. Most

importantly, remember to allow time for yourself to grow closer to God as you help

your students develop their relationship with Him!

Laws
Many Old Testament laws were similar to laws in other ancient societies,
which were concerned with the everyday happenings of l ife. These laws
were outl ined as case laws—guidance was given for specific situations
with regards to how the dispute should be solved. These laws set a
precedent for similar cases. The Old Testament also contains absolute
laws. The Ten Commandments fal l into this second category of laws.
Specific things were prohibited without any further qualification or
explanation.

The Ten Commandments
The Ten Commandments (also called the Decalogue) were given to
Moses, the great leader of the Hebrews, over 3,000 years ago after the
Hebrews were delivered from slavery in Egypt. While the Law of Moses
is made up of over 600 rules, the Ten Commandments is a succinct l ist
of rules from which the others were developed. The commandments are
recorded in two chapters of the Scriptures: Exodus 20 and Deuteronomy
5. Jewish tradition views the Law as a gift from God, not an option or
curse.

In this day and age, students are taught to be more open-minded and
accepting of other races, cultures, and beliefs. While this attitude should
be encouraged, faith is one thing that can never be compromised. There
is only one true God and He is Jesus Christ. He is the only one who can
offer salvation and eternal l ife.

I t may be confusing for your students when they are exposed to the
many different rel igious beliefs in school. The friends that they have may
worship different gods, yet seem to be perfectly nice people. Essential ly,
they appear to be pursuing after God, perhaps in various and misleading
ways. Why shouldn’t your students accept their bel iefs l ike they accept
their cultures?

It is important to let your students understand that they are not
being narrow-minded when it comes to their faith in God. While they
should not argue or pick a fight with their friends over rel igious beliefs, it
is crucial that they not be swayed by their friends. As Joshua said when
he spoke to the Israel ites, “As for me and my household, we wil l serve
the Lord.” People are free to make their own choices and the choice for
your students should be clear at all times.

REVIEW

Elementary 1 Year 2 Book 4: Who Is Jesus?

Introduction
Boys and girls, have you ever heard anything about the
Ten Commandments? If so, what do you know about
them? [Have students do a pair-and-share, turning to their
neighbor and sharing what they know about the Ten
Commandments. Give them 1 -2 minutes, and then resume
class. Ask a few pairs to share what they talked about. ] As
you know, the Ten Commandments were the first rules
God gave to the Israel ites to follow. Does anyone know
what the first commandment is? [Pause for students to
respond. ] The first commandment is “You shall have no
other gods before Me.” What does this mean? [Encourage
students to respond. ] Well, God wants us to put Him first
in our l ives and above all things in our hearts—above our
toys and even our friends. In today’s story, we are going to
learn about how God gave the Ten Commandments to
Moses and how important it is to worship the one true
God in the universe!

God Calls Moses
After Moses led the Israel ites out of Egypt, they traveled
and lived in the desert. During this time, God provided
them with manna and water every day so that they would
not be hungry.

One day, God spoke to Moses. He called him up to a
mountain and said, “You and all the people have seen
what I did to Egypt and how I brought you out of the land.

I f you promise to obey and follow Me, I wil l make you a
great nation. Go and tel l this to the Israel ites.”

Moses went down the mountain and told the people
what God said to him. The people answered, “We wil l do
what God tel ls us.” Moses brought their answer back to
God.

When God heard this response, He spoke again,
saying, “ In three days, I wil l appear to the Israel ites in a
thick cloud on Mount Sinai. Tel l them to prepare to meet
Me. But be careful and do not go near the mountain or
touch it because anyone who touches the mountain wil l
d ie. Wait unti l you hear a trumpet sound before you come
close to the mountain.”

So Moses reported all this to the Israel ites. For the next
two days, everyone washed their bodies and clothes,
preparing themselves to meet God.

God Appears
On the third day, very early in the morning, the people
heard thunder and saw lightning. They were a little scared.
But Moses led them out of their tents and everyone
gathered near the foot of the mountain and waited for
God to appear. When they looked up, they saw a thick
cloud cover the mountain. Fire burst out and the sound of
a trumpet blast could be heard. Then God called Moses
and told him to go up to the top of Mount Sinai. God
wanted to give the people His rules and commandments

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since they had all promised to obey and follow Him. The
people waited at the bottom of the mountain as Moses
went up.

The First Commandment
While Moses was up on the mountain, God gave him the
Ten Commandments for the Israel ites to follow. The first
commandment was “You shall have no other gods before
Me.” God gave this commandment because He knew that
there were many people who worshipped false gods. Some
people worshipped things l ike the sun, the moon, and the
stars. Some believed that there were gods who controlled
the wind, earth, fire, and water. These people thought that
if they worshipped these gods, they would be protected.
But they all forgot one thing: God is the Creator of the
universe. Instead of worshipping the Creator, they were
worshipping false gods that were creations of man and
therefore powerless.

God the Creator
In the Book of Genesis, it says that in the beginning, God
created the heavens and the earth, and in seven days, God
gave the world l ight and made all the animals. Everything
was created through God by His mighty power. God is also
the Creator of human beings. In Psalm 1 39:1 6, it states
that God knew everything in the world even before
anyone was born, and He knows what wil l happen to all of
them in the future. God knows everyone’s thoughts and
words. No one can hide from Him because each person’s
l ife is in His control.

God Is Invisible
So, Moses went up to Mount Sinai to talk with God and
receive His commandments. Guess what the Israel ites were
doing down at the bottom of the mountain? They were
waiting for Moses to return. They waited and waited, but
he sti l l had not returned, so they became very impatient.

The Israel ites said to Aaron, the brother of Moses, “We
don’t know what has happened to Moses. Make a god for
us so that we can see it and follow it.”

Boys and girls, didn’t they know that God is invisible?
Didn’t they know that the mighty God who brought them
out of Egypt was the one true God that they should
worship? Yes, they knew, but the people wanted
something they could see in order to make them feel
better.

Aaron listened to them and created a golden calf for
them to worship. Oh, what a big mistake they made! At
the same time that God was giving the command only to
worship Him, the people at the foot of the mountain were
dancing around and worshipping this new golden calf.

Even though God cannot be seen, He sti l l knows
everything. When God realized what the Israel ites had
done, He was very angry and disappointed.

“Go down and see what the people have done,” God
said to Moses. “They have made a golden calf and are

worshipping it.”
Moses couldn’t bel ieve what he had heard. He quickly

went down the mountain and into the camp. When he
saw the golden calf, he was shocked and angry. The
people had just promised to follow God and now they
were already disobeying Him. Moses immediately picked
up the calf and threw it into the fire. Then, he ground it to
powder, scattered it on the water and made the Israel ites
drink it.

Moses said to Aaron, “What did these people do to
you, that you led them into such great sin?”

Aaron answered, “These people are evil . They said to
me, ‘Make us gods who wil l go before us. As for this
fel low Moses who brought us up out of Egypt, we don’t
know what has happened to him. ’ So I told them,
‘Whoever has any gold jewelry, take it off. ’ Then they
gave me the gold, and I threw it into the fire, and out
came this calf! ”

Moses saw that the people were running wild and that
Aaron had let them get out of control. He asked all the
Levites to rally with him. The Levites were l ike priests.
Priests are l ike our ministers today. They serve God with all
their hearts.

Moses told the Levites to strap swords to their sides.
After that, they were to go back and forth through the
camp from one end to the other, each kil l ing his brother
and friend and neighbor. The Levites did as Moses
commanded, and that day about three thousand of the
men were kil led. Then Moses said, “You have been set
apart to the Lord today, for you were against your own
sons and brothers, and he has blessed you this day.”

The next day, Moses said to the people, “You have
committed a great sin, but now I wil l go up to the Lord.
Perhaps I can ask God to forgive your sin.”

So Moses returned to the Lord and said, “Oh, what a
great sin these people have committed! They have made
themselves gods of gold. But now, please forgive their
sin.”

The Lord replied to Moses that the time would come
for Him to punish them for their sin. And the Lord struck
the people with a plague because of what they did with
the calf that Aaron had made.

The Only True God
God is almighty and powerful. He knows everyone’s
thoughts and actions, just l ike the way He knew that the
Israel ites were sinning. Even though the Israel ites had
promised to obey God, they quickly turned away and
started worshipping a golden calf. God gave the people
the first commandment to worship Him alone, because
only He can give us salvation and eternal l ife.

Boys and girls, do you sometimes find it difficult to
believe that God is loving and guiding you every day
because you can’t see Him with your eyes? Whenever you
feel l ike you don’t know where God is, stop what you are
doing and count your blessings from God. Kneel down

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

Without turning to it, can you tel l me the first verse of the
Bible? [Let students answer. ] “ In the beginning God
created the heavens and the earth.” This is the first verse
in the Bible, in Genesis 1 :1 . Here, it tel ls us that God is the
Creator of the heavens and the earth. What does this
mean to you? What does “creator” mean? [Let students
think, and then share their answers. ] A “creator” is a
person who brings something into existence. In other
words, God made this world. Without Him, nothing would
exist, because everything within the heavens and the earth
is part of His creation.

God is the Creator of all things, both l iving and non-l iving.
Not only did He create all humans and animals, He also
created nature and everything in it, including mountains,
river, clouds, rocks, etc. Now, look around you. What do
you see? [Let each student name one thing. ] Hebrews 3:4
says, “ For every house is built by someone, but He who
built al l things is God.” I t is indeed amazing to know that
God is the Creator of everything we see. Without God, we
would not exist, nor would we have this beautiful world in
which to live. Next time, when you see beautiful scenery,
think about how amazing it is for God to have created this
world on His own. I f God hadn' t created animals or plants,

we would not have any food to eat. I f God hadn' t made
the sun, we would not only be living in darkness, we
would also freeze to death. God made our l ives possible
and not lacking. Can you see God’s amazing work around
you?

Since God has created such a beautiful world for us, we
should appreciate Him and worship Him for His greatness.
We should always come before Him with a heart of
obedience and worship.

The Israel ites did not have the faith to believe that God
was their Creator. All they had to do was to look around
them to realize that this world is God’s masterpiece. Sadly,
they wanted to worship something that they could see,
which is why they made a golden calf. Today, we should
not fol low the same path that the Israel ites foolishly took.
I f we truly appreciate God as our Creator, we can
experience Him simply by looking outside and seeing this
beautiful world He has made for us. God has given us the
commandment, “You shall have no other gods before
Me.” This commandment shouldn’t be difficult to follow.
There is only one God, the true God we worship, who is
the mighty Creator of all things.

and pray, l isten to your heart, and you wil l find that God
abides with you every second of your l ife. Let’s feel God
with our heart and worship Him with our actions! Think

about what you can do to worship this one true God in
your everyday life.
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Being the Creator, God has absolute power over His
creations. In other words, He is also the Ruler over all
things. What does it mean when I say that God is the
Ruler? Well, a “ ruler” is the same as a king. What comes
to your mind when you think about kings? [Let students
think and answer. ] A king has sole power and authority
over his kingdom. His people have to listen to him and
follow whatever he says. He can reward or punish
someone. When people see him, they bow down and give
praise to him. So, to say that God is our Ruler means that
God is our King, and we are His people! Let’s read a
passage from the Bible. Turn to Psalm 95:3-7. [Ask
students to read aloud together. ]

“For the LORD is the great God,
And the great King above all gods.
In His hand are the deep places of the earth;
The heights of the hills are His also.
The sea is His, for He made it;
And His hands formed the dry land.
Oh come, let us worship and bow down;
Let us kneel before the LORD our Maker.
For He is our God,
And we are the people of His pasture,
And the sheep of His hand. ”

Here, the Bible says that God is “ the great King above all
gods.” We are to worship and bow down to Him. While
there are many authorities in this world, God is our
ultimate Ruler. He is the only authority who can claim
everything as His possessions, just as this passage tel ls us.
2 Chronicles 20:6 also says, “O LORD God of our fathers,
are You not God in heaven, and do You not rule over all
the kingdoms of the nations, and in Your hand is there not
power and might, so that no one is able to withstand
You?” God rules over all the kingdoms and nations.
Ultimately, there is only one kingdom, God’s kingdom of
heaven, which wil l last forever, because its Ruler and King
is our everlasting God. Moreover, the passage we just read
in Psalm 95 also tel ls us that “we are the people of His
pasture and the sheep of His hand.” In other words, we
are under God’s authority, and therefore, we must obey
His commandments. Just as people in the past praised and
feared their kings, we need to constantly praise God and
fear Him. Today, we know that God has given us His laws
through the Scripture. Do we follow them just as we
would fol low a king’s commands? Do we worship, praise,
and show Him reverence because He is our Ruler?

2. God is the Ruler

We have all heard that God is our Savior. He has a plan,
cal led “ salvation,” for us. What do you know about this
plan? [Let students think, and then discuss their answers. ]
Firstly, let’s look at a very famous verse in the Bible in John
3:1 6-1 7 [ask your students to read aloud together with
you. ] : “ For God so loved the world that He gave His only
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not
perish but have everlasting life. For God did not send His
Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the
world through Him might be saved.” Two thousand some
years ago, God sent His Son to this world. Do you
remember His name? [Let students answer. ] Jesus, the Son
of God! God sent us His Son to sacrifice His l ife for our sins
so that through Him we can receive salvation, reaching
God’s presence at last. He is our only Savior and without
Him, we cannot enter the kingdom of heaven.

Now that we know that God had already laid out His plan
for us thousands of years ago, let’s find out what the Bible
tel ls us about salvation according to Jesus Himself. Let’s
turn to a few verses in the Bible [write them on the board
as your students read or in advance, before the lesson
begins] :

1 . Mark 1 6:1 6
“He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he
who does not believe wil l be condemned.”

2. Acts 2:38
“Then Peter said to them, ‘Repent, and let every one of
you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the
remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the
Holy Spirit. ' ”

3. John 3:5
“ Jesus answered, ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, unless
one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the
kingdom of God. ’”

From the verses we have just read, we can see a few
things that Jesus said we must do to receive His salvation.
What are they? [Circle the bold words/phrases above on
the board as the students point them out. ]

1 . Firstly, Mark 1 6:1 6 stresses that we must first bel ieve in
Christ. What does it mean to believe? Believing in
Christ doesn’t only mean to believe that God exists.
Rather, it means to believe that He is our Savior and
that He is able to give us eternal l ife in His kingdom.

2. Secondly, Acts 2:38 says that we must repent. Can
anyone tel l me what “ repent” means? [Let students
answer. ] To repent means to admit to God our past
wrongs, that is, things that we have done against His
word, wisdom, and wil l . Repentance allows us to make
a determination to follow God.

3. Thirdly, the requirement for salvation is written in al l
three of the verses we have just read. What is it? [Let
students answer. ] We need to be baptized! Mark 1 6:1 6
says, “He who […] is baptized wil l be saved.” Acts 2:38
says, “ Let every one of you be baptized in the name of
Jesus Christ for the remission of sins.” John 3:5
continues, saying, “Unless one is born of water […], he
cannot enter the kingdom of God.” After Jesus died on
the cross, His disciples went to different places to preach
the gospel and baptize many who believed and
repented. Therefore, we know that baptism is essential
to entering the kingdom of God.

4. Lastly, John 3:5 tel ls us that we must also be born of the
Spirit. What does that mean? [Let students think, and
then go over their answers. ] To be born of the Spirit
means to receive the Holy Spirit. Before Jesus left the
earth, He told His disciples that His father would send
them the gift of the Holy Spirit so that they could
remember everything that He taught them and be
empowered to preach the gospel. Without the Holy
Spirit, His disciples would not have been able to preach
His word by themselves. I t was the power of the Holy
Spirit that allowed them to preach without distractions,
despite many difficulties. Likewise, we also need the
Holy Spirit today to help us in our journey of faith so
that we can reach God’s presence at the end.

So, to recap, God is our Savior who has a plan for us to
enter the kingdom of God. What is this plan called? [Let
students answer. ] Yes, salvation! And in order for us to
receive salvation, what must we do? [Let students answer. ]
There are four things: believe, repent, be baptized, and
receive the Holy Spirit. Let me share a testimony with you:

Charles has been truth-seeking at True Jesus Church for
about 2 years now. At first, he came to church with his

friend Joe only because he enjoyed going to RE classes,
l istening to Bible stories, and doing different kinds of
activities. However, Charles gradually learned more
about God as the Savior, and recently he has been
reading the Bible more to learn about His salvation.
Through his personal Bible reading and RE classes, he
has come to ful ly believe that God is the Savior and that
He has prepared for us a kingdom of heaven. After
some serious consideration, Charles decided one day
that he wanted to get baptized. He is very determined
to become a follower of God. In his prayers, he told
God that he realized how he had done many things
against the teachings in the Bible, especial ly prior to
coming to True Jesus Church. Before, he didn’t know
God and was not aware that he had sinned against
God. But now that he had determined to follow God,
Charles asked God for forgiveness, as well as the Holy
Spirit, so that he could begin his journey of faith,
striving forward to enter the kingdom of god. After a
few months, Charles got baptized and received the
Holy Spirit during the weekend of Spiritual
Convocation. He was overjoyed and ready to obey the
words of God.

Reflection Questions
1 . Did Charles believe in Christ? Yes, he believed that

God was his Savior and that He had prepared salvation
for him.

2. Did Charles repent? Yes, he asked God for forgiveness
in his prayers because he realized that he had done
many things wrong in the past that were against the
wisdom of God.

3. Did Charles get baptized and receive the Holy Spirit?
Yes, he was baptized and received the Holy Spirit during
the weekend of Spiritual Convocation.

4. God is the Judge

Now that we know what we must do to enter the
kingdom of God, you may ask, “ Is that all? Whoever that
believes, repents, is baptized, and has the Holy Spirit can
receive eternal l ife?” Absolutely not. These are only the
initial requirements for salvation. Ultimately, we wil l al l
need to face God, one by one, to see if we are qualified.
Let’s read Psalm 96:1 3 : “ For He is coming, for He is
coming to judge the earth. He shall judge the world with
righteousness, and the peoples with His truth.” Here, the
Bible tel ls us that God wil l come judge us one day
according to His righteousness. In other words, He wil l
judge us according to whether or not we have been
obeying His every commandment. This includes every
deed and word that we have spoken. So we should not
speak carelessly. Let’s read another verse in Matthew
1 2:36: “But I say to you that for every idle word men may
speak, they wil l give account of it in the day of judgment.”
Thus, we must be careful of what we do and what we say

at all times. Even though we may have already believed in
Christ, repented, received baptism and the Holy Spirit, it is
sti l l not guaranteed that we wil l enter the kingdom of
God. When we get baptized, we also begin our walk with
God, which is a l ifelong journey. Only those who walk
faithful ly unti l the end of this journey wil l be able to pass
the Judge, God Himself, and enter the kingdom of heaven.
I f we live a very unholy l ife, constantly disobeying the
word of God, the Judge wil l not let us pass, even if we
have already been baptized and received the Holy Spirit.
Why? Because the Judge knows what unfaithful things we
have done in our l ives. Let me share a scenario with you:

When Evan was at school today, he got very angry
because his friend Anthony accidentally spi l led a bottle
of water on his backpack, soaking all his books and
homework. At that time, Anthony immediately
apologized to Evan, but Evan didn’t say one word back

to him because he was too angry. Later, as Evan was
walking home from school, he began to think about
what he could do to take revenge on Anthony. Final ly,
he came up with the idea to put glue on Anthony' s
chair as revenge. The next day, Evan waited unti l
everyone had left the classroom for lunch to put glue on
Anthony' s chair. Suddenly, as the last person was
leaving the classroom, Evan remembered what the Bible
says about forgiving our enemies. He also remembered
that God would judge his every action and deed. Even
though he was very angry, Evan knew that God wanted
him to obey Him at that time by forgiving Anthony.
Therefore, Evan left the classroom, tossed away the glue
in his hand and decided that he would obey the word of
God. Instead of putting glue on Anthony’s chair, Evan
went to look for Anthony in the cafeteria. When he
found him, Evan said, “ I am sorry that I didn’t say a
word to you yesterday. I shouldn’t have been so angry
with you because of an accident. Don’t worry about

what happened… My mom helped me dry my
backpack and books. I can use them again! ” That day,
Evan went home and gave thanks to God that His word
kept him from making a mistake. I t’d have been a big
mistake for Evan if he had actually put glue on
Anthony’s chair!

Students, God our Savior has already promised us His
salvation. But in order for us to receive it, we must obey
the word of God, including the Ten Commandments.
Today, we learned that the first commandment is to have
no other gods besides the one true God. How difficult is it
for us to obey this commandment? If we acknowledge
that God is the only God who created and rules us, who
can give us eternal l ife, and who wil l judge us according
our deeds and words, we would fear Him and worship no
other gods. Boys and girls, is God your only God? Is
fol lowing Him the most important thing in your l ife?

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Idols
Idols were appealing to the Israel ites. All the countries they defeated or
conquered after wandering for forty years in the wilderness worshipped
idols, and their idol worshipping always seemed to result in farming or
mil itary success. So, even though the Israel ites were already worshipping
God, it seemed only logical to them to worship idols as well for more
power and rel iance.

Idolatry as portrayed in the Old Testament seems strange in today’s
society. With the ever-sophisticated advances of modern science, few
people sti l l bel ieve in the power of bronze statues and carved wood.
However, idols sti l l thrive in certain countries. Similar to those who
sought idolatry in the Old Testament, some people today sti l l bel ieve
that certain gods control events such as diseases and natural disasters.
They believe that these gods must be kept happy at all times or else the
people wil l suffer their wrath. Others treat idols as good luck charms and
pray to them only in times of desperation.

Today, there are many different kinds of idolatry. While most people
nowadays do not worship or pray to traditional idols, these people sti l l
practice different forms of idolatry. Anything that takes a person away
from being faithful to God and His word can be considered an idol. For
example, idol izing famous people, such as movie stars, or being
preoccupied with television shows or computer games can take time
away from God and be considered forms of idolatry. Another form of
idolatry is the idolization of oneself. Instead of spending time
communing with the Lord, people spend all their energy trying to reach
their own goals and desires.

I t is very easy for your students to fal l into this type of idolatry. For
example, at this age, your students may have many favorite cartoons or
television stars. They may spend a considerable amount of time
watching TV shows and might even be wil l ing to give up just about
anything to watch them. They may even purchase products related to
their favorite shows and talk about them all the time.

I t is important to help students understand what crossing the line to
idolatry looks l ike—it is when you start to seek after what you like at all
costs. Sometimes it is helpful just to talk about this issue and let them
become aware of what they are doing. Survey how much time the
students spend doing what they like versus how much time they spend
with God. They may not realize how much time they are spending on
things other than God unti l they see it on paper. I t wil l help them put
things into perspective.

LESSON 2
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Last week, we learned about the first commandment that God gave Moses on Mount Sinai. What is the first
commandment? (To have no other gods before God. ) God gave this commandment because He knows that
many people l ike to worship idols that are not real. These idols cannot save us nor let us go to heaven. Only God
has that power, and He wants everyone to be saved. While Moses was on the mountain, the people sinned and
broke God’s first commandment because they made a golden calf and began to worship it. In the end, Moses
rebuked them and God sent a plague onto the people because of their sin. We learned that God is the only true
God. He is the Creator of all things and the only one we should worship.

REVIEW

The Second Commandment
Does anyone remember where Moses was when God gave
him the Ten Commandments? (Mount Sinai. ) When Moses
was on Mount Sinai receiving the Ten Commandments
from God, he l istened very careful ly because they were
important. God was very serious when He gave the Ten
Commandments to Moses. Why do you think God was
very serious? God was very serious because He wanted His
chosen people, the Israel ites, to obey Him. God gave the
first commandment to tel l the Israel ites that they could
only worship Him. Then, God gave the second
commandment. Let’s find out what the second
commandment is. Let’s turn to Exodus 20:4-5a. [Have a
student read the verses aloud. ] God said, “You shall not
make for yourself a carved image—any likeness of
anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth
beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; you shall
not bow down to them nor serve them.”

These verses record that it is wrong to make or worship
idols. Do you know what an idol is? Discuss. (I t’s okay if
the students only mention tangible idols. Non-tangible
idols are mentioned in the Life Application section. )

I t is wrong to worship idols because when people
worship idols, they cannot be truly faithful to God. He is
the only true God and that is why people should only
worship Him and nothing else. Also, idols are not God.
God also said that if the people disobeyed Him, they
would be severely punished and would not be blessed by
God.

Idol-Worshippers
Even though God gave the Israel ites this commandment
not to worship idols, not everyone obeyed God. There
were sti l l many people who chose to disobey Him. Some of
them were even kings. There were two kings in the
northern kingdom of Israel who were famous for

worshipping idols. Their names were King Jeroboam and
King Ahab. King Jeroboam even stopped the Israel ites
from worshipping in Jerusalem by setting up two golden
calves in Dan and Bethel. God abandoned him and the
kingdom of Israel because they chose to follow idols.

King Ahab married the evil Jezebel, and she introduced
the idol Baal to the Israel ites. King Ahab rebuilt the idol
worship places that his father Hezekiah had destroyed. He
constructed altars for Baal, and he bowed down to
worship them. Eventually, both King Ahab and Queen
Jezebel died terrible deaths: Ahab was kil led during a
battle even though he tried to disguise himself, and
Jezebel was trampled by a horse and her flesh eaten by
dogs. They were both punished harshly for worshipping
idols and leaving God.

Worshippers of God
However, not everyone disobeyed God. Many people
knew that God was the only true God, so they followed
His teachings. Three well-known people who obeyed God
were Daniel’s three friends: Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-Nego. They risked their l ives in order to obey God.
They were taken as prisoners from Judah to Babylon. The
king of Babylon was an idol worshipper named
Nebuchadnezzar.

One day, King Nebuchadnezzar decided to build a
giant golden statue that was ninety feet tal l and nine feet
wide. He wanted everyone to worship it whenever he
played certain music. The Babylonians obeyed and bowed
down before the statue when they heard that music. But
Daniel’s three friends would not. They knew that it was
wrong to worship idols. When others found out, they
reported it to the king. He was very angry when he
learned that they had not obeyed his orders.

The king had them brought before him, and he gave
them one last chance to change their minds. I f they sti l l

But the three men were very strong in their faith

and bravely answered the king, “We do not need to
defend ourselves before you. I f we are thrown into the
blazing furnace, the God whom we serve wil l be able to
save us. Even if He doesn’t, we sti l l won’t serve your god
nor worship the idol.”

The king was furious when he heard their answer. He
ordered the furnace to be heated seven times hotter than
usual and had the three men bound with rope. Then they
were thrown into the fire! The fire was so hot that it ki l led
the men who had thrown them into the furnace.

Amazingly, the three friends were not hurt at al l . The
king looked into the furnace and saw that instead of three
persons, there were now four. The extra figure looked like
an angel. In fact, it was God who had come to save His
fol lowers. The king immediately called Shadrach, Meshach,
and Abed-Nego to come out of the fire. When they came
out, they were unharmed and didn’t even smell l ike
smoke. King Nebuchadnezzar was shocked. He began to
praise the one true God because he realized there was no
other God like Him. Imagine that! At first, King
Nebuchadnezzar put people to death for not worshipping
the idol. But after he saw the miracle, he began to praise
God.

After this, the three men were appointed to work in the
king’s court. Unlike the evil kings who had just been
mentioned, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego were
obedient and refused to worship idols. Even when King
Nebuchadnezzar threatened to throw them into the fiery
furnace, they believed and obeyed God’s commands. As
God had promised to those who listen to His teachings, He
protected them and blessed them.

Worship God
Today, there are many things that can be idols. They might
not be tall , shiny, golden statues. They might be other

things or even people. However, if there is a person who
should be worshipped above all other things, that person
should be Jesus Christ. He is God, and He left wonderful
examples for everyone to follow. Jesus showed people
how to love, how to have compassion on others, and how
to live. When people truly understand the love of God,
they wil l know why He gave the second commandment,
and then they wil l be able to put away all the idols in their
l ives. God wants everyone to live a righteous l ife and to go
to the heavenly kingdom. He wants to help people by
giving these commandments to them to follow. To be truly
blessed, everyone should l ive for Jesus and for Him alone.

Final Thoughts
What have we learned from the Bible stories today? [Give
the students time to think and answer. ] We learned that
God commanded the Israel ites not to worship idols
because they are not God. The golden statue that King
Nebuchadnezzar made was just a statue. I t had no life, it
couldn’t move, and it wasn’t God. God didn’t want the
Israel ites to make and worship idols; He wanted them to
worship Him, the one true God. Did all of the Israel ites
obey God? No, King Ahab and King Jeroboam worshipped
idols and were punished by God.

However, not everyone disobeyed God. There were
other people who obeyed God and only worshipped Him.
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego obeyed God even
though their l ives were threatened. King Nebuchadnezzar
told them that they would be thrown into the fiery furnace
if they didn’t worship the golden statue, but they sti l l had
faith in God. They believed in God’s commands and His
promises, and they were not hurt when they were thrown
into the furnace. We can see that God blesses and protects
those who listen to His teachings.

Today, we should do the same thing. We must only
worship God. We can do that by putting Jesus first in our
l ives. When we obey God, we wil l also be blessed.
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MEMORY VERSE PRACTICE

Please reinforce the memory verse every week.
You can practice the memory verse with your students anytime during class.

“Yet for us there is one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we for Him.” (1 Corinthians 8:6a)

Let’s turn to Exodus 20:3 . [Ask students to read aloud
together. ] “You shall have no other gods before Me.”
Now, take a closer look at the word “gods.” Is the letter
“g” capital ized? No, it isn’t. What does this tel l us? [Let
students think and share their answers. ] These “gods” are
different than our God, with a capital “G.” [Write “gods”
and “God” on the board so that your students can
visualize the difference. ] Many people believe that some
things are “gods,” but they are merely idols, objects
bl indly worshipped as gods. They are powerless. Let’s turn
to a passage in the Bible, Psalm 1 1 5:4-7:

“Their idols are silver and gold,
The work of men’s hands.
They have mouths, but they do not speak;
Eyes they have, but they do not see;
They have ears, but they do not hear;
Noses they have, but they do not smell;
They have hands, but they do not handle;
Feet they have, but they do not walk;
Nor do they mutter through their throat. ”

In contrast to our God, who is the Creator of the universe,
an idol, such as the golden calf the Israel ites made for
themselves, is made by human hands. An idol can never be
a real “god.” We, too, can build something that has a
mouth, eyes, nose, hands, and feet, but we cannot give
l ife to it. After God made Adam, the first human ever
created, the Bible said that He “breathed into his nostri ls
the breath of l ife; and man became a living being” (Gen
2:7). God is the only God who can give l ife. Other so-
called “gods,” on the contrary, are all manmade idols
without l ife.

The idols in today’s lesson were the golden statue and
other carved images. However, we might not see them
very often these days. In this generation, other kinds of
idols are more common. What does that mean? What
could be idols today?

Today, an idol is anything that we put before God because
we think that it’s more important than God. Let’s read the
second commandment again: “You shall have no other
gods before Me.” The word “before” indicates a level of

importance. God doesn’t want us to place anything we
deem important above Him. He doesn’t want us to spend
more time on things other than worshipping Him! You
may ask, how is that possible? Yes, you may spend more
time at school than you do at church. But worshipping
God comes in many forms. Do you pray every morning
when you wake up? When something good happens to
you, do you give thanks to God in your heart? When you
have to make a decision, do you ask God for His wisdom?
When you do something wrong, do you repent? When
you need help, do you think about asking God for it?
When you have something to share, happy or unhappy,
do you talk to God about it? I f you do all these things I
just asked, there is no doubt that you spend a lot of time
worshipping God every day.

Sadly, many people don’t have a habit of doing these
things. Instead, they constantly place their focus on things
other than God. For example, al l day they think about
making money, playing video games, or watching their
favorite TV shows. This doesn’t mean that money, video
games, or TV shows are necessari ly idols. They only
become idols if we put them above God and spend more
time and energy on them than on God. Moreover, being a
worshipper of God certainly doesn’t mean that we
shouldn’t do these things. Making money is important; we
need money to survive. Likewise, playing video games or
watching TV could be a healthy form of entertainment.
But again, they could easi ly become modern-day idols if
we spend excessive time and energy on these things. Let
me share with you one example:

After working in the same company for some time,
Janice felt that her work experience could get her a
better-paying job. She went to a few companies for a
job interview, in hopes that she could get a new job. A
few weeks later, Janice received two job offers. The two
offers had similar job descriptions, but they differed in
their pay. The first company was offering her $40,000 a
year, and the second, $50,000. The second company
offered her higher pay because the job required Janice
to work occasionally on the weekends, including
Saturdays. So, this is what Janice thought to herself:

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION
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“ If the second company is wil l ing to pay me $50,000 a
year, that means my experience is worth more than
what the first company is offering me. Why should I
work for a company that doesn’t pay me what my
experience is worth? Moreover, they only said that I
may have to work on occasionally on the weekends,
which means that I wil l probably have to work on
Saturdays only once in a while. I won’t be skipping
church services too often. I t’s not that bad! I ’m sure
God wil l understand.”

Reflection Questions
1 . What are the idols in Janice’s heart? Money and a

better-paying job that pays her according to her work
experience are the idols in Janice’s heart.

2. Why is money an idol for Janice? Money is an idol for
Janice because she is wil l ing to give up observing
Sabbath once in a while for a better-paying job. I t is one
of God’s commandments to keep the Sabbath, and we
should never put this day for God at risk.

Here is the another example:

For the last two weeks, Henry attended the Student
Spiritual Convocation at church. On the first day, many
of the SSC students were not very focused yet since
they were sti l l adjusting to the event. During lunch and
dinnertime, they would be talking about things other
than the SSC. But thank God, after the first and second
day, al l the students became a lot more focused, both in
their learning and prayers. There was one exception,
though, and this was Henry.

Henry loves watching TV. Every day, he watches TV
from the time he gets home from school to the time he
has dinner. After dinner, he watches TV again unti l h is
bedtime. Show after show, he never gets bored of
watching TV. During the SSC, Henry was always
thinking about the TV shows he watches every day.
Many times, he got anxious and lost focus during a
lesson because he kept thinking about how he was
missing his shows. He never felt close to God during the
SSC and didn’t do so well on his tests. When it was
over, Henry was very happy that the SSC had ended
because he could final ly go home and watch all of the
TV recordings from the past two weeks.

Reflection Questions
1 . What are the idols in Henry’s heart? The television and

his favorite shows are the idols in Henry’s heart.
2. Why is the television an idol for Henry? TV is an idol

for Henry because he thinks excessively about watching
his favorite TV shows when he is supposed to be
learning the word of God. During the SSC, Henry
should have been very focused in his learning and
prayers, just l ike his friends were. However, Henry fai led

to place God’s wisdom above his favorite TV shows. At
the end, he didn’t have any regrets that he didn’t do
well on his tests. All he cared was that he could final ly
go home and watch TV again.

From these examples, we should be reminded not to let
the things we like take the place of God. We should spend
more time worshipping and praising God, rather than
pursuing after what we like all the time. In order not to
idolize things, we must have self-control. Let’s say that we
are playing our favorite video game. When our parents tel l
us that time is up, we must stop. I f we feel l ike we can’t
stop playing the game, then we know that the video game
has a very high potential of becoming an idol. And when
does it really become one? [Let students answer. ] I t
becomes an idol when we prioritize the video game above
God.

Now, we know that worshipping idols is a sin in God’s
eyes because He has commanded us to have no other
gods before Him. In the Bible, idol worshipping is also
known as “ idolatry.” [Write the word “ idolatry” on the
board and ask your students to read it aloud a few times in
order to famil iarize themselves with this vocabulary word. ]
So, what does the Bible say about idolatry? What can we
do to prevent ourselves from becoming an idol
worshipper? Let’s take a look at a few examples.

Ephesians 5:5 records that a covetous man is an “ idolater.”
[Write the word “ idolater” on the board. ] To be covetous
means to be greedy. An “ idolater” is a person who
worships idols. Why do you think that a covetous man is
an idolater? In other words, why can the love of money
lead us to become an idol worshipper? [Let students think
and then have them share their answers. ] I f someone is
greedy, he is probably not happy with what he has and
wants more. For him, something other than God is his top
priority, so that thing is an idol.

In order for us to be a true worshipper of God with no
idols in our hearts, we need to be content with what we
have. One way to do so is to always give thanks to God
for everything that He has given us. Compared to many
people in third world countries, or even in this country, we
have a lot. Wanting something is not the best feel ing.
Instead of thinking about what we desire, we should focus
on what we already have and be content with it.
Ephesians 5:20 encourages us to give “ thanks always for
all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ." Not only does giving thanks please our heavenly
Father, it also helps us maintain a pure heart with God as
the central focus in our l ives. Now, use the next minute to
list the many blessings that you have received from God
(e.g. , loving parents, friends, food, shelter, etc. ).

OK, now take a moment to think about something that
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we each really, real ly l ike. [Give students a moment to
think. ] How much time and energy do you spend on this
thing? Does it take away the time and energy you would
usually spend on God? How much self-control do you
have? [Give students a minute to think and then have
them share. ] Once again, we can see that having self-
control keeps us separated from idols. In fact, self-control
is a fruit of the Holy Spirit. We can always pray for the
Spirit of God to fi l l us so that we can have more self-
control. When we do so, the Holy Spirit wil l help us stop
thinking or acting upon on our excessive desires. Let me
share a testimony with you:

Every day, Sean is al lowed to play video games for an
hour after dinner if he has already finished all his
homework. Last week, Sean had so much homework
that he didn’t get a chance to play at all for the entire
week. Today, Sean final ly got a chance to play. As soon
as he finished dinner, he jumped on the couch and
turned his video games on. Time flew and an hour
passed. Then Sean' s mom came to talk to him:

Mom: “Time’s up! You need to go get ready for bed.”
Sean: “No! I didn’t get to play at all last week. I should
get more time to play this week! One more game,
please?! ”
Mom: “ I understand. But you have school very early
tomorrow morning and it’s close to your bedtime now.
It’s time to turn it off.”
Sean: “Well, it’s close to my bedtime. I f I skip reading
the Bible and praying tonight, I can play for another
twenty minutes and then go to sleep! ”
Mom: “No, it’s not right for you to do that. Your

priorities are wrong. Let me ask you, what is your
priority? God, or your video games?”
Sean: “ . . .God. You’re right, Mom. I shouldn’t use my
time for God on video games. I t’s just that I haven’t
played for so long that I feel l ike I haven’t played
enough tonight. I should go pray now to repent and
ask God to help take away my excessive desire for
video games. The more I play, the less I have for
reading the Bible and praying to God. I f you didn’t tel l
me to stop tonight, l ike many other nights before, I
would have kept playing unti l I was too tired to do
anything else.”

That night, Sean’s mom prayed and read the Bible with
Sean. They talked about ways that could help Sean
draw closer to God so that he could overcome his desire
for video games with the help of the Holy Spirit.

Students, what are some things we can do that can help
us draw closer to God? Well, one thing we can most
definitely do is to invest more time in worshipping God on
a daily basis. For example, we can sing hymns to praise
God, giving thanks by remembering what He has given us
(Ps 30:4), read the Bible regularly to learn about His
wisdom, share a favorite verse with someone, pray to Him,
or even talk to Him about anything and everything, as if
you were talking to your dearest friend. God is pleased
when we do these things because, by putting Him above
everything else, we are showing how much we care about
our relationship with Him. The closer we are to God, the
further away we are from idols. “You shall have no other
gods before Me.” Let’s begin fol lowing this
commandment by putting God first in our l ives!

Understanding What You Have Learned
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God’s Name
There is an extraordinary reverence for God’s name throughout the Old
Testament. No one knows for certain how His personal name was
pronounced. In Hebrew, when God told the Israel ites His name, it was
written down as “YHWH,” which has no vowels and is therefore
unpronounceable.

Many regarded the personal name of God to be too sacred to say.
Whenever Jewish rel igious leaders came upon this name, they avoided
saying it and they substituted “YHWH” with the Hebrew word Adonai,
which means “my Lord.” In this way, the vowels of Adonai came to be
pronounced with the consonants of God’s name, YHWH, to produce
something like the English term “ Jehovah.” Now, it is customary to write
this name as “Yahweh.”

In the New Testament, God’s name is revealed as Jesus. This is
actually the Greek version of the Hebrew name Joshua, which means
“ the Lord saves” or “ the Lord gives victory.” This name carries power.
All the miracles and signs that the apostles performed were done by the
name of the Lord Jesus.

Today, it is also a name full of power and it should be revered.
Therefore, we should always include “Lord” when we pray to Him or do
anything by His name. The word “Christ” means “ the anointed one” in
Greek, which is the equivalent of the Hebrew word “Messiah.” This
refers to the Lord Jesus’ status as the chosen Savior of mankind, the King
of Kings, and the Lord of Lords. I t is not part of His name but identifies
Him as the One promised from the Old Testament.

We learned that there is only one God who can save us. We should never worship anything or anyone but
Him.

REVIEW

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

“Oh, my God! ” and “ Jesus Christ! ” are expressions used
very frivolously today. They are often used to express
shock or when swearing or complaining. Most people who
use these expressions aren’t even aware of their
significance. So why do they say it anyway? They blurt it
out because everyone else does. However, just because
these are social ly accepted and commonly used
expressions does not make them acceptable to us as
Christians.

God’s name is special because it conveys His identity.
The way people use His name shows how much respect
they have for God. Remind your students that whenever
they say God’s name, they are expressing how they feel
about Him. Misusing God’s name is a sin because it breaks

the third commandment. God wil l also be hurt when He
hears them using His name to curse or complain. Remind
your students to use God’s name appropriately and to say
it in praise or worship.

Many times, your students wil l also say things without
thinking about them. When they realize that their words
have hurt someone else, they may apologize but it doesn’t
make the bad feelings go away immediately. Sometimes,
they say hurtful things on purpose to get back at
someone. Stress to them that even though it is not God’s
name that they are using in vain, it is sti l l wrong. As long
as they are hurting others, it is a sin. Encourage their
speech to be “ seasoned with salt.”

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The Names of God
There are many different names used in the Bible to
describe God. When Moses was talking with God, he
wanted to know God’s personal name in case the Israel ites
wanted to know who He was.

God answered Moses, saying, “ I AM WHO I AM. This
is what you are to say to the Israel ites: ‘ I AM has sent me
to you’” (Ex 3:1 4).

What do you think about this name? Can you say that
you are who you are? No, because there are many other
people l ike you, so you need a name that sets you apart
from others.

This name shows the unique nature of our God. He is
the only God and His existence is unique so there can be
no explanation for it. In fact, He doesn’t need a name to
set Him apart—there are no other gods.

Even though God gave His people this name, they sti l l
thought it was important to know the name of their God.

In Hebrew, the name for God is Yahweh, meaning
“He is.” The Israel ites took what God said about Himself
and made it into His name. They had such great reverence
for this name that they would not spell it out completely
when they wrote it in the Scriptures. They just wrote
“YHWH,” leaving out the vowels.



Today, no one knows how to pronounce this word, but
the most l ikely way is “Yahweh,” which is what is used
today. In the English Bible, Yahweh is translated to “Lord.”
But this name is not really the true name of God. I t’s a
name that the people used to remember God and to call
on God.

There were also other names in the Bible used to
identify and describe God. Can you name a few of them?
One name is Immanuel, which means “God with us.” This
name was a prophecy that God wil l be with His people,
that He wil l send His son to the people to save them, and
this prophecy was carried out when the Lord Jesus was
born.

Some other common words used to describe God are
Rock (Dt 32:4), shepherd (Ps 23:1 ), and Father (Ps 89:26).
However, these are also not the real names of God. They
mainly describe who He is and what He is l ike.

In Matthew 1 :21 , an angel appeared to Joseph to tel l
h im that his wife Mary was going to give birth to a son. He
told Joseph that this Son should be named Jesus because
He wil l save His people from their sins.

The name Jesus means “ the Lord saves.” Did you
know that this is actually the Greek version of the Hebrew
name “ Joshua”? We need to use this name with reverence
because this is the name that God has chosen for Himself.
In John 1 7:1 1 -1 2, Jesus Himself said that this is God’s
name.

This name is a special name because it is the only name
by which people can be saved (Acts 4:1 2). The Bible also
says that at the name of Jesus, every knee wil l bow in
heaven and on earth (Phil 2 :1 0). Because this name has
been set apart from other names, it is holy.

Not only is this name holy, this name also has power.
Did you know that when the apostles healed the lame
beggar, they used the name of Jesus? And did you know
that when they performed other miracles, they always
used this name? This name carries the power of God. So
when we use this name to speak to God, to pray, or to do
anything, we should say “Lord” before it to show our
reverence for God. This is why we pray in the name of the
Lord Jesus.

What about the word Christ? Is that also part of God’s
name? (Some children think that Jesus is God’s first name
and Christ is His last name.) Actually, Christ is another title
l ike Immanuel. This describes Jesus’ role. Christ is a Greek
word that means “ the anointed one.” I t refers to how
Jesus is the one anointed or sent by God to save His
people.

There were many prophecies in the Old Testament
about Christ, but these prophecies did not say what the
name of Christ would be. When Jesus came, God showed
us that the name of Christ is Jesus. So that is why we
always say the two words together. I t’s kind of l ike saying
“President Obama,” where Obama is his name and
president is his title.

The Third Commandment
I t is important to understand why God’s name is so special.
He is the one with the power and authority. He is the only
one who can save us. That is why God doesn’t want
anyone to misuse His name.

The third commandment says, “You shall not take the
name of the Lord Your God in vain.” This means that no
one should use the name of God irreverently. Anyone who
uses His name must do so with respect. God wil l punish
those who use His name inappropriately.

Small Words, Big Deal
Even though God gave this commandment, people sti l l use
His name, Jesus, to swear or complain. They like to say
things l ike “ Jesus Christ, why did that happen?” or “ Jesus,
what a stupid thing to do! ” Sometimes, they even use
God or Lord. One very common phrase is “Oh, my God! ”

Even though they are not Jesus’ personal names, it is
sti l l wrong to use them this way and with such attitudes.
People who use these expressions do not think about what
they are saying. They use them because everyone else
around them is doing the same.

Do they really want to call to God and ask Him for
help? Do they need God to give them comfort? If they do,
it is certainly al l right for them to use God’s name. They
can pray, “ In the name of the Lord Jesus.” However, when
they shout God’s name in anger or complaint or to curse
others, it hurts and sometimes angers God to hear it and
He wil l punish them for misusing it.

God‘s name is holy and sacred. I t should only be used
in praise and worship.

Tongues Like Fire
The reason why some people use God’s name without
thinking is because they have developed a bad habit of
not watching what they say. In addition to hurting God
when they misuse His name, they can also hurt others
when they don’t think about what they’re saying.

Think about a time when you were angry with your
parents. Did you say anything mean to your parents?

James chapter 3 teaches us that though the tongue is
small, it can do a great deal of harm, just l ike how a small
spark can set an entire forest on fire. God not only wants
everyone to hold His name in holiness, He also wants us to
watch our speech and be careful of the words that we use.
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MEMORY VERSE PRACTICE

This may be a good time to introduce the memory verse for this week. Tell the students that the Lord wants us to
be careful not only with how we use His name, but also with everything that we say.

“Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt.” (Colossians 4:6a)

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Have you ever cooked or watched your parents cook? If
so, you wil l know that salt is a key ingredient. Has your
mom ever forgotten to put salt into a dish? What did it
taste l ike? Did you like it? [Let students answer. ] What are
some other ingredients that your parents use when
cooking? [Have the students go up to the board to write
the ingredients. ]

Just as seasoning plays an important role in making our
food taste good, the words that come out of our mouth
play an important role in making what we say pleasing to
God. God hears every word and every thought that we
have. I f we have bad thoughts, speak bad words, or use
harsh words that hurt others, God wil l be very
disappointed. I t is as if we presented Him with a poorly
flavored dish. On the contrary, if the words we speak are
used to help and comfort others, our speech wil l be
pleasing and “ tasteful” to God.

Imagine that, one day, you fel l down the stairs at school
when many people were around. One of them, standing at
a distance, saw what happened to you, laughed loudly,
and said, " That was the funniest fal l I ’ve ever seen! " How
would you feel? [Ask your students to share their
answers. ] I s this person’s speech seasoned with salt? No,
his words are hurtful, not tasteful. In the same way, we
shouldn’t say things that wil l hurt people. Think of this
situation as a plate of noodles: instead of being seasoned
with salt, it is mixed with a whole bottle of hot sauce. Do
you think anyone would l ike the noodles? No, whoever

eats it might even get mad at the cook! Certainly, this is
not the right seasoning God wants in our speech because
it creates a bad situation. The Bible says, " A soft answer
turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger" (Prov
1 5:1 ). Just as salt enhances the flavor of our foods, our
speech should also bring the best out of every situation.
Any words that hurt others or stir up anger are not
seasoned with salt.

Now, there is another type of word that God considers
“distasteful.” In fact, these words are very nasty! This type
of word has several names, for example, “profanity,” “ foul
language,” and “ swear word.” For example, the “F” four-
letter word, “ S” four-letter word, and the “D” four-letter
word are all this type of word. They are nothing but rude,
offensive, and absolutely unnecessary.

In many cases, those who use bad words are probably
considered the “cool” people at school. But regardless of
whatever people think, we as Christians should always first
consider what God thinks. So, how do you think God
views these words? [Let students answer. ] To Him, not
only are these words not seasoned with salt, they are
rotten. They “ taste” nasty to God.

Ephesians 4:29 says, “ Let no corrupt word proceed out of
your mouth, but what is good for necessary edification,
that it may impart grace to the hearers.” Here, we can see
clearly that God wants us to edify others using our mouth,
saying words that give grace. Does swearing do that? [Let

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

1 . “Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt” (Col 4:6)
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students answer. ] Absolutely not. Then, since God doesn’t
approve of these words, by saying any of them, we sin
against God. Many people nowadays use foul language
too casually in their speech. Not only are they not aware
that some people may be hurt by them, they also do not
realize how much God is hurt when He hears them
speaking those words. God keeps tel l ing us not to sin. We
can only keep ourselves holy before the Lord if we stay
away from profanity in our speech. Let me share a story
with you!

Since elementary school, El la and Sally have always
been best friends. Even though they attend different
middle schools now, they sti l l remain best friends and
meet up with each other every other day. Usually, Sal ly
would call El la to make plans for their play date. Lately,
however, Sal ly hasn’t been call ing Ella at al l . One day,
El la decided to call Sal ly. She asked Sally when their next
play date was going to be. Sally said to El la,
“Mmmmm… I don’t know. I have so much homework
nowadays. I ’ l l let you know when I have more free
time! ” So, El la waited another few days and called Sally
again. Surprisingly, Sal ly’s answer was the same. This
time, El la started to feel that something was not right
with Sally. El la and Sally had never gone more than four
days without seeing each other. There always told each
other everything.

El la thought that Sally might be hiding something from
her, so she decided to call Sal ly again:

Ella: “Hi, Sal ly. You said you’ve been very busy with
homework lately… Is that [a bad word] true? Is there
something you’re not tel l ing me about? We’re best
friends! ”
Sally: “Well… Yes, El la, sorry that I haven’t been tel l ing
you the truth but…”
Ella: “ [Another bad word] it! You were lying to me! ”
Sally: “El la, please l isten. I ’m sorry, but it is just that I
don’t know how to tel l you how I feel. Actually, ever
since we started attending middle school, I noticed that
your language has been changing… Your words have
become very rude, just l ike those bad words you just
used; they really make me feel very uncomfortable
around you. I know you don’t mean them, but they
really hurt me. This is why I haven’t felt so eager to
hang out with you now. I ’m starting to realize that
many people in my school also use these words, but I
try to stay as far away from them as I can. El la, I don’t
want this to happen between you and me! Please, if
you can stop using these words, I wil l be so happy! ”
Ella: “Oh, no… Sally, I ’m really sorry that I never
realized my words have hurt you so much. I didn’t say
them to hurt you. As you said, so many people around
us use them. I can’t help saying them sometimes! They
sl ip out of my mouth so naturally. But you’re right.

These words are very rude. I real ly shouldn’t say them
as a Christian. I wil l pray about this… Please pray for
me, too! ”
Sally: “Of course! I ’m so happy that you are wil l ing to
change. I wil l surely pray for you.”

From that day on, El la prayed every day that God could
give her the strength to remove these foul words from
her mouth. She was so remorseful that she had picked
up these words, so she repented and asked God for
forgiveness. At the beginning, it wasn’t easy for El la to
make the change, but with prayer and encouragement
from Sally, El la final ly learned how to control her
speech. Thank God, after al l this, El la and Sally have
remained best friends. Now they always remind each
other to season their words with salt!

What can you learn from Sally in this story? [Let students
answer. ] I f there is anyone around you (a friend, a relative,
or even a close family member) who uses foul language all
the time, there is something we can do to help. God wants
us to love and care for others. I f we see that someone is
sinning against God by using words that they shouldn’t
use, we should speak up. With love and respect, tel l them
that swear words are not seasoned with salt. They don’t
please God. Let us learn from this story and strive to keep
foul language far from us!

Let’s now practice some ways to season our speech with
grace. [Give each student one of the scenarios below and
have them fil l in the blanks. ]

You for protecting us and guiding us.”

Did you notice that speech that is seasoned with grace is
motivated by love and thanksgiving? Speech that is
pleasing to God comes from a heart of love for Him and
for others. We can pray for God to help us be more loving
to Him and to others so that our speech can be pleasing to
Him. Let me share a story with you:

Angelina has been baptized for almost a year now.
Thinking back, she is so thankful for the love, care, and
support that the other members have been showing her
since she first came to True Jesus Church as a truth-
seeker. Angelina has quite a sorrowful background.
When she was sti l l in elementary school, her mom
passed away from lung cancer. Not long after, her
father became addicted to alcohol, abusing it as a way
to cope with his negative emotions. Because of this, he
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often neglected Angelina, his only child. Growing up,
Angelina didn’t have the same love and care that many
of her friends received from their parents. Oftentimes,
she felt bitter and unhappy because of the situation
with her dad.

Angelina came to True Jesus Church for the first time
when she was about to go to college. She remembered
being welcomed warmly, greeted by many smiles, and
introduced to new friends. She even thought of it as the
“happiest day of her l ife.” Ever since that day, Angelina
came to church every week. Over time, she eventually
opened up about her dad during conversations with a
few members. At first, Angelina was worried that she
would be judged because of her background, so she
didn’t mention much. However, she was surprised to
hear how they responded to her situation. Angelina
said, “ Every word they said to me touched my heart; so
loving, caring and kind. I had never felt that before.
Their words l ifted me up and encouraged me to think
positively. They would call me to make sure I was all
right, spend time listening to me, and keep me in their
prayers. At first, I took all this for granted and didn’t
think much about why they were so kind to me. But as I
knew more about God, I real ized that He is love and
that He had sent these members to me so that I was
able to experience Him through their words of love and
kindness. When Christ l ives in us, our heart is fi l led with

love. Everything we say wil l then become full of love.
These members did it, and this is what I strive to do as I
have now put on Christ.”

" Pleasant words are l ike a honeycomb, sweetness to the
soul and health to the bones” (Prov 1 6:24). Let us strive
always to season our speech with salt so that others can
experience God through our loving and kind words!

I t is easy to remember the teaching to be gracious in our
speech when we are in a good mood or when things are
going well . However, it is when things do not go well that
we must be more careful not to say something we know is
not nice, because we wil l regret it later. Think through the
following scenarios and talk about what your first
reactions would be, and what you think should be your
correct response (if the initial reaction was not ideal
behavior):

1 . Your l ittle sister accidentally tore up a picture you drew,
and of course, you are very angry.

2. A school friend commented that your home-cooked
lunch looks yucky and smells funny; you feel annoyed.

3 . Your mother mistakenly accuses you of breaking
something, but it was your sibl ing that did it. You are
hurt and feel the need to defend yourself.

How many of you have heard your friends, teachers, or
people on TV say “Oh, my God” or “ Jesus! ” for no good
reason? [Most of the students wil l probably raise their
hands. ] How many of you have said these phrases
yourself?

Imagine that one of your friends constantly calls your
name when around you, but he doesn’t really mean to
speak to you at all . Moreover, every time you respond to
him, he doesn’t even have an explanation for why he
called your name! How would you feel? [Let students
answer. ] Well, this is probably how God feels when we use
His name in vain. When we say phrases l ike, "Oh, my
God," to express our frustrations, we are not talking to
God. But God is present everywhere we go. When we say
a phrase that addresses Him without really meaning to
address Him, God feels very disrespected. This is cal led
taking God’s name in vain, and it is against the
commandments of God!

Now, let’s come up with alternatives to taking the Lord’s
name in vain so that we can avoid breaking the third
commandment.

[Give each student one of the statements below and have
them come up with alternatives for the ital icized words. I f

there are more students than there are phrases, divide
them into groups. Encourage them to be creative in
coming up with funny or unique phrases that wil l not
offend God. ]

1 . “My God, she broke my toy! ”

2. “For God’s sake, clean up your room!”

3. “Oh, God! My mom is going to be mad! ”

4. “ Jesus Christ! That was a loud burp! ”

5. “Oh, my God, I can’t bel ieve I lost my homework.”

As we can see, there are many different ways we can
express our surprise or frustration without offending God.
But the examples we just looked at are not the only ways
we take God’s name in vain. Has anyone here ever said
the phrase, “ I swear to God”? Or maybe, “ I ’m a Christian,
so I wouldn’t l ie to you.” Both of these are also ways that
we take God’s name in vain. As Christians, we should
never use God as a “guarantee” of our honesty. God’s
name is only to be used in a holy manner, with honor and
respect.

2. Do not take the name of the Lord your God in vain.
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Remember how we talked about God as our Judge in
Lesson 1 ? And today, we learned about seasoning our
words with salt, and not using God’s name in vain but with
respect. Now, let’s connect the two together. We now
know that the words that come out of our mouth can
please God if they are loving and kind, but they can also
disappoint God if they are harsh. In addition, God feels
disrespected when we use His name in vain. I f we
intentionally say things that we know God doesn’t l ike, He
wil l not be happy and might punish us. On the contrary, if
we always seek to please God in our speech, letting others
feel the love of Christ through us, God wil l bless and
reward us in His time. God is our Judge and He is careful ly
recording every word we say so that He can use them to
judge us in due time. Having said that, we must be mindful
of what we say at all times. God wil l judge our every word
according to what He has taught us to do, and that
includes everything we learned today!

Now, let’s hear a conversation between two brothers. Pay
attention to the difference between their use of words. We
wil l have a short discussion afterwards. [Read the dialogue,
using a different voice for each brother. Alternately, ask
three students to take one role each and read or role-play
the dialogue. ]

Andy: “Oh, my God! Our l ittle brother was eating
candies while playing games on our computer. Now the
keyboard is al l sticky! I ’m going to yell at him now!”
Jack: “Wait a second! This is not a big deal. He has
never done this before… I’m sure he didn’t do it
intentionally. I wil l tel l h im nicely to be careful next time.
Now, let me help you clean the keyboard! ”

Jimmy, Andy and Jack’s little brother, walks into the
room…

Andy: [Yell ing] " Hey, J immy! Did you know that you
made our computer keyboard all sticky with your
candies? Why are you always so careless and messy?
Go clean it up! ”
J immy: [Trembling with tears] " I ’m sorry… I didn’t
know. I ’ l l try to be more careful next time…”
Jack: “ It’s al l right, don’t cry. I know you didn’t do this
on purpose, right? If you knew the keyboard was sticky,
you would have cleaned it up.”
J immy: “Yeah, I didn’t know… I’m sorry, Andy…”
Andy: “Well, I don’t care if you knew or not. This just
proves that you’re always so careless. Jesus! Can’t you
learn from your other ridiculous mistakes?
J immy: “ I…" [crying]
Jack: “Andy, that’s enough. J immy is younger than both
of us. I t makes sense that he is not as careful as we are
sometimes. What you said is hurtful, and I don’t think it

helps this situation at all ! J immy, let’s go. I ’ l l clean the
keyboard with you. Don’t be upset because of what
Andy said, OK?”

Reflection Questions
1 . Between Andy and Jack, whose words are seasoned
with salt? Jack’s. While Andy was yell ing at Jimmy with
hurtful words, Jack tried to make the situation better by
trying to understand Jimmy’s actions and comforting
him.

2. How did Andy use God’s name in vain? He said “Oh,
my God” and “ Jesus” to express his frustrations,
disrespecting God in the process.

3. What things did Andy say that hurt J immy? He said,
“Why are you always so careless and messy,” “ I don’t
care,” “You’re always so careless,” “Your other
ridiculous mistakes,” etc. These words do not carry any
love and understanding for his l ittle brother.

4. What did Jack say to help the situation? Before Jimmy
walked into the room, he tried to stop Andy from going
to yell at J immy and even offered to talk to him nicely
and clean the keyboard. Later, when Jimmy was
trembling with tears because of what Andy had said to
him, Jack stood up for him by making it known to Andy
that Jimmy did not make the keyboard dirty
intentionally. He was constantly comforting Jimmy as
Andy yelled at him. At the end, Jack stopped Andy
from hurting their l ittle brother even more.

Students, we are God’s chi ldren and everything that comes
out of our mouth reflects Him, our heavenly Father. We
know without a doubt that God is a loving Father; do our
words reflect the way He is, and the way He loves people?
The Bible teaches us to imitate Christ so that we can let
others see Jesus in us. I s this something you do with the
words you speak? What changes can you make so that
you wil l shine the l ight of Jesus through your speech? [Ask
students to name three ways in which they can use their
words to shine the light of Jesus. ]

Understanding What You Have Learned
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Sabbath
The word “Sabbath” comes from the Hebrew word meaning “ to
cease.” During creation, however, the Bible did not use the word
“Sabbath” (Gen 2:3). God clearly equates “Sabbath” with “ seventh”
when He substitutes one for the other in Exodus 20:1 1 .

The first record of Sabbath observance as required by God was when
the Israel ites were traveling from Egypt to Sinai (Ex 1 6). They were not
permitted to gather manna on the seventh day. The importance of
keeping the Sabbath commandment can be seen in this instance of
when God severely punished a Sabbath breaker. In Numbers 1 5:32-36,
God sentenced a man who had been gathering sticks on the Sabbath
day to death by stoning. God punished him because he intentionally
broke the commandment and did not regard the day as holy.

By New Testament times, there was a change in the understanding of
the purpose of Sabbath. There were detailed regulations and the Jewish
leaders made the observance more rigorous than God had intended. In
the first major written work of Rabbinic Judaism called the Mishnah, an
entire chapter is dedicated to thirty-nine categories of activities
prohibited on the “Shabbat” (Sabbath). This showed the importance the
Jews placed on the laws concerning the Sabbath.

Jesus had to point out the errors of their burdensome laws: it was not
wrong to eat on the Sabbath, even if food must be plucked from the
ears of corn, nor was it a sin to do good, for the Lord of the Sabbath is
merciful and understanding (Lk 6:1 -1 0; Mk 2:23-28; 3 :1 -6).

Today, the majority of churches no longer observe the Sabbath day
(i.e. , Saturday) but a day termed by Christians as “ the Lord’s day.” In AD
321 , Emperor Constantine issued a decree for Sunday worship, which
was affirmed by the council of Laodicea.

The true church maintains the holy Sabbath day as an article of faith
because it is a direct commandment from God, and God established and
consecrated the seventh day of rest from the time of creation. For
children to appreciate the importance of true Sabbath day worship, we
need to insti l l the importance of observing the Sabbath with a genuine
heart of worship for the purpose of salvation, which is under grace.

LESSON 4 / THE HOLY SABBATH ELEMENTARY 1 YEAR 3 / BOOK 1



Boys and girls, last week we learned the third of the Ten Commandments—whisper that commandment to the
person sitting next to you. Now on the count of three I want everyone to say it together: “You shall not take the
name of the Lord your God in vain." Very good, everyone!

Do you notice anything in common about the first three commandments? (God! ) How do we worship God?
(Come to church, attend RE class, etc. ) That’s right!

Now turn to a partner and, together, think of how someone might break the third commandment, and then
think of a person in the Bible who praised God with what they said. [Give students time to discuss. ]

Good job, everyone! As you can see from this l ittle exercise, we need to be very careful about the words that
come out of our mouth. Sometimes, the words we choose to say may hurt others. That is why it is important to
think about what we want to say before we say it. Jesus wants us to follow His example and learn to be careful
when we speak.

REVIEW

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

When you ask your students why it is important to come
to church on Saturday, they wil l no doubt tel l you that it is
because it’s the Sabbath. Although they know that God
created the Sabbath as a day of rest, what does it really
mean to your students? Do they come to church out of
habit, to play with their friends, or to rest and worship
God?

Children often build their faith on those older than
them, such as their parents, grandparents, or older sibl ings.
They commonly associate going to church with the most
interesting activity of the day, such as attending RE class,
joining children’s choir, or playing with their church friends.

I t is important for students at this age to develop a
heart of worship on the Sabbath. Observing Sabbath does

not only involve showing up at church and obediently
sitting in class and worship services. Remind your students
that God wants us to come to church to remember Him
and everything He has done for us—He created us and
saved us. When they come to church on the Sabbath, they
are coming to God’s house, not to their school
playground.

Help your students understand that Sabbath is a day
for them to draw near to God. Even when they are far
from church with no way to join Sabbath service or attend
RE class, it is sti l l possible for them to observe the Sabbath
by reading the Bible, praying, and singing hymns. What is
crucial is that they truly remember God and His love and
devote their hearts to Him on every Sabbath.

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The Fourth Commandment
Today we wil l learn about the fourth commandment,
which is: “Remember the Sabbath, to keep it holy.” God
knew that we would be working hard at school for most of
the week and that we would get tired. Our parents also
get tired from working, too. So, God set apart a special
day for us to rest and spend quiet time with Him. The very
special word for this day is “ Sabbath.”

The Lord said, “Remember the Sabbath, to keep it
holy. Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the
seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord your God.” [Write
or post the key words on the board: Sabbath, holy, work. ]
This is why people go to church on the Sabbath. They are

resting from their work, and they also want to remember
God on this special day.

The Sabbath was something special God created for
His people. Similarly today, God gives us the Sabbath day
as a sign that He is our Lord, the one and only God. When
we come to church on Saturdays for Sabbath, God wil l
bless us and make us strong in our faith.

To Remember His Creation
God made this Sabbath day special for several reasons. I t
was so important that after spending six days to create the
world, God rested on the seventh day. Children, do you
think that God gets tired or needs to rest? (No! )



That’s right, but God sti l l rested because He wanted to
make that day special for us.

God doesn’t want us to forget that He made all things,
including man, in six days. However, sometimes we get
caught up in our l ives and forget that it is God who gave
us our friends and family and all the things we enjoy.

On the Sabbath day, we need to especial ly remember
that God made and gave us everything. How can we
thank God for this? (We can sing hymns, give thanks, and
pray. )

To Remember His Salvation
Now, turn to your partner and share with them the
greatest gift God has ever given you. [Let students share. ]
You are absolutely right if you said Jesus dying for us is the
greatest gift God has given us.

When Jesus died for us, it meant that we now have the
chance to go to heaven and be with God again. God
doesn’t want us to forget this because He is waiting in
heaven for each and every one of us. So, every Sabbath is
also tel l ing us that we’re coming closer and closer to seeing
God again.

The next time we come to church for Sabbath, let us
remember that Jesus died for us because of His deep love
for us. We can show God how thankful we are by being
attentive in RE class and services and by keeping the day
holy (i .e. , by not doing other things that wil l d istract us
when we are worshipping God).

Forgetting the True Meaning of Sabbath
Over the years, the Jewish people continued to make rules
and laws about the Sabbath day because they wanted to
make sure everyone kept the Sabbath perfectly and didn’t
break it.

They added rules about how far you could walk, what
you could and couldn’t do on the Sabbath, etc. However,
these rules were set by man and not by God. Eventually,
the Jewish people had made so many rules that they
forgot the real reason why God gave man the Sabbath in
the first place.

God wanted His people to rest and to remember that
God had created them and saved them. Yet, the Sabbath
became more about keeping rules!

J esus Explains the True Meaning of Sabbath
A special group of Jews called the Pharisees kept every law
and made sure everyone followed these laws. They did not
l ike Jesus and were jealous of Him because He was well
l iked by the people and He would challenge them and
their laws.

One day, when Jesus and His disciples were walking
through a field of wheat, His disciples became hungry and
began to pluck some of the grains of wheat to eat. The
Pharisees that were there saw what Jesus’ disciples did and
wanted to get Him into trouble. They quickly pointed out
that Jesus’ disciples weren’t doing what was right

according to the rules and laws.
Jesus saw this as a chance to teach the Pharisees and

everyone else about the true meaning of Sabbath.
He said to them, “Have you never read what David did

when he was in need and hungry, he and those with
him?”

Jesus was tel l ing the Pharisees that Sabbath wasn’t just
about fol lowing rules—it was about remembering God. I f
someone was hungry, they should eat rather than starve
just for the sake of fol lowing their rules.

While Jesus may have challenged the Pharisees’ errors,
He sti l l kept the Sabbath holy by entering the synagogue
to worship and to teach people about God. He wanted
people to remember God’s love and power. He also
wanted people to understand that their Sabbath laws had
taken them further away from God’s intentions for man on
the Sabbath.

J esus Shows the True Meaning of Sabbath
Another Sabbath day came along and there was a man
with a crippled hand in the synagogue where Jesus was
speaking. The man’s hand was so badly injured that he
couldn’t use it anymore. When Jesus saw the man, He had
compassion on him and wanted to help him.

Also present at the synagogue were some Pharisees.
They considered healing others as working on the
Sabbath, which would mean breaking the laws. They kept
close watch to see if Jesus would heal the man so that
they could accuse Him of breaking the fourth
commandment.

Jesus knew what these Pharisees were thinking, so He
turned around and said, “ Is it lawful on the Sabbath to do
good or to do evil , to save life or destroy?”

He said this to show the Pharisees that they did not
truly understand what it meant to keep the Sabbath. I t
was a day of rest but it didn’t say it was wrong to help
people in need. Boys and girls, if one of your classmates
fel l down outside church and scraped his knee, would you
ignore him and say that you couldn’t help him because the
Sabbath is a day of rest? It sounds funny, but that’s what
the Pharisees believed.

The Pharisees were so strict about resting that they
didn’t even allow people to be healed! God loves all of us,
and He wants people to worship and remember Him. One
way to do that is to help others in need.

After Jesus asked His question, none of the Pharisees
said a word. When Jesus saw that not one of them spoke
up, He was angry that the Pharisees could have so little
love towards others. Last time, the Pharisees were angry
because a hungry person plucked grain to eat on the
Sabbath. Now they were angry because Jesus wanted to
heal a sick person on the Sabbath.

After angri ly looking around at the Pharisees, Jesus
turned to the man with the crippled hand and said,
“ Stretch out your hand,” and his hand was healed
completely.

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SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

Follow Jesus’ Example of Sabbath Worship
There is one thing Jesus said that each of us should always
remember. He said, “The Sabbath was made for man, and
not man for the Sabbath.”

This means that God gave us the Sabbath to rest and
to remember Him. He is our Creator and our Savior. We
can do this by worshipping Him and by showing love to
others as Jesus did.

Boys and girls, Sabbath isn’t just about fol lowing rules
in RE class and going to service in the chapel. God gave us

this day to remember everything that He has done for us.
The Sabbath also exists to help us remember and hope for
the most wonderful thing for which we are waiting: to go
to heaven!

So each Sabbath, we need to come to church ready to
worship God, ready to thank Him for everything, and
ready to learn more about Him. We can also spend our
Sabbaths helping others, praying for others, and becoming
helpers for our Lord.

Today, many people call themselves Christians, but not all
of them observe the Sabbath. However, the Bible clearly
tel ls us that God wants us to keep His commandments (Jn
1 4:1 5). James 2:1 0 says, “ For whoever shall keep the
whole law, and yet stumble in one point, he is guilty of
all .” Here, we can see that disobeying one commandment
is just l ike disobeying them all . In other words, not keeping
the Sabbath is just as bad as worshipping idols, murdering,
and stealing in God’s eyes. In 1 John 2:4, the Bible also
tel ls us, “He who says, ‘ I know Him,’ and does not keep
His commandments, is a l iar, and the truth is not in Him.”
We know from this verse that people who do not observe

the Sabbath do not completely understand the truth of
God. Since it is one of the Ten Commandments, and as
important as the other nine, we must not neglect keeping
the Sabbath.

On the other hand, Sabbath is a covenant between God
and men. How is it so? Firstly, let me explain to you what
a “covenant” is. [Write the word “covenant” on the
board, and have your students read it aloud a few times. ]
A “covenant” simply means an agreement. As a bibl ical
term, it means an agreement between God and His people
in which both parties make certain promises to each other.

1 . The Significance of Sabbath



In this case, God made a covenant with His people saying,
“Hallow My Sabbaths, and they wil l be a sign between Me
and you, that you may know that I am the LORD your
God” (Ezek 20:20). To “hallow” means to keep holy. Here,
God tel ls us to honor His Sabbath as a holy day,
worshipping Him with our hearts. In doing so, God
promises to make us His special chosen people. I f we do
not keep the Sabbath, thus disobeying His commandment,
we do not know the truth of God and therefore are not
considered His people. We are true followers of God only if
we obey all of His commandments.

Mark 2:27 says, “The Sabbath was made for man, and not
man for the Sabbath.” What does the verse mean by “ the
Sabbath was made for man”? Let’s consider this question.
Did God create humans first, or did He initiate the Sabbath
first? [Let students think, and then share their answers.
You can also ask them to search for the answer from the
Bible. ] God created Adam, the first human on earth, on the
sixth day. Then, on the seventh day, God “blessed [this]
day and sanctified it, because in it He rested from all His

work which God had created and made” (Gen 2:3). From
here, we can see that the Sabbath was made to be a
blessing to us. After God created mankind, He wanted a
special day for His people to rest from their labor to
“ recharge.” What does it mean to “ recharge”? As
Christians, our home is in heaven. But unti l we go home,
we all have to work very hard in this world, and God
surely knows that. So, God created this special day, the
Sabbath, for us to renew our strength, reassuring us that
God is our Savior and that He wil l one day receive us into
His eternal kingdom, our heavenly home where toil is no
more. The Sabbath is a day of rest, a blessing to mankind.
Moreover, it is a day to remember how great our home in
heaven is. This is why Jesus reasoned with the Jews
whether or not healing should be allowed on the Sabbath,
or if picking grain to eat is lawful to do on this holy day.
Jesus explained clearly, as we learned in our lesson today,
that Sabbath is a day to do good because in doing so, we
have the hope of entering the kingdom of God! Sadly, the
Jews didn’t understand this. They made the Sabbath a
burden to themselves rather than a day of true worship.
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Now that we know the importance of keeping the
Sabbath, you may ask this question: in what ways should
we keep and “hallow” the Sabbath? What exactly does
the Bible tel l us to do on this day? Surely, keeping the
Sabbath doesn’t only mean going to church. Even if there
isn’t a church in our region, we can sti l l keep the Sabbath.
So, what exactly does God require of us on the Sabbath?
Let’s find out from the Bible!

a. Rest from worldly tasks
As we discussed earl ier, Sabbath is a day for us to rest.
More specifical ly, it is a day for us to rest from our worldly
tasks, that is, our everyday responsibi l ities in this l ife. For
you, your number one responsibi l ity is to learn as a
student. The older you get, the more responsibi l ities you
wil l have. One of your parents’ many responsibi l ities is to
make money in order to sustain your family. Indeed, there
are many worldly tasks for which we need to work hard.
However, the fourth commandment clearly tel ls us, “ Six
days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh
day is the Sabbath of the LORD your God. In it you shall do
no work” (Ex 20:9-1 0). So from Sunday to Friday, we can
work as hard as we want. But, on the seventh day, no
matter how busy our l ives are, we are to rest from all our
worldly tasks and focus on God. For as long as we live,
every Saturday should be reserved for God.

b. Remember God’s creation
Exodus 20:1 1 says, “ For in six days the LORD made the
heavens and the earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and
rested the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the
Sabbath day and hallowed it.” The Sabbath is a day for us
to remember God’s creation. I t was on this day that God

rested from creating the heavens and the earth. By
reminding ourselves that God is our Creator, we are
reassured that He has power over all things and that there
is nothing He cannot help us overcome. He is able to work
wonders in our l ives. When we remember how God
created this world with His power and might, we wil l have
the strength again to welcome any challenges that may
come our way, knowing that everything is in the hands of
our almighty God. This is exactly why God made the
Sabbath for us—to renew our strength through
remembering Him!

c. Remember God’s salvation
“Observe the Sabbath day, to keep it holy, as the LORD
your God commanded you. […] And remember that you
were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the LORD your God
brought you out from there by a mighty hand and by an
outstretched arm; therefore the LORD your God
commanded you to keep the Sabbath day” (Dt 5:1 2, 1 5).
The Israel ites had previously been under the oppression of
the Egyptians, unable to worship God. But now that God
had brought them out of Egypt, they were able to worship
Him freely, and He wanted them to use the Sabbath as a
day to remember their salvation. I f He had not brought
them out of Egypt, they would never have been able to
observe the Sabbath in the first place. Likewise, we should
use the Sabbath as a day to reflect upon and remember
God’s salvation for us. He sent His Son Jesus Christ to die
on the cross for our sins so that we could have the hope of
salvation and eternal l ife in the kingdom of God.

2. Ways to Keep the Sabbath
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d. Honor the day and worship God with our hearts
Let’s turn to Isaiah 58:1 3-1 4. [Ask a student to read the
passage aloud. ]

“ I f you turn away your foot from the Sabbath, from
doing your pleasure on My holy day, and call the
Sabbath a delight, the holy day of the Lord honorable,
and shall honor Him, not doing your own ways, nor
finding your own pleasure, nor speaking your own
words, then you shall del ight yourself in the LORD; and I
wil l cause you to ride on the high hil ls of the earth, and
feed you with the heritage of Jacob your father. The
mouth of the LORD has spoken.”

Not only did God bless us with a day of rest, He also made
this wonderful promise to help us prosper, as long as we
keep the Sabbath. But first, we need to understand the
true meaning of keeping the Sabbath. Do you think you
know it? Let me give you a simple test.

Did you get all the answers right? God’s promise is
reserved only for those who observe the Sabbath with the
right heart. Let us reflect upon ourselves and strive to keep
the Sabbath the right way!

e. Receive God’s word
The Sabbath day is also a day for us to receive the words
of God. In this l ife, we all face many difficult situations and
decisions to make. I f we don’t have the wisdom of God, it
is impossible for us to l ive a life pleasing to Him. God made
the Sabbath day, not only for us to rest from our worldly
tasks, but also to receive His words. Luke 4:1 6 records that
Jesus Himself also observed the Sabbath in the synagogue,

learning the word of God and standing up to read. Do you
remember what Jesus did as an occupation? [Let students
answer. ] Jesus was a carpenter before He started His
ministry. Jesus did not come from a wealthy family. He had
to work hard in order to make a living. But Jesus did not
neglect the importance of Sabbath. He kept it a day for
God so that He could receive God’s word for His later
ministry. Likewise, we should always be ready to receive
God’s word on the Sabbath. I f we always go to church
unprepared, we wil l miss out on many opportunities to
receive God’s word. Let me share a scenario with you:

This week, Carlos has been very busy studying for his
final exam next week. On Saturday morning, Carlos’
mom finds Carlos sti l l studying when they are about to
leave for church. She tel ls Carlos to get ready to leave,
but Carlos replies, “Mom, I have a lot left to study for
next week. Can I skip church today?” Denying his
request, Carlos’ mom insists that he attend Sabbath.
Carlos unwil l ingly changes for church and leaves with
his parents. During the morning sermon, Carlos sits by
himself at the back of the chapel. From the front, it
looks l ike Carlos is reading the Bible, but in reality,
Carlos is reading his notebook and studying for his
exam! As soon as the sermon ends, Carlos retreats into
the RE classroom to study by himself. I t isn’t unti l RE
class is about to start that he final ly puts down his
book.

Reflection Questions
1 . Do you think God was pleased to see Carlos studying
so dil igently for his exam? While it wasn’t wrong for
Carlos to want to study for his exam, he shouldn’t have
been studying on the Sabbath. Sabbath is a day to rest
from worldly tasks and to receive God’s word. By
choosing to study instead of l istening to the sermon,
Carlos fai led to honor the Sabbath. To him, studying
was more important than worshipping God on the
Sabbath. Therefore, God was not pleased.

2. In what ways did Carlos fail to honor the Sabbath?
Firstly, Carlos did not plan ahead to study at a different
time, instead of on Saturday, because he didn’t think it
was important to reserve the Sabbath for God.
Secondly, Carlos thought about skipping the Sabbath to
study. I t is a divine commandment to keep the Sabbath
and by choosing to complete his worldly task instead of
going to church, Carlos showed that God is not his
priority. Lastly, he spent the entire morning service
studying instead of l istening to the sermon. The
Sabbath is a day to receive God’s word, and it didn’t
please God that Carlos was studying something other
than His wisdom.

f. Perform good deeds
In our lesson today, we learned that the Jews
misunderstood the law of God and made Sabbath a
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A place to worship God, e.g. , the church of God
Home, because it is a day of “ rest”
Wherever we want to go, because God has
blessed this day

Happy, because God has made the Sabbath a
blessing to us

Show off our new toys at church
Worship God with all our heart

burden to themselves. Do you remember what they
thought about healing on the Sabbath? [Let students
answer. ] They thought that it wasn' t lawful to heal on the
Sabbath because it was considered a form of “ labor.”
Now, do you remember what Jesus said to them? [Let
students answer. ] He said, " Is it lawful on the Sabbath to
do good or to do evil , to save life or to kil l?" Students,
Sabbath shouldn' t be a burden for us. When we come to
church, we should feel happy that God has given us a day
of rest and blessings to worship and draw closer to Him.
Having said that, everything is lawful to do on the Sabbath
as long as it pleases God. And what pleases God the most?
What is the greatest commandment? [Let students
answer. ] The greatest commandment is to love! So, on the
Sabbath, God doesn' t only want us to worship Him with all
our heart, He also wants us to show our love to the people
around us, performing good deeds and helping others. Let
us learn from the example of Jesus and try to show more
love on this beautiful Sabbath day!

Let me share this with you!

Annie is an accountant; her job is very difficult and
requires a lot of focus. On top of this, Annie is also a
mother. She has to take care of her 6-year-old son who
is sti l l very young and dependent. You can imagine how
busy and restless things can get in her l ife. However, if
you didn’t already know about Annie and her
background, you never would have thought that she
l ives such a busy life because she always looks happy.
Many people have asked her, “How can you always
stay so happy?” Annie always answers them, “Well,
come to my church this Saturday and you wil l find out! ”

In fact, Annie is the same as everyone else. She feels
tired after working 5-6 days a week, and she can’t wait
for Friday to come because that’s when she and her
husband take their son to church! By going to church
on Friday night and every Saturday, Annie “ recharges”
herself by receiving the word of God and praying for
strength for the following week.

Annie claims that without the Sabbath, she would not
be able to find peace in her restless l ife. Moreover,
Annie always finds her heart fi l led with joy on the
Sabbath through serving God and helping others. Every
Saturday after church service, she helps clean up the
church with other church members and prays with the
church members for mutual encouragement and to
comfort those who are in despair or in need.

She cares about other brothers and sisters so much that
she always stays after church to talk to them unti l the
last person is gone. Once in a while, Annie also l ikes to
invite the church members to her house after church for
a fel lowship dinner. Even after a long week of work and
a long day at church, Annie never feels tired on the
Sabbath day.

Through serving the Lord and helping others, Annie
finds joy in knowing that the joy of God dwells within
her heart. And when God feels so near, even though
she lives a very busy life, Annie doesn’t have to worry
about anything. In fact, the time Annie looks forward to
every week is Friday evening and Saturday, the blessed
Sabbath day!
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ACTIVITY

1
Ten Commandments Calendar

Objectives: 1 . To remind and review the Ten Commandments with students.
2. To visibly see that Sabbath days are set apart for God.
3 . To plan special activities with the students on Sabbaths to remember its significance.

Materials
• Colored pencils and/or crayons
• Glue
• 1 0 sl ips of paper with one commandment written on each
• Colored construction paper
• String
• Single hole punch
• Calendar printouts

a. 1 2 monthly printouts; one month per page in portrait orientation (the calendars should have space for
writing and drawing)

b. Annual calendar printouts; one per student

Preparations
Label the monthly and annual calendars with the correct months and dates. There should be one copy for each of the
twelve months, and as many copies as students for the annual calendar.

Instructions
1 . Explain to the students the need to plan our Sabbaths to be at church and to worship God.
2. Give each student an annual calendar; they wil l be taking these calendars home after class. Then, distribute the

monthly calendars equally among the students. Each student should have at least one monthly calendar, but if there
are more students than months, then ask students to pair up.

3 . On both their annual and monthly calendars, ask the students to circle each Saturday in a bright color. Now we are
done with the annual calendars, so the students can put those away.

4. Give the students one commandment each. Ask them to write the commandment out on their monthly calendar and
draw an il lustration to match. Since there are more months than commandments, the teacher can choose what to
write on the two months that are left over. (Suggestion: Write “God created us” on January and “ Jesus died for us to
save us” on February or December to remind the students of the two things they should always remember when
coming to church on the Sabbath. )

5. After the students are done with their monthly calendars, glue the printouts onto colored construction paper to make
a class calendar. Try to use twelve different colors if possible. Hole-punch two holes across the top and string together
the calendar. (Alternatively, if there is space in the classroom to display the months separately, do not hole punch or
string the calendar together. )

6. Explain how important it is for brothers and sisters to be together on Sabbath. Ask students to partner up and discuss
what they enjoy doing on Sabbath. The class can arrange to do one of these activities at the end of class every other
week. (Suggestions may include singing a particular hymn, enjoying a special snack together, making get-well cards
for anyone who is sick or not feel ing well, etc. ) Make note of these activities on the class calendar. Then, put the
calendar in a visible place in the classroom or stick each month around the classroom to display each of the ten
commandments.
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Instructions: Read the story to the class. Then hold a class discussion.

I t was cold and crisp outside, but the sun was shining and the sky was blue. The Lee family set out early on their trip to
their relatives' because it would be a long drive. El izabeth and Darryl were going to see their aunt, uncle, and cousins
whom they hadn’t seen in two years. They were all going to go to church together for the Sabbath. There was a special
reason why they were making this long three-hour drive. Their aunt just had a baby girl and they were going to see her
for the first time. I t was very exciting for El izabeth and Darryl. To help pass the time, the Lees had brought along their
Bibles to read in the car.

Before they left in the morning, the Lees had knelt down to pray to God, asking Him to guide them and to keep
them safe during the long trip. I t was in the middle of winter but lucki ly, the weather had been nice and clear. However,
as they drove now, Darryl noticed that the sky was getting darker and darker with each passing minute. After a while, it
began to rain.

Joseph Made the Extra Effort
When Jacob called Joseph to pay his brothers a visit in Shechem, Joseph
promptly answered, ”Here I am.” Shechem was located approximately
50 miles north of Hebron, so it would not have been a quick journey for
Joseph. But without complaining or delaying, Joseph obeyed his father
and immediately set out for the trip.

When Joseph final ly made his way to Shechem, he discovered that
his brothers were not there but had gone on to Dothan. Going to
Dothan meant an additional 1 5-mile journey northward. Joseph could
have said that he had fulfi l led his father’s wishes to go to Shechem and
returned home. Instead, he made the extra effort to carry out his father’s
command.

Ruth Cared for Naomi
Ruth supported her mother-in-law Naomi by going out to the fields to
glean heads of grain. Gleanings were essential ly the leftover stalks of
grain after the first harvest cutting.

According to God’s commandment, the Israel ites should not reap
their harvests to the corners of their fields nor gather any gleaning from
their harvests (Lev 23:22). This was done to make sure the poor and the
stranger among them were taken care of.

Last week, we learned about the fourth commandment. What is the fourth commandment? (Remember the
Sabbath day, to keep it holy. ) God spent six days creating many things: the sun, the moon, the animals, every
l iving creature, and man! However, God set aside the seventh day, Saturday, as a day of rest. He set an example
for us by resting on the seventh day.

In the Old Testament, there were strict rules to follow on the Sabbath because God wanted everyone to
spend that day truly resting and worshipping Him. Over time, people began to add their own rules about the
Sabbath.

When Jesus came to this world, He taught the people the true meaning of keeping the Sabbath; it meant
going to the temple, learning God’s words, and praying. Even more importantly, He taught the people to
remember God and to serve Him.

What does it mean to serve God? Sometimes, helping people is a way to serve God. As long as what we are
doing draws us closer to God, then we are keeping God’s commandment.

REVIEW

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

The fifth commandment from God, “Honor your father
and your mother,” is also the first commandment with a
promise (Eph 6:2), which means that it is a commandment
of great importance. God promised that if we honor our
parents, our days may be " long on the earth.”

In this day and age, much of the respect and reverence
that was once expected, even demanded, of chi ldren to
their parents has been lost in many famil ies. Though
parents do not love their chi ldren any less, it has become
common for children to take the love of their parents for
granted or misuse that love by making demands all the
time.

I t is crucial, therefore, to establish the right concept of
fi l ial piety and parental honor in the hearts of your
students. Since your students sti l l rely on their parents for
many things beyond daily necessities, including comfort,
love, and approval, now is the perfect age to teach them
the importance of loving and honoring their parents

through their actions. Learning this teaching from an early
age wil l help them carry this principle into adulthood.

I t may be difficult for your students to ful ly understand
what it means to honor someone. So, start with the four
meanings of honor in the Bible described earl ier—praise
highly, care for, respect, and obey—to provide your
students a concrete notion of how to honor their parents.

In addition to teaching them to understand what
“honor” means, encourage your students to think about
practical actions they can perform on a daily basis to
demonstrate their care, respect, and obedience to their
parents. In this way, their parents can see by their actions
that they are obeying God’s fifth commandment.

God Himself watches and takes note of every action
that we take, no matter how small . Ensure your students
that God’s words never fai l . His blessings and promise are
sure to follow if they obey this commandment.

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Introduction
How much do your parents love you? [Brainstorm with the
students on all the things that their parents do for them,
free of charge. To help the students visualize the extent of
their parents’ care, make a list on the board. ]

From the day you were born, your parents have loved
you unconditionally. I t is so natural for parents to love their
chi ldren. However, sometimes it is not so easy for children
to show love to their parents.

God thinks that it is very important for children to love
their parents. That is why the fifth commandment that
God gave to us says: “Honor your father and your
mother.” God promises to bless al l those who follow this
commandment.

There are many stories of children in the Bible who
honored, respected, and obeyed their parents. Let us learn
from the stories of three such people who honored their
parents and were blessed by God as a result.

Joseph Loved His Family and Honored His Father
Joseph was one of twelve sons of a man named Jacob. He
was loved by his father very much. His father even made
him a special coat of many colors.

One day, Jacob called out to Joseph and asked him to
do something. Joseph’s brothers had gone to feed the
sheep in a place called Shechem, so his father wanted
Joseph to go there and see how they were doing. [I t may
be helpful to draw a simple map showing where Hebron,
Shechem, and Dothan are in relation to one another. ]

Joseph was in Hebron at the time. Going to Shechem
to look for his brothers meant that Joseph would have to
make a very long journey because Shechem was about
fifty miles away from home. [I f you know the distance
your students l ive from church, you can help them
understand this distance by comparing it to their commute
to church. Remind them that there were no cars in
Joseph’s time. ]

Do you think Joseph complained to his father? No.
Joseph replied to his father, “Here I am.” Joseph showed
that he honored his father by answering immediately when
his father called him and by being wil l ing to listen to what
his father wanted him to do!

[Ask students a question about how they respond
when their parents call them to do something. For
example, you might ask, “When you are upstairs in your
room and your parents call you to come downstairs, how
do you respond? Do you wait unti l they call you the 2nd,
3rd, or 4th time? Do you respond right away the first time
you hear them?” ]

Joseph obeyed his father and immediately started on
his journey to Shechem. Once he reached Shechem, he
could not find his brothers. So he started wandering
around in the fields looking for them. His brothers were
not there!

Final ly, someone saw Joseph wandering around in the
fields and asked him, “What are you looking for?” Joseph
replied that he was looking for his brothers. The man told
Joseph that his brothers had gone to another place called
Dothan. [Show the map again. ]

Do you think Joseph gave up and went home after
hearing that he would not find his brothers at Shechem?
Do you think Joseph continued further to Dothan to look
for his brothers? Joseph continued on his journey to
Dothan to complete the task his father gave to him. Even
though the task was difficult and he had already spent so
much time looking for his brothers, he did not give up
right away or go home with the task unfinished.

Final ly, Joseph reached Dothan. Joseph’s brothers were
very jealous of him and when they saw him they took him
and threw him into a well . Later, they decided to sel l
Joseph to some merchants who were passing through the
land. The merchants then sold Joseph to an official in
Egypt to take care of his household.

At first, the official l iked Joseph a lot, but when Joseph
was wrongly blamed for something he did not do, he
threw Joseph into prison. I t was already bad enough that
Joseph was separated from his father and living in a
strange place, but now he was being thrown into prison
for something he did not do.

As always, Joseph continued to trust in God while he
was in prison, so God was with him. One day, Pharaoh,
the king of Egypt, had a strange dream that he could not
explain. No one else in Pharaoh’s entire kingdom was able
to explain the dream either. However, Joseph was able to
explain the dreams to Pharaoh because God had told
Joseph the meaning of those dreams. Pharaoh could see
that the Spirit of God was in Joseph, so he awarded Joseph
greatly and made him ruler of the entire land. Besides
Pharaoh, there was no one who was greater than Joseph
in all of Egypt.

Seven years later, Joseph was sti l l l iving in Egypt. There
was a big famine in the land, but because Joseph had
stored extra food in Egypt, people went there to buy food
and grain. One day, Joseph saw that his brothers had
come to Egypt to buy food. Joseph’s brothers did not
recognize him and thought that he was an Egyptian.

When Joseph told his brothers who he really was, they
were so surprised that they could not answer him! I f you
were Joseph, what would you have done when you met
your brothers? Joseph told his brothers not to feel bad
about sel l ing him. He knew God had planned it so that he
could help people during this famine.

Joseph asked them how their father was doing. Was
their father sti l l al ive and well? He told his brothers,
“Hurry and go up to my father and tel l h im everything
that has happened to me. Then hurry and bring him here
to Egypt so he can live near me. I wil l provide for you and
all of your family during these years of famine. Hurry and

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bring my father down here! ”
Even after so many years apart, Joseph thought about

how he could take care of his father and what he could do
to honor him. He prepared many gifts for his father:
donkeys carrying grain, bread, food, and many wonderful
things from Egypt.

When Joseph’s father final ly arrived in Egypt, Joseph
went out to meet him. Joseph hugged his father and wept
for a very long time. Joseph gave his father the best land in
Egypt to live in and he continued to take care of his father
unti l the very end.

We can see how much Joseph loved his family and
honored his father. Even though his brothers mistreated
him, Joseph showed them love and forgiveness. Even
though he had not seen his father for so long, he sti l l
wanted to honor him and take care of him. Since Joseph
kept God’s commandments, God was with him and
blessed him throughout his l ife.

Ruth Made a Determination to Take Care of Naomi
This next person we wil l hear about was a very good
daughter-in-law. Her name is Ruth.

There was a man called El imelech. He, his wife Naomi,
and his two sons l ived in Bethlehem. There was a famine in
the land, so they traveled to a place called Moab to look
for food and then settled there.

While l iving in Moab, El imelech’s two sons got married.
One married a woman called Orpah and the other married
Ruth. Unfortunately, El imelech and his two sons soon died.
Now there were only three women left in the house:
Naomi, Orpah, and Ruth. What were they going to do?
They had no one left to support them.

Naomi was a very kind woman. She did not want her
daughters-in-law to suffer with her. They were sti l l young
and could remarry. So, she told them to go back home to
their own famil ies to find new husbands and decided to
return to Bethlehem by herself.

Orpah took the advice of her mother-in-law and went
home, but Ruth decided to stay with Naomi. She knew
that it would be difficult for her mother-in-law to take care
of herself since she was already an old woman.

Ruth convinced Naomi by saying, “Don’t urge me to
leave you. Where you go, I wil l go, and where you stay, I
wil l stay. Your people wil l be my people, and your God, my
God. Where you die, I wil l d ie, and there I wil l be buried.
May the Lord deal with me if anything but death separates
you and me.”

Ruth used very strong and determined words to show
how much she loved Naomi. She wanted Naomi to
understand that she would always be there to take care of
her, no matter what.

The two of them returned to Bethlehem but they sti l l
had to work in order to survive. Ruth went out into the
grain fields and picked the leftover grain from the floor so
that she and her mother-in-law would have food to eat.
She worked very hard every day from morning unti l n ight.

When the owner of the grain field, Boaz, gave her
some food to eat during the day, she ate unti l she was
satisfied and kept the extra, not for herself, but for her
mother-in-law. Not once did she complain of all the hard
work she had to do for her mother-in-law. She did
everything with a wil l ing and cheerful heart. Whenever
Naomi asked Ruth to do anything, she quickly obeyed and
did as she was told.

When Boaz saw and heard of all the wonderful things
Ruth did for Naomi, he was very impressed and touched.
He knew that Ruth was a good woman because she
honored her mother-in-law. When he found out that he
was a relative of Naomi, he decided to marry Ruth and
take care of both Ruth and Naomi. God really blessed
Ruth because she honored and loved her mother-in-law
with all her heart.

J esus Honored and Obeyed His Parents
Jesus Himself set the perfect example for us by honoring
and obeying His earthly parents. When Jesus was twelve
years old, Jesus and His parents went to Jerusalem for the
Passover. After the feast was over, His parents left to go
home since the journey would take a few days. They did
not know that Jesus had stayed behind in the temple to
l isten to the teachers talk about God.

When His parents final ly realized that Jesus was not
with them, they frantical ly looked everywhere. Eventually,
they went back to the temple and saw Jesus talking with
the teachers and asking them questions. They were
amazed that He knew so much about God.

When his mother had the chance, she went up to Jesus
and asked Him, “Why have You treated us l ike this? Your
father and I have been anxiously looking for You.” Jesus
replied, “Why were you looking for Me? Didn’t you know
I had to be in My Father’s house?”

Even though Jesus’ parents did not understand why He
wanted to stay in the temple to talk with the teachers,
Jesus went home obediently with His parents. He did not
argue with them. Jesus set a good example for everyone
to follow.

Joseph, Ruth, and Jesus are only three of the many
examples of children in the Bible who honored their
parents. They all wanted to honor their parents, and they
did whatever they could to obey, respect, love, and take
care of them. This is how God wants everyone to follow
the fifth commandment.

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Filial Piety

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

Why does the Bible place such great importance on
honoring our parents? In 1 John 4:20-21 , the Bible says,
“ I f someone says, ‘ I love God,’ and hates his brother, he is
a l iar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has
seen, how can he love God whom he has not seen? And
this commandment we have from Him: that he who loves
God must love his brother also.” The same teaching
applies to honoring our parents. I f we cannot learn to
honor and obey our earthly parents, the very people who
love and take care of us, then we cannot truly learn to
honor and obey God, our heavenly Father. I f we cannot
repay our parents’ love by honoring them, we wil l never
be able to apprehend the greater love of God and repay
Him. Therefore, we can see that honoring our parents is
the first step to honoring God. But what exactly does
“honoring” mean? How can we honor our parents? Let
me share a few examples with you.

a. Respect them
The very first thing we can do to honor our parents is to
respect them and respect what they say. The Bible tel ls us
that children are a heritage from God (Ps 1 27:3). God
wants our parents to teach us the way we should go so
that we can always stay on the right path as we grow
(Prov 22:6). Because of this, our parents often give us
advice. For example, they might tel l us not to watch TV for
more than an hour a day. Does this sound famil iar to you?
Sometimes, their advice might not be something you want
to hear. You might think it’s not fair that you’ve spent all

day at school working hard and when you get home, you
can only spend this l ittle time watching TV. Raise your
hand if you’ve ever felt this way before. Certainly, this is
not a good feeling. But this is the time we need to learn to
respect our parents. They have experienced far more than
we have and they want to show us the right things to do.
They give us advice because they want the best for us. As
much as we want to go the other way, we should always
pay respect to their words and obey them. Our parents
love us and they wil l never lead us down the wrong path.
Listen to them and respect what they say. With respect
comes trust. Always trust that our parents give us the best
advice because they love us so much. Let me share a story
with you.

This time last year, Janice had a conversation with her
mom:

Janice: Mom, I really want to join the dance club at
school.
Mom: Why do you want to join the dance club all of a
sudden? You never mentioned before that you like to
dance.
Janice: Well, I don' t. But al l of my best friends joined
this year. They told me that it' s really fun and they get
to compete with other schools at the end of the year.
Last year, our school won and now everyone thinks that
dancing is so cool.
Mom: I see. But Janice, this is your junior year in high
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school. Your homework is going to get more difficult,
and you wil l need more time to study this year. I
understand that you want to do something fun with
your friends, but you' re already taking piano lessons
and I don' t want you to have too much pressure. This is
a very important year for you, and if you fall behind,
your senior year wil l be even more difficult. I don' t want
you to look back and regret your decision. I t sounds l ike
joining this dance club is quite a commitment. I sn' t it?
Janice: Yes, it is. Okay, I ' l l think about it again. Maybe
you' re right.
Mom: Remember, Janice, whatever you decide to do, I
wil l support you. But take my advice and really think
about it. Let me know what you decide, okay?
Janice: OK!

That night, Janice thought about the idea again and
decided not to join the dance club. Even though she
really wanted to join, she respected her mom's advice.
She knew that her mom just wanted the best for her.
For a few weeks, she was a little sad that she wasn' t
able to go to dance rehearsals with her friends. But, as
the year went on, Janice became so busy that she
forgot about how much she wanted to be part of the
dance club.

Thinking back, Janice is really thankful for her mom's
advice last year. Even without joining the dance club,
Janice’s junior year was not an easy year for her. She
had a lot more homework and projects than she did the
year before. She can' t imagine how she could have
managed if she had to go to dance club rehearsals every
other day, on top of her schoolwork and piano lessons.
Janice now knows that her mom's advice is always the
best!

Reflection Questions
1 . Did Janice respect her mom's advice? How did she feel
afterwards? Yes, she did. She really wanted to join the
dance club, but she respected her mom's advice and
didn' t join. She was a little sad because she didn' t get to
do what she wanted.

2. How does Janice feel now about her mom's advice?
Why? She feels very thankful for her mom's advice
now. If she hadn’t l istened to her mom, she would have
ended up having a very tough year due to her increased
homework and projects, in addition to her piano
lessons. She is glad that she took her mom's advice not
to join the dance club.

b. Appreciate them
Another way to honor our parents is to appreciate them
and always think about their many good qualities. Since
we live with our parents and see them every day,
sometimes we forget that they do many things for us.
How many of you say thank you to your mom every night

for cooking dinner for the family? How many of you ask
your dad, “How was your day?” when he comes home
from work every day? And how many of you think about
your parents in your daily prayers? Little things l ike this do
not only show our parents how much we care about them,
they also help us appreciate them more so that we don’t
take their love for granted. We can become more patient
and understanding with them. And with more appreciation
comes more love. Try it yourself at home…you can fi l l
your house with warmth when you show more
appreciation to your family!

c. Show kindness to them
Honoring our parents is not simply about obeying
everything they ask us to do. I t also means taking the
initiative to do something for our parents that wil l make
them happy. One of the many things we can do to make
our parents happy is to show kindness to them. That way,
they know that we love and care for them just as much as
they do for us. Here are some examples for you:

• I t' s Sunday and Robert is enjoying his weekend
playing video games. Suddenly, Robert' s dad comes
into his room and says, " I 'm going to be outside
cleaning my car if you need me." As Robert
continues playing his video game, something comes
to his mind: " Dad has had so much work this past
week and we didn’t really get a chance to talk. I
should spend some time with him today. I ’ l l go
outside and help him clean his car! "

• Jane' s mom is having her friends over for dinner
tonight. She is very excited about today because she
hasn' t seen her friends in years. After dinner, Jane' s
mom starts cleaning up the table so that she can
bring out some refreshments for the guests. Seeing
that, Jane goes into the kitchen and says to her
mom, "Mom, let me clean up the table. You haven' t
seen your friends for such a long time. You should
spend more time with them. Don' t worry. I ' l l bring
out the fruit and dessert, too."

• Daniel l ives with his grandparents. Every morning,
they like to sit outside on the patio and drink some
tea. This is their favorite thing to do, but Daniel
views it as an incredibly boring way to spend his
time. However, even though Daniel doesn' t really
enjoy sitting out on the patio, he goes out every
Sunday morning to spend time with them. He knows
that his grandparents love it when he sits there with
them and laughs with them when they talk about
their old stories. Daniel probably knows every story
by heart now, but he doesn' t mind listening to them
over and over again, because he knows that this
makes his grandparents happy.

From these stories, we have learned that honoring our
parents also means showing kindness to them and making
them happy. I f we appreciate our parents' love, we wil l
always try to make them happy. In addition, we have also
learned that we need to extend our love to our
grandparents. They are the parents of our parents, and our
parents honor them, too. Think about it, if we don' t honor
our grandparents, whom our parents love very much, how
hurt would our parents be? And if we hurt our parents,
we' re not honoring them. So, honoring our parents
requires us to also do the same to our grandparents. They
love us as much as our parents do.

After al l , honoring our parents or grandparents is not that
difficult. We know that they love us, and naturally, we just
want to love them back! With love comes respect,
appreciation, and kindness; equipped with all three, we
can easi ly fol low the fifth commandment. But sometimes,
we may find it difficult to honor our parents when they
discipl ine us. Raise your hand if you have been discipl ined
or “punished” by your parents before. As you can see, it is
common for parents to discipl ine their chi ldren. Why is
that? There has to be a reason behind it. Do you know
why your parents discipl ine you? Don’t tel l me the answer
yet. Let me first share a story with you to which we can all
relate:

Carmen is at the mall with her mom shopping for a
birthday gift for Carmen’s l ittle brother. As soon as they
enter the toy store, Carmen asks her mom if she may go
to the Girls section. Her mom replies, “You can go look
around for 1 0 minutes. When you are done, come back
and meet me here. Remember though, today we’re
getting a birthday gift for your brother and nothing
else. I f you see something you like, you’ l l have to wait
unti l next month as we agreed, okay?” Carmen nods
and quickly leaves. 1 0 minutes later, Carmen returns
from the Girls section…

Carmen: [Holding a toy] Mom, can I get this? I know! I
agreed that we’re not getting another toy unti l next
month. But remember last year when it was my
birthday, you got something for James, too? To be fair, I
should also get a new toy on his birthday!
Mom: Carmen, we already agreed on not getting a new
toy this month. You cannot change your mind now.
Also, last year I got James a book on your birthday only
because I saw that book while shopping for your gift,
and I thought it was a great book for James to learn the
alphabet! Technical ly, it wasn’t a gift.
Carmen: [Raising her voice] No! That’s unfair! All I
know is that James did get something on my birthday
last year, and I should get something today, too!
Mom: Carmen, I know you really l ike this toy, but we’re
not getting it because we agreed on it. You already got
a new toy last week, and we cannot spend more money

on buying toys this month. I f you really l ike this, we’ l l
come back next month and get it. Daddy and I don’t
want you to spend too much money on toys. That’s
why we made this agreement, remember?
Carmen: [Voice sti l l raised] I don’t care! I t’s just not fair!
This is not that expensive at all ! I ’m not spending a lot!
I want this! I ’m getting it today!

In the end, Carmen left the toy store crying because her
mom would not let her get a new toy. That night,
Carmen’s mom had a long talk with Carmen about
what happened. She was very disappointed that
Carmen talked back to her and raised her voice. As
“punishment,” she took away all the toys Carmen had
in her room for three days. She wanted Carmen to learn
to appreciate all the toys she already had and to
understand that it was not right for her to talk back to
her mom or to break their agreement. For the next
three days, Carmen prayed and thought about the
whole matter and she final ly understood the lesson her
mom wanted to teach her and apologized to her.
Carmen now knows that her mom only wants her to
learn how to spend reasonably and be content with
what she already has.

From this story, can you tel l me now why our parents
sometimes discipl ine us? [Let students answer. ] Like
Carmen, sometimes we make mistakes and we don’t
realize it right away. Our parents, however, don’t want us
to make the same mistakes again. They want us to learn a
lesson from these mistakes so that we can do better next
time. Imagine if Carmen’s mom didn’t talk to Carmen
about what she did wrong at the toy store. Carmen would
probably do the same thing again next time when she sees
something she really wants to buy. Carmen’s mom didn’t
want to “punish” Carmen, but she did it because she
knew that Carmen could better understand how to
appreciate her toys more through this experience. During
the three days without her toys, Carmen probably thought
that her mom was being mean and not loving. But we can
see that Carmen’s mom discipl ined her because she loves
her! I f she didn’t love Carmen, she would not have spent
the time to tel l her what she did wrong. Carmen’s mom
probably didn’t feel good about punishing Carmen either,
but she did it because she doesn’t want Carmen to make
the same mistakes again. Hebrews 1 2:1 1 says, “Now no
chastening seems to be joyful for the present, but painful;
nevertheless, afterward it yields the peaceable fruit of
righteousness to those who have been trained by it.”

Our parents certainly know that we don’t l ike to be
discipl ined. So why do they sti l l do it? Because they want
us to be better. They love us so much that they are not
wil l ing to see us doing what is wrong. I t’s their
responsibi l ity to train us in the way we should go, that is,
the path that is right in the eyes of God. So next time,
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when our parents discipl ine us, try to think about the
lesson they want us to learn. And when we final ly see
where they are coming from, we’l l see that they love us
very much—so much that they only want the best for us.

Now, let' s talk about the commandment' s second part.
Honoring our parents is honoring God and by honoring
our parents, we wil l receive more blessings. In fact, this
commandment is the first commandment with a promise!
Let’s turn to Exodus 20:1 2. What is the blessing that God
has promised us if we honor our parents? [Let students
answer. ] “That your days may be long upon the land."
Remember what the first four commandments are? [Let
students answer. ] The first four commandments all teach
us to love God and honor Him. But God knows that if we
are unable to obey our earthly parents, we wil l be unable
to love Him as our heavenly Father. So, by honoring our
parents, we are showing God that we are wil l ing to honor
Him. Similarly, if we fail to respect, appreciate, and be kind
to our parents, God knows that we wil l continue to fail
Him also. This is not what God wants from us. God wants
us to l ive a life that gives glory and honor to Him. He has
promised to give us a long life if we honor our parents,
because this is the very first step in showing God that we
are wil l ing to live a life that honors Him.

Students, our parents love us very much. They are the
ones that truly care about us and unconditionally give to
us. We can trust and rely on them all the time. Their love
for us is a genuine demonstration of God’s love towards all

of us, and it wil l hurt Him very much if we continuously
take our parents’ love for granted. When we don' t honor
our parents, God, too, is dishonored. “Why don’t My
children respect My commandment? Why doesn’t he
appreciate how much I ’ve done for him? Why isn’t she
kind to Me?” All these questions come to His mind when
we dishonor our parents. I s this how we want our
heavenly Father to think about us? Certainly not. What
can we do? [Let students answer. ] I t al l starts with
honoring our parents!

For Teachers: Help your students identify areas where they
have trouble honoring their parents. What are some things
that they do that make their parents unhappy? What
actions can they take to make a change? Help them
understand that their parents only want what is the best
for them. Listening to their parents wil l actually help them
develop and grow. You may also want to point out to your
students that honoring their parents does not simply mean
obeying everything they are asked to do (within the
boundaries of Bibl ical teachings). I t also means taking the
initiative to do something for their parents that wil l make
them happy. Discuss with your students about what their
parents l ike and what they can do for them. After the
discussion, help your students create a practical l ist of five
things they can do to honor and obey their parents. You
can have them write the five things down on an 8”x1 1 ”
piece of paper, and then have them date it and sign the
bottom to signify their commitment. A sample is provided
on the next page.

Understanding What You Have Learned
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Blood Revenge
Under Mosaic Law, every transgression was punished, and murder was a
serious crime. A common practice in ancient societies was blood
revenge: the murderer was put to death by the deceased’s family or
nearest relatives. Many people have used Exodus 21 :23-25 as the
justification for this punishment. However, the “eye for eye” rule was a
guide, not the law. In murder cases, there were elders, judges, or even
kings who acted as arbitrators between two parties. These verses were
meant to make the punishment fit the crime: a harsh punishment would
be unfair but a lenient one would not deter crime or teach a lesson.
Jesus taught in Matthew 5:38-48 that these verses were not meant to
justify revenge. I t is always important to remember that God is the
supreme Judge; He wil l punish and reject those who have sinned.

Murder is a very serious crime. Your students wil l have no problem
grasping that concept and understanding the consequences of such an
act. I t may be more relevant to focus on Matthew 5:22. Jesus said,
“Whoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger of
judgment. […] But whoever says, ‘You fool! ’ shal l be in danger of hell
fire.” Jesus teaches that we should not be angry with our brethren or
insult them. Although being angry with and insulting others are not
physical acts of murder, they can cause a person to commit murder.
Murder is usually committed because people first have hatred in their
hearts, which leads them to think about hurting another person. Anger is
the small spark that l ights the fire. That’s why it is crucial to make peace
with our brethren. Matthew 5:24 even teaches us that if we are angry
with someone when we go to offer a gift to God, we must first “ leave
[our] gift there before the altar, […] be reconciled to [our] brother, and
then come and offer [our] gift.”

I t is important to teach the students to make amends with each other
when confl icts arise. I t is common for young children to argue over
things that seem trivial to adults. At this age, chi ldren can become very
attached to their opinions and perceive a different opinion to be a
personal attack. Let us teach the students to disagree politely when
different opinions arise. Let us also encourage them to make peace with
each other as quickly as possible when misunderstandings occur. I t is
important for them to understand that they should not let anger or
resentment grow in their hearts. Instead, they should have the peace of
God in their hearts and love one another.

LESSON 6
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Does anyone remember what we learned about last week? [Allow students to answer. I f they forget, provide
guidance. ] We learned about three people who honored their parents. Which commandment were they
obeying? Yes! They were obeying God’s fifth commandment. Joseph took care of his father in his old age by
bringing him to Egypt and giving him the best piece of land to live on. He made sure he stayed close to his
father. Ruth took very good care of her mother-in-law Naomi. She went back to Bethlehem with Naomi and even
worked in the grain fields to make sure the two of them had food to eat. God blessed Ruth greatly by giving her
a very good husband named Boaz. Jesus was obedient to His parents. When they came to the temple to look for
Him, He left wil l ingly and did not argue. We learned that we need to follow these examples and honor our
parents by loving, respecting, obeying, and taking care of them to the best of our abil ity.

REVIEW

Violence in the World
In our world today, there are many good people and many
good things that happen. For example, sometimes when a
person loses something, a kind stranger finds it and returns
it! That’s the honest thing to do, right? Sadly, there are
also many bad things that happen. In the news, we can
see that a lot of murders and violent crimes happen every
day. I t seems like they are getting worse each day. Why do
you think people do bad things? [Discuss. ] We know that
anger and hatred can cause bad things to happen. What
are some of those bad things? [Discuss. ] Anger can lead to
murder, which we often hear about in the news. What is
murder? [Allow students to respond. Have a brief
discussion and go over the definition of murder, which is in
the “Vocabulary” section. ] In fact, murder has become so
common that people no longer seem to be shocked by
such news. I t happens in homes, in schools, and even in
public places l ike the park.

The Sixth Commandment
As we learned a few weeks ago, God gave the Ten
Commandments to Moses on Mount Sinai. Today we wil l
learn about the sixth commandment, which is, “You shall
not murder.” God knew that people angered quickly,
which could lead to murder. What is happening now in
today’s society tel ls us that God was right. Even though
God had commanded the people not to kil l , many did not
l isten and consequently were punished for their sin.

Cain and Abel
Today, we wil l learn about three Bible stories about people
who had hatred in their hearts, which led them to commit
murder. Two of these stories took place before God gave

the Ten Commandments.
The very first murder recorded in the Bible happened

when Cain ki l led his brother Abel because of his hatred for
Abel. Cain thought that he could get away with it but God
saw everything.

Let’s open our Bibles to see what God told Cain. Let’s
read Genesis 4:1 0, 1 2. [Have a student read the verses
aloud. ] We can see from these verses that God knew
exactly what Cain did, and He was not pleased. God
punished Cain so that his crops wouldn’t grow.

How do you think Cain felt? When Cain heard God’s
words, he became very scared. He thought that others
might want to kil l h im. So God told him, “ If anyone kil ls
you, they wil l suffer vengeance seven times over.” From
this, we can see that God does not l ike it when people are
kil led for any reason. God doesn’t even like it when people
get hurt.

Saul and David
King Saul was another person who had hatred in his heart.
He was very jealous of David because people praised
David more than him. Saul tried many times to have David
ki l led. He made sure that David was in many battles. Saul
hoped that David would die during the fighting. When
that did not happen, Saul tried to kil l David himself. God
protected David, and he managed to escape each time.

While David ran from place to place during his escape
from Saul, he had two opportunities to kil l Saul. David’s
soldiers encouraged him to get rid of Saul so that he
would not have to run away anymore. What do you think
David did? [Have the students share their answers and
vote for what they think David did. Record their answers
by using tally marks on the board. ] David spared Saul’s l ife

both times. David said something very important to his
soldiers: “Who can stretch out his hand against the Lord’s
anointed, and be guiltless?”

David spared Saul because he respected God. God had
anointed Saul as king, so how could David hurt someone
whom God had anointed? David also knew that if he kil led
Saul, God would definitely punish him. So, instead of
taking matters into his hands, David trusted in God and let
Him take care of it. Saul later fel l on his own sword after
he was severely wounded in battle. Since David obeyed
God’s commandment, God delivered him in the end. There
was no need for David to commit murder.

J esus’ Death
Even though Jesus wil l ingly died on the cross for us, the
Pharisees and Jewish leaders played a big role in His death.
They constantly plotted to have Him kil led because they
didn’t bel ieve that He was the Messiah. They didn’t bel ieve
that Jesus had come to save people from their sins.

They asked Jesus many questions, hoping to trick Him
into saying something wrong. However, Jesus was
righteous and never sinned. So, the leaders asked Judas
Iscariot to betray Jesus and in the end, Jesus was crucified
on the cross. Even though those people did not actually
touch Jesus and kil l Him with their own hands, it was no
different than murder. The Pharisees and Jewish leaders
had hatred in their hearts.

Murder of the Heart
Today, we talked about what murder is—an unlawful,
wil lful ki l l ing. Murder is an action, something that people
do or carry out. Before people commit murder, they feel
something inside their hearts that is as dangerous as
murder: hatred. Being mad at someone is not the same as
murder, but having intense hatred for someone can lead to

murder. In the Bible stories we learned about today, hatred
led people to violate God’s sixth commandment. These
three incidents happened because these people were
angry and had hatred in their hearts. This deep anger and
hatred caused them to try to find ways to kil l the other
person. When someone keeps thinking about evil things, it
wil l eventually lead to sin.

In Matthew 1 5:1 9, Jesus said, “ For out of the heart
proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications,
thefts, false witness, blasphemies." Sin grows from the
heart, so we should not let bad thoughts stay within our
heart. Instead, we should fol low Jesus’ teaching to love
God and our neighbors as ourselves. When we love others
and have pure thoughts instead of evil thoughts, we wil l
be led away from sin.

Final Thoughts
From the three stories we learned about today, we can see
how dangerous it is to have anger and hatred in our
hearts. What bad things happened because people were
angry and had hatred in their hearts? Cain hated his
brother Abel and murdered him. The Pharisees and Jewish
leaders plotted to kil l Jesus because they didn’t bel ieve
that He was the Messiah. Saul wanted to kil l David
because he was jealous of David. However, David set a
very good example for us. Even though Saul wanted to kil l
h im, David did not take revenge. Instead, David spared
Saul’s l ife because Saul was God’s anointed. Also, David
trusted in God and God protected David.

God gave us the sixth commandment, " You shall not
murder," because He loves us. He doesn’t want us to be
angry with or hurt others. Most importantly, God doesn’t
want us to be angry because anger hurts us. Instead, God
wants us to love Him and to love our neighbors.

I t
doesn’t sound like a difficult commandment to follow at
all . I f this is what you are thinking right now because
you’ve never thought about ki l l ing someone, then you
don’t completely understand this commandment. Today,
we’re going to study this commandment on a deeper level.

Firstly, let us talk about the meaning of “murder.” We
know that to murder means to kil l someone. But what
other meaning does it hold in the sixth commandment:
“You shall not murder”? We can find the answer in the
Bible. Let’s turn to 1 John 3:1 5. Can someone please read
it aloud for me? [Pick a student to read. ] “Whoever hates
his brother is a murderer, and you know that no murderer
has eternal l ife abiding in him.” What does the Bible tel l us
here? Who is considered a “murderer” in the eyes of God?
[Let students answer. ] I t says, “Whoever hates his brother
is a murderer” ! So, “murdering” in God’s eyes doesn’t
only mean literal ly ki l l ing someone. I f we simply hate
someone, God considers us to be murderers, too!

Furthermore, it says that a murderer wil l not receive
eternal l ife. This ties back to the Ten Commandments. The
eternal heavenly kingdom is only for those who obey
God’s commandments. I f we break any of them, we wil l
not be able to enter the kingdom of God!

This is where the sixth commandment becomes difficult. I f
there is one word that summarizes al l of God’s
commandments, this word would be “ love.” There’s
absolutely no hatred in the law. To hate someone is not
acceptable in the eyes of God. Jesus Himself told us, “You
shall love your neighbor as yourself” (Mt 22:39). When
we have negative feel ings towards others, whether it is
anger, jealousy, contempt etc. , we are not fulfi l l ing the
law. Worse yet, if we allow any of these negative emotions
to grow into hatred, we are breaking the commandment
of God by being a “murderer.” So, how can we prevent
ourselves from having these negative feel ings towards
people around us? What can we do to follow this
commandment of God? Let us discuss a few points.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION
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Today, we learned that it is not good for us to have anger
and hatred in our hearts. I f we find that we have become
angry for some reason, what should we do? Matthew 5:22
records: “Whoever is angry with his brother without a
cause shall be in danger of judgment. […] But whoever
says, ‘You fool! ’ shal l be in danger of hell fire.” Here, Jesus
teaches us not to be angry with or insult people. Jesus is
teaching the people that it is not only murderers who wil l
face judgment. People who remain angry with others or
insult others wil l face the same judgment as murderers.
This is how Jesus talks about murder. To Jesus, being angry
with or insulting others is as bad as murder. So, what
should we do when we’re angry? We should remember
God’s words and calm down as soon as possible. When
people are angry, they wil l often do things that they regret
later, because their actions usually hurt others and
themselves.

Activity #1
Brainstorm a list of ways to keep the peace when we
are angry. Here are some examples: pray in si lence,
remain si lent, count to ten, or go to a quiet place and

calm down. Reinforce that doing these things can help
us keep the peace unti l we are ready to talk to the other
person. Then, remind the students that after they have
calmed down, they should make peace (e.g. , apologize,
clear up the misunderstanding, etc. ). Have the students
choose one way to keep the peace, then ask them to
write it on a piece of paper and decorate it. They can
also draw a picture that i l lustrates the description.

Activity #2
Bring a puppet or a stuffed animal to class. Create a
scenario in which the puppet was wronged. (Examples:
someone insulted him, someone was angry and yelled
at him, someone accused him of doing something
wrong when he didn’t, etc. ) Ask the students to come
up and role-play which emotions the puppet was going
through and what we can do to help the puppet resolve
the situation.

The Bible doesn’t say that anger is a sin. But if we are not
careful to control our anger, the evil wil l use this anger to
make us sin. The Bible says, “ ‘Be angry, and do not sin’ :

Be peacemakers.
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do not let the sun go down on your wrath, nor give place
to the devil” (Eph 4:26-27). I f we become angry and allow
that anger to remain in our hearts, it wil l certainly grow,
and it might lead us to do bad things to other people. This
is when we give place to the devil to make us sin against
God. Here, the Bible teaches us not to let the sun go down
on our wrath. What does that mean? [Let students think,
and then share their answers. ] I t means that we should try
to rid anger from our hearts as soon as possible. Just as the
sun never stays bright all day, we should also never let
anger remain in our hearts for a long time. When we see
the sun go down, we know that it is a reminder for us to
calm ourselves down from everything that might have
made us angry that day.

Moreover, Romans 1 2:21 teaches us, “Do not be
overcome by evil , but overcome evil with good.” We
should take the initiative to do good in order to overcome
evil . When Jesus was on the cross, He asked God to
forgive those who had crucified Him (Lk 23:34). Although
Saul was trying to kil l David and David had two
opportunities to kil l h im, David spared Saul and entrusted
his l ife into God’s hands. Jesus Christ and David are both
great examples of those who overcame evil with good!
Likewise, when we become angry, we can try to do
something nice and make peace with the other person.
That way, not only wil l the devil be unable to grab hold of
something evil in our hearts, he wil l be completely
defeated because of the peace and love we are able to
show others. Yes, sometimes it is very difficult to get rid of
anger, much less love our enemies. But is it possible?
Surely! In order to overcome evil , we need to have a lot of
love. You might think that it is impossible to have the
amount of love needed to always forgive and love our
enemies. But with God, everything is possible. As a matter
of fact, God is love. His love is boundless. When we feel
that we cannot settle the anger in our hearts, al l we have
to do is ask God to give us more love. Let God take
control, and let His love conquer. The devil cannot enter
our hearts to harm us when God has already fi l led our
hearts with love. God is able to help us overcome evil , as
long as we go to Him for help. Here is a testimony:

A few years ago, Victor had a very bad cold and the
doctor suggested that he take the whole week off
school. He stayed home for the first three days, but
since he didn’t want to fall behind, he decided to go to
school on Thursday. On that day, Victor had some
medicine before he went to school, which made him
very tired and sleepy all day. After several morning
classes, Victor final ly couldn’t stay up anymore and fel l
asleep during his English class. Since his teacher knew
that he wasn’t feel ing well, she didn’t wake him up.
However, his classmate Kevin, who was sitting next to
him, had an evil idea. Instead of letting Victor rest,
Kevin woke him up and whispered to him, saying,

“Victor, the teacher is mad. She asked you to stand in
the corner of the classroom! Didn’t you hear her?”
Victor woke up and thought that what Kevin said was
true. So he stood up and walked towards the corner of
the classroom. Everyone started laughing at Victor. The
teacher said to him, “Victor, are you okay? Where are
you going? Do you need to go home and rest?”
Immediately, Victor realized that the teacher had never
asked him to stand in the corner of the classroom.
Kevin had made it up because he wanted to embarrass
him. But Victor didn’t tel l the teacher. He walked back
to his seat and said to the teacher, “ I ’m okay. Sorry that
I fel l asleep. My medicine is making me a little tired.” At
that time, Victor was actually a l ittle angry that Kevin
had embarrassed him in front of the whole class. But he
remembered not to repay evil with evil .

As soon as Victor went back to his seat, Kevin
whispered again to him, saying, “You looked like a
zombie just now walking to that corner. Haha! ” This
time, Victor really got angry. He was trying to be a
peacemaker, but Kevin wouldn’t stop making fun of
him! That day, Victor went home with anger burning in
his heart. He thought of many ways to embarrass Kevin
the same way he had embarrassed him. But later on in
the day, Victor was reminded about how the Bible says,
“Do not be overcome by evil , but overcome evil with
good.” He realized that his anger was making him want
to sin against God! Immediately, Victor went into his
room and started praying. Not only did he repent for all
the thoughts he had about taking revenge on Kevin, he
also asked God to give him the strength to make peace
with Kevin. Victor kept praying unti l he final ly didn’t
feel angry anymore.

The next day, Victor went to school and saw Kevin by
himself, frantical ly looking through his backpack. Since
Victor wanted to make peace, he asked Kevin, “What
happened? Do you need help?” Panicking, Kevin told
Victor that he lost his artwork—an assignment due for
his art class. Kevin hadn’t realized that his backpack was
not zipped unti l he arrived in the classroom this
morning, so he had no clue when the artwork had
fallen out of his bag. Victor said to Kevin, “Don’t worry,
your artwork has to be somewhere at school since your
dad drops you off at the entrance of the school every
morning, doesn’t he? Let’s go back to the entrance now
and try to find your artwork on the way! ” Sure enough,
Kevin found his artwork in the hallway not far from his
classroom. He looked at Victor and said, “Thank you,
Victor. And I am sorry about yesterday. Thank you for
helping me find my artwork! ”

Ever since then, Victor and Kevin have been good
friends, and Kevin has never made fun of Victor again.
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Reflection Questions
1 . How did Victor’s anger make him want to sin against
God? He was thinking about ways to take revenge on
Kevin because of his anger.

2. What did Victor do in order to stop himself from
“giving place to the devil”? He prayed to God to give
him the strength and love to forgive Kevin and make
peace with him.

3. Why do you think Victor wrote a card to Kevin? What
was he trying to do? Victor was trying to be a
peacemaker by making friends with Kevin. He didn’t
want to repay evil with evil . Instead, he overcame his
anger and all other negative thoughts by doing what is
right in the eyes of God.

Now, let’s hear a variation of this story.

That same day, Victor went home with anger burning in
his heart. He thought of many ways to embarrass Kevin
the same way he had embarrassed him. But later on in
the day, Victor was reminded about how the Bible says,
“Do not be overcome by evil , but overcome evil with
good.” He realized that his anger was making himself
want to sin against God! He knew that taking revenge
on Kevin wouldn’t please God. But Victor was very
angry. He didn’t want Kevin to think that he was too
weak to take revenge on him. So, Victor decided that
he was going to make fun of Kevin by pull ing his chair
away as he was sitting down so that he would be
embarrassed in front of the whole class. He thought to
himself, “This can’t be wrong…Kevin made fun of me
yesterday and now I ’m just making the game fair! God
wil l understand.” That night, Victor skipped his daily
prayer. He didn’t want to think more about how the
Bible teaches us to “overcome evil with good.” He
didn’t want to feel guilty about his plan to take
revenge. He was afraid to pray to God because he knew
that God only wanted him to make peace with Kevin.

The next day, Victor did what he planned. He pulled
away Kevin’s chair as he was sitting down—Kevin fel l
on the floor and he was very embarrassed! When the
teacher found out what had happened, she was very
angry. Victor said to her, “You didn’t know, but I
actually started walking in the classroom randomly the
other day not because I was not feel ing well, but
because Kevin told me to! He wanted to make fun of
me, so he told me that you wanted me to stand in the
corner of the classroom. He deserves what happened to
him today! ” At the end, both Kevin and Victor were
punished. After that, they were so angry at each other
that they didn’t talk to each other for a few days.
However, they later both regretted making fun of each
other in the first place because they realized how
difficult it was to hold grudges against a friend. What a
bad experience this was for the both of them!

Reflection Questions
1 . Why didn’t Victor want to pray? Because he knew that

God didn’t want him to repay evil with evil . But Victor
could not overcome his thoughts of revenge because of
the anger burning in his heart. He decided not to pray
to God so that he didn’t have to face his guilt. He was
overcome by evil .

2. Was Victor able to “overcome evil with good”? What
was the consequence? No. Victor decided to take
revenge on Kevin by pull ing his chair away from him as
he was sitting. In the end, Victor and Kevin were both
punished. They suffered a lose-lose situation and
regretted everything they had done in the first place.

3. From this variation of the story, what did you learn?
Which Victor do you want to be? Answers may vary.
[Allow time for the students to think, and then ask
some volunteers to share their answers. ]

Students, God’s commandments are all about love. Not
only do we have to love God with all our heart, we also
need to love those around us, including those who make
us angry. Never risk being a “murderer” by hating
someone. We must remove our anger and hatred by
asking God to help us love our enemies! That way, no evil
can make us break the commandments of God. I s there
someone in your mind now with whom you have been
angry? How long has it been? It’s probably time to remove
this anger in your heart. How ready are you to do this? Do
you need God’s help? Together as a class, let’s strive to
encourage and pray for one another so that we can
overcome evil with good and obey God’s commandment!

Understanding What You Have Learned
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Family Law
I srael ite society was family and clan-based and the importance of the
family unit is reflected in many Old Testament laws. A stable relationship
between husband and wife was basic to the Old Testament view of
family l ife. Marriage was intended to be between one man and one
woman, though kings and other prominent figures often had more than
one wife. Alongside his legal wife, a man could also have any number of
concubines or “ slave wives” that had lower status.

Polygamy was never actually banned in the Old Testament but God
certainly did not approve of or recommend it. There were some
guidel ines on how to deal with concubines and divorce but on the
whole, these were generally family affairs and the Law did not intervene.
However, what God did forbid was adultery. The conditions and
consequences of adultery were clearly outl ined in Leviticus 1 8-20.
Usually, the punishment for this sin was death. The deeper meaning of
marital fidel ity in marriage was that it represented the spiritual fidel ity of
Israel to God.

Bathsheba
First the wife of Uriah the Hittite, Bathsheba later became the wife of
David, King of Israel. She is most known for the Bible story in which King
David seduced her. Bathsheba was a daughter of El iam. She was from
David' s own tribe and the granddaughter of one of David' s closest
advisors (2 Sam 1 5:1 2). She was also the mother of Solomon, who
succeeded David as king, making her the Queen Mother.

LESSON 7
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In the last few weeks, we learned the first six commandments given by God to Moses on Mount Sinai. Do you
remember what they are? [To visually reinforce the commandments, you can write each commandment on a
long strip of paper, and as students recall the commandments, you may tape the strips on the board one by one
for them to see. Save this visual aid for next week’s teacher to use for review. ]

The first six commandments are:
1 . You shall have no other gods before Me.
2. You shall not bow down to idols nor serve them.
3. You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain.
4. Remember the Sabbath, to keep it holy.
5. Honor your father and your mother.
6. You shall not murder.

Good memory, everyone! So, to explain the first commandment in my own words, I would say that “ to have no
other gods before Me” actually means to “worship God as the only true God.” Now, can you do the same and
turn to your neighbor to explain these six commandments in your own words? [Give the students another two
minutes; walk around to check if they really understand what these commandments mean. Please see the
interpreted children’s version of the first six commandments below to help them understand better. ]

One example of an interpreted children’s version is:
1 . Worship God as the only true God.
2. Don’t make anything in your l ife more important than God.
3 . Always say God’s name with love and respect.
4. Honor the Lord by resting and going to church on the seventh day of the week.
5. Love and respect your mom and dad.
6. Do not hurt others.

REVIEW

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

You may think that it is too early to be addressing the topic
of committing adultery with your students at this age. You
may also feel a bit awkward talking to them about what
adultery means. You can simply tel l them that adultery is
when a married person is not being faithful to his or her
husband or wife. Realistical ly speaking, school-aged
children might already know famil ies that have broken up
because one of the parents had a girlfriend or boyfriend.
Therefore, it is vital that children are reminded about how
important it is to be faithful with any promise they make,
especial ly when in a marital relationship.

Please also stress to your students that our body is a
temple of God. That is why God does not delight in
anyone who dishonors it in any way. Let your students
understand that watching violent and inappropriate
movies, as well as reading adult magazines, are also ways
of defi l ing their bodies. Encourage your students to avoid
such demeaning shows and books. While curiosity is a part
of growing up, it is important that your students
understand the dangers of such behavior. Once they
understand that, they can stand firm in their bel ief
throughout their l ives and remain faithful to God.

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Introduction
Today, we are going to learn about the seventh
commandment: “You shall not commit adultery.” This
means to always be faithful to your husband or wife. I
know that none of you are married yet, so you don’t have
a husband or wife. However, you can think of your
parents’ relationship. You would only want your dad to
love your mom, right? You wouldn’t want him to fall in
love with another woman. That’s what God wants us to do
when we get married; He wants us to love our spouse for
our entire l ife!

In order to be faithful at al l times, we have to guard
our eyes and our heart careful ly from evil thoughts. Boys
and girls, close your eyes for a second. No peeking! Raise
your hand if you have ever noticed bad thoughts entering
your minds without knowing how they got there. [Pause
to see the show of hands. ] Now, put your hands down and
open your eyes. Guess what? Sometimes even when we
don’t try to think of mean or wicked things, these
thoughts just appear. I t’s because Satan doesn’t want us to
have a clean and pure heart. What does he want? He
wants our troubling thoughts to cause us to make
mistakes! In our story today, we are going to learn about a
very successful person in the Bible who made some terrible
mistakes, because he didn’t guard his eyes or his thoughts.
Let’s see what happened.

David and Bathsheba
Sometimes, even people who seem to be very good can
commit sin when they begin to lose their close relationship
with God. This was what happened to King David. After
many years of leading the Israel ites’ kingdom successful ly,
King David became so relaxed that he forgot to be careful
physical ly and spiritual ly. One year during springtime,
David stayed behind in Jerusalem while his soldiers went
off to fight.

One evening, when David was walking on the roof of
his palace, he saw Bathsheba, a very beautiful woman,
taking a bath. Her beauty amazed David. David wanted to
know who she was and someone told him that Bathsheba
was the wife of Uriah, one of David’s best soldiers. David
should have put Bathsheba out of his mind when he heard
that she was married, but he didn’t. He ordered some
messengers to get her. She came to the king’s palace
secretly. That night, David and Bathsheba did something
that God only allowed a husband and wife to do.

Some time later, Bathsheba sent David a note that she
was pregnant with his chi ld! David became desperate
when he learned about this news. God was very angry
with David for committing adultery with one of his
soldier’s wives. David tried to think of a way to cover his
sin. Instead of confessing his wrongdoing to God, he acted
as if God did not know and started to hide his
wrongdoing. David asked Bathsheba’s husband Uriah to

come home in hopes that he would visit his wife. I f Uriah
did visit his wife, then naturally everyone would think that
he was the baby’s father. However, David’s plan didn’t
work. Uriah did come back to Jerusalem, but he refused to
go down to his house, not even after David got him
drunk. He slept with the king’s servants instead. He
wouldn’t let himself enjoy being home with his wife while
the other soldiers were having a hard time on the
battlefield.

What could David do now? He sti l l had not admitted
his mistake to God, and he was running out of time. Soon,
Uriah would hear that Bathsheba was going to have a
baby, a baby that was not his. David thought and thought
and came up with an evil plan. He addressed a letter to
Joab, his army general, and commanded him to “ set Uriah
in the forefront of the hottest battle, and retreat from him,
that he may be struck down and die.” Then, he had Uriah
take the letter back with him to battle.

Sure enough, Uriah died in battle shortly after he
returned to his unit. When Bathsheba heard the news, she
cried and cried. After she had her time of mourning, she
became David’s wife and gave birth to a baby boy. I t was
at this time that God became even angrier with David.
Now not only did he break the seventh commandment,
but he also broke the sixth commandment that forbade
people to murder. David thought that he could solve the
problem his own way and that no one would know. God
knew and He sent the prophet Nathan to rebuke David’s
sins.

To teach David a lesson, Nathan told him a story about
a rich man and a poor man. The rich man had many cattle
and sheep while the poor man had nothing but one little
lamb. The lamb was like family to the poor man, and he
let it drink from his cup and share the same bed. One day,
when a traveler came to the rich man’s house, he had to
prepare food for him to eat. Selfishly, he did not want to
kil l any of his own animals, so he took the poor man’s
lamb instead.

After David heard the story, he was very upset. He
thought that the rich man should be punished. He didn’t
realize that Nathan was talking about him!

Nathan said, “You are that rich man. You have sinned
against God. The son born to you wil l die and you wil l
have no peace in your house from now on.”

It was only after these words that David realized that
he had sinned greatly in front of God. Not only had he
kil led Uriah with the sword, he had also taken Uriah’s wife
for himself. Now, he had to suffer by losing the baby and
the peace that he once enjoyed. What a tragic ending!
David repented wholeheartedly, and God saw his sincere
and sorrowful heart, ful l of regret. However, this did not
take away the sad consequences that David had to endure
for the rest of his l ife.

ELEMENTARY 1 YEAR 3 / BOOK 1
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Our Body: A Temple of God
Boys and girls, the Bible tel ls us that our body is a temple
of God. What does it mean to have a body that is a temple
of God? [Pause for students to speculate. ] I f we are God’s
temple, that means we belong to God! We are holy! We
are holy because God lives in us. You might ask, “But how
wil l this make a difference in my life?” If we are temples of
God, then we should be holy not only in church, but
everywhere we go! We must be holy in our homes, at the
mall, in school, and at work every day, not just on the
Sabbath day.

King David sinned by not keeping his thoughts and
body holy, and he was punished in the end. We want to
learn from David’s mistakes and be able to make the right
decisions in our l ife. How can we do this? Well, it’s not
that hard! We just need to keep a close relationship with
God and always pray to Him for strength and guidance. I f
we ever find ourselves straying from the right path, then
we can remember what God said about being holy. I t is
our responsibi l ity to keep our bodies clean and our minds
pure, for that is the wil l of God.

LESSON 7 / DO NOT COMMIT ADULTERY



" You shall not commit adultery." What is adultery?
Adultery happens when a married person loves another
person, apart from his or her own spouse. An adulterer is
also someone who marries more than one person.

Long before David had become king, God already gave His
Ten Commandments to the Israel ites. David knew very
well that God does not permit committing adultery and

that his desire for Beersheba did not please God. Despite
this, David fai led to guard his mind. He chose what he
wanted instead of what God wanted!

For Teachers: Draw a map on the board to show your
students how David fai led to follow the truth. Below is an
example.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION
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Marriage is between one man and one woman.

As children of God, our responsibi l ity is to follow the truth.
We must be very careful not to make a wrong turn or go
on a path other than the one that leads us to the truth of
God. From the map, we can see that David came to a
point where he had to pick which way to turn [point to the
diagram on the board] . What question was David asked?
[Let students answer. ] “Are you able to set your mind on
the truth?” And what was David’s answer? [Let students
answer. ] His answer was “no.” He chose to marry
Bathsheba instead of fol lowing the truth. Take a look at
the map one more time. I f David had chosen the other
way, where would he have ended up? [Let students
answer. ] He would have ended up being on God’s side!
But look how far David was from God after he chose to sin

against God…all because of that one wrong turn he
made!

Today, if we want to draw closer to God, there is one path
to take, and that is to follow the truth! We must keep our
hearts pure, overcome any desires that do not please God,
and set our minds only on the truth of God. I f our minds
are not on the truth, we could easi ly go down a path that
draws us away from God. Students, what is your desire? Is
it to stay at home and sleep unti l noon, instead of coming
to church on Sabbath? Or is it to tel l l ies, instead of being
honest? God wants you to follow His truth. I s your mind
set on the right path?

Boys and girls, have you ever heard of a song called “Be
Careful, Little Eyes, What You See”? The lyrics go like this:

For Teachers: Read the lyrics once, and then sing it with
the melody for the students to hear.

Oh, be careful little eyes, what you see.
Oh, be careful little eyes, what you see.

There's a Father up above, looking down in tender love,
So be careful little eyes, what you see.

You may think that this is just a preschool song and that
you are too old for it. Guess what? You wil l never be too
old to sing this song! I t is a great reminder for all of us. Let
us first look at the lyrics. What is this song trying to remind
us of?

Guard our eyes and our heart from evil things.
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"Oh, be careful l ittle eyes, what you see." In comparison
to other body parts, our eyes are small . However, what we
see with our eyes can cause a lot of evil to come into our
hearts, which is the most inner part of us where the Spirit
of God dwells. This is why we should be very careful of
what we see. Satan is constantly waiting to fi l l our hearts
with wicked thoughts unti l the Spirit of God doesn' t want
to dwell in us anymore. Every time we see something that
displeases God, such as a violent movie, we' re giving Satan
a chance to grow wicked thoughts in our hearts. While
what we think may never become real, our thoughts can
cause us to sin against God within our very heart. Satan is
waiting. But as long as we keep our eyes away from things
that can cause us to sin, Satan wil l never get a chance to
work.

Moreover, as the lyrics also mentioned, " There' s a Father
up above, looking down with tender love." Who is this
Father above looking down at us? [Let students answer. ]
God, our heavenly Father, is the one looking down with
tender love. When we are tempted to sin against God with
our eyes, remember that God is watching from above. He
loves us very much and has given us the Holy Spirit to help
us overcome evil . I f we allow Satan to place wicked
thoughts in our hearts continuously, the Spirit of God wil l
eventually have no place to dwell . God wil l be very
disappointed and disheartened. We warmly and openly
accept the tender love from God and guard our eyes and
our hearts from evil things. Let me share a story with you.

Ivan loves l istening to popular music. One time, he was
browsing on the Internet and he saw that one of his
favorite female singers had just released a new music
video. He decided to search for and watch the video. As
soon as the video started playing, Ivan saw his favorite
female singer, who was wearing very l ittle. As it
continued to play, Ivan had a feeling that something
was wrong. Some other male dancers appeared in the
music video and started dancing with the female singer
quite inappropriately. At that time, Ivan was really

enjoying the music. However, Ivan decided to turn off
his computer because he knew that he shouldn’t be
watching the video in case it became even more
inappropriate. Ivan didn’t want to risk sinning against
God with his eyes. After turning off the computer, Ivan
went into his room and started reading the Bible. He
didn’t want to think anymore about the music video he
had just watched.

The next day, Ivan’s friends were talking about the
music video. They asked him if he had also watched it.
Ivan explained to them that he didn’t watch all of it
because he felt that the dance was not very
appropriate. His friends began to laugh at him. They
thought that the dance was what made the video so
good. They also said that Ivan was being a “good boy”
and that he wasn’t very cool.

Even though Ivan didn’t feel very good about what his
friends said to him, his heart wasn’t moved. He was
determined not to watch the music video because he
knew that God wanted him to guard his eyes and heart
from all evi l things. He didn’t want to take any chances.
In the end, Ivan prayed to God to give him more
strength so that his friends and their words would not
affect him.

Reflection Questions
1 . What did Ivan do in order not to sin against God? He

turned off his computer and decided not to finish
watching the inappropriate music video. He also read
the Bible and prayed to God so that he could stand
strong and not fal l into temptation again.

2. What sacrifices did he have to make in order to guard
his eyes and heart from evil things? Ivan had to endure
teasing from his friends, which made him feel very sad
and hurt in his heart. However, Ivan did not change his
mind because of this. He would rather see his friends
laughing at him than risk sinning against God.
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As we mentioned earl ier in the lesson, Satan is always
looking to place evil thoughts into our minds. However, if
we are always fi l led with the Holy Spirit, Satan wil l never
find a way to enter our hearts. Let me explain why. The
Bible tel ls us, " Or do you not know that your body is the
temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have
from God, and you are not your own?” (1 Cor 6:1 9). Our
bodies are the temple of God, where His Spirit dwells.
Since the Spirit is from God, He is holy and pure.
Therefore, the more we're fi l led with the Holy Spirit, the
more we become holy and pure. What exactly does it
mean to be holy and pure? When a person' s heart is holy
and pure, it means that he is always seeking to do what is
right in God's eyes and keeping himself free of sins. I s it

possible to do that? Absolutely! With the help of God's
Spirit, we can all keep our thoughts holy and our bodies
pure. The good news is that God has made our bodies a
temple of His Spirit. As long as we are wil l ing to be holy
and pure for God, His Spirit wil l love to live in us.

On the contrary, if we are not wil l ing to be pure and holy
for God, His Spirit wil l not fi l l us. When that happens, we
leave a lot of room in our hearts for Satan to enter. He wil l
battle with the Spirit of God within us and try to conquer
our minds! This is very scary. But again, this is something
that we can avoid. The moment we think about
disobeying God, we are already in Satan' s trap. Once that
thought has been initiated, Satan knows exactly where

to attack us and wil l constantly make us think about
disobeying God so that his power can overtake the Spirit
of God within our hearts. So, in order for us to prevent
Satan from doing his work, we must first keep our
thoughts pure. I f we don' t even start thinking about evil ,
Satan wil l never have a chance to set his trap. On the
other hand, we also need to keep our bodies holy before
God. 1 Corinthians 6:20 tel ls us, " For you were bought at
a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your
spirit, which are God's." Our bodies do not belong to
ourselves. They belong to God! We're all made in His
image; every single one of us is His unique masterpiece
and He loves us all very much. We're here to do God's wil l ;
we cannot simply just do anything we want to do. Instead,
as the Spirit of God lives in us, we should glorify God in
everything we do.

Students, even though you are sti l l very young, it doesn’t
mean that you wil l not meet temptations, because the
world we live in is ful l of unholy things. Satan is always
seeking to attack God’s people. I f we do not guard our
hearts well , we can also fal l into Satan’s trap. The Bible
tel ls us to be sober-minded (1 Pet 5:8), meaning that we
should always watch out for things that can potential ly
harm our faith and stay away from them. In order to do
so, we need the help of God’s Spirit. We all l ive in a world
ful l of temptations, and we cannot rely only on our own
power to resist them. Therefore, let us be more dil igent in
praying for the Holy Spirit and for Him to dwell in us.
When the Spirit of God dwells in us, there wil l be no more
room for Satan to enter our hearts!
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ACTIVITY

1
Act Out the Story: Nathan Rebukes David (2 Samuel 1 2:1 -1 1 )

Objective: To help students see that our God is a righteous God, for He rewards and punishes.

Instructions

1 . Read 2 Samuel 1 2:1 -1 1 with students first before acting out the story.

2. Call for students to play the following characters:

• Prophet Nathan • King David

• Poor man • Rich man

• Guest • Rich man's sheep and cattle (several)

3 . After reviewing the storyl ine, ask all the students to think about the role they’ l l be playing. Let them have fun acting

out all the expressions they think their character should have.

4. Begin acting. The teacher can read from the passage below as the students act it out:

Nathan Rebukes David (New Living Translation)

1 So the LORD sent Nathan the prophet to tel l David this story: “There were two men in a certain town. One

was rich, and one was poor. 2The rich man owned a great many sheep and cattle [have students who are

sheep and cattle hold up the poster] . 3The poor man owned nothing but one little lamb he had bought. He

raised that l ittle lamb, and it grew up with his chi ldren. I t ate from the man’s own plate and drank from his cup.

He cuddled it in his arms like a baby daughter [have the student playing the poor man cuddle with the stuffed

toy sheep] . 4One day a guest arrived at the home of the rich man. But instead of ki l l ing an animal from his own

flock or herd, he took the poor man’s lamb and kil led it and prepared it for his guest.”
5David was furious. “As surely as the LORD lives,” he vowed, “any man who would do such a thing

deserves to die! 6He must repay four lambs to the poor man for the one he stole and for having no pity.”
7Then Nathan said to David, “You are that man! The LORD, the God of Israel, says: I anointed you king of

Israel and saved you from the power of Saul. 8I gave you your master’s house and his wives and the kingdoms

of Israel and Judah. And if that had not been enough, I would have given you much, much more. 9Why, then,

have you despised the word of the LORD and done this horrible deed? For you have murdered Uriah the Hittite

with the sword of the Ammonites and stolen his wife. 1 0From this time on, your family wil l l ive by the sword

because you have despised me by taking Uriah’s wife to be your own.”
1 1 “This is what the LORD says: Because of what you have done, I wil l cause your own household to

rebel against you.”

At the end of the acting, sit down with the students in a circle to talk about what they have learned from this passage.

How did they feel when Nathan pointed out to David that he was just l ike the selfish rich man because he took Uriah' s

only wife? As we can see later in the Bible, God eventually forgave David, but David had serious consequences to deal

with for the rest of his l ife. First, the child born from Bathsheba died. Also, David' s many children would always fight

amongst themselves. This was especial ly hard on David because he loved all of his chi ldren very much.

Let’s learn from King David’s mistakes. We should always guard our eyes and our heart from evil , and be faithful to our

spouse when we get married.

Instructions

Homework Assignment
Understanding What You Have Learned
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BEFORE YOU TEACH

Stealing
There were strict guidel ines recorded in the Old Testament laws
concerning stealing. Repayment of the stolen property was insufficient;
instead, one had to repay double or even four times the original value.
This type of repayment had a number of effects. I t acted as a deterrent
to future thefts, helped ease the pain and suffering caused, and helped
the victim become more forgiving of the crime. I t is important to note
that the punishment for stealing was much more severe when it came to
stealing from God, as seen in the example of Achan.

In addition to stealing in general, some scholars believe that the
eighth commandment in the Old Testament context may have referred
to kidnapping, or the stealing of human life. Slavery was common
everywhere and the poor were often oppressed, sometimes to the point
of death. In any case, God regarded this sin as serious enough to be
included in the Ten Commandments.

Achan
Achan is a figure mentioned in the Book of Joshua in connection with
the fal l of Jericho and conquest of Ai. His name means “one who
troubles.” According to chapter 7, Achan stole gold, si lver, and a costly
garment from Jericho that were “consecrated to the Lord” (Josh 6:1 9).
The Book of Joshua tel ls us that this act resulted in the Israel ites being
collectively punished by God: they failed in their first attempt to capture
Ai, with thirty-six Israel ite l ives lost. The Israel ites cast lots to find out
who was responsible. Achan was identified. As a result, they stoned him
to death along with his sheep, l ivestock, and, according to many
interpretations, his wife and children. Their remains were burnt by the
Israel ites and buried under a pile of stones.

LESSON 8

(He committed adultery and murder. ) What consequences did
David have to suffer because of his wrongdoings? (His first son born from Bathsheba died. He never had peace
after that. ) What was the biggest lesson you learned from last week’s story of David? (Answers may vary. )

REVIEW

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

Stealing is often thought of as taking something from
someone without that person’s knowledge or permission.
However, it can involve more than that. Finding something
and not returning it or refusing to give something back are
also forms of stealing. People might think, for example,
that taking materials or extra stationery from work is not a
big deal since it doesn’t hurt anyone. They often forget
that it is a direct sin against God.

I t is important to let your students understand why
people steal. Some think that it is fun, and they get a thri l l
out of not getting caught. Some are jealous of what others
have. Then there are those who do not have enough
money to buy what they need, so they resort to stealing.

None of these reasons justify their actions. Furthermore,
stealing usually leads to more trouble. To help the students
have a better understanding of this issue, share with them
some signs to be aware of: complaining about what they
have instead of being thankful; feel ing sad or angry
because they do not have something someone else does;
being wil l ing to do anything to get something they don’t
own. Remind your students that no matter how clever
they think they are, God sees everything. No one can
escape His judgment in the end. Also remind them that
God wil l always provide. Encourage them to pray earnestly
and ask for what they truly need.

BIBLE STORY

Introduction
Today, we are going to learn about the eighth
commandment, which is “You shall not steal.” Before we
go on, I would l ike you to pay attention to what I wrote on
the board. Are you ready? Here it is—

• A new toy, CD, or video game
• A new pair of rol lerblades
• A new pair of pajamas
• A new purse
• A racetrack set
• A 1 2-speed bike
• A monster truck
• A ping-pong table
• A big trampoline
• A superhero costume

Wow, what a long wish l ist! How many things do you
want? [Listen to students’ answers. ]

I f you were given a piece of paper to write down all
the things you want, maybe your l ist would be even
longer than mine. So let’s imagine that all your wishes
were granted, and you got everything you wanted. Do
you think you would appreciate those things? Do you
think you would be happy? I wonder how long this kind of
happiness would last. [Pause to hear students’ thoughts. ]
Boys and girls, when our heart becomes greedy and is
fi l led with many things we want but can’t get at the
moment, what do you think wil l happen? Well, you might
think stealing could be an easier and faster way to get
what you want. You might think, “ Since no one is
watching, why don’t I quickly put that cute eraser set in
my pocket and walk out of the store l ike nothing
happened? Hey, it’ l l be mine within seconds and without
too much effort! ” Boys and girls, do you think that’s the
right thing to do when you really want something? Of
course not! In our story today, we are going to learn about
what happened to a man who stole from God.

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Achan Sins
Achan was an Israel ite. He was a soldier in the army during
the time of Joshua. Before entering the land of Canaan,
the army had to fight many battles. But because God was
with them, they always won and took over every city they
fought. After they conquered the city of Jericho, they were
supposed to destroy almost everything because the people
in Jericho sinned and worshipped idols. God did not want
the Israel ites to keep these things. They were instructed to
take the si lver and gold and bronze and iron vessels and
bring them to God’s temple because they were treasures
that belonged to Him.

However, when Achan saw that some of the things
that were about to be destroyed were very beautiful and
expensive, he suddenly forgot what he was supposed to
do. Achan’s heart was tempted by his own greed. He
decided to take gold, si lver, and a beautiful piece of
clothing and hide them in the ground inside his tent. He
did all of this in secret, thinking that he could get away
with it because no one else was watching.

Even though no one saw Achan steal those things, God
saw everything and was very angry. To show the people
that stealing was a serious sin, God let the Israel ite army
meet with a lot of danger. In the next battle at the smaller
town of Ai, thirty-six men died because God was no longer
with them. The Israel ites became frightened. Joshua was in
great distress upon seeing this happen. He tore his clothes
and, with the elders, fel l before the ark of the Lord, al l of
them throwing dust on their heads. Joshua knew that
something was wrong, so he came before God to ask why
this happened. Let’s open our Bibles to Joshua 7:7-1 5.
[Take a minute to read these verses together with the
students so that they can hear the conversation between
Joshua and God. ]

God’s Punishment
Joshua went to God to find out what was wrong. “Alas,
Lord God,” he prayed, “why have You brought this people
over the Jordan at all—to deliver us into the hands of the
Amorites, to destroy us? Now when the nations of Canaan
hear about Ai, they wil l wipe Israel off the earth.” Joshua
didn’t understand why they had lost the battle so terribly.
He thought that God was with them and that they would
always have the victory.

“Get up! ” God told Joshua. “Why do you lie thus on
your face? Israel has sinned.” Then God told Joshua that
someone in the camp had not followed all of God’s
commands when they fought Jericho.

God told Joshua to get up and bring the people
together the next morning, saying to them, “Thus says the
Lord God of Israel: There is an accursed thing in your
midst, O Israel; you cannot stand before your enemies
unti l you take away the accursed thing from among you.
The person who stole it wil l have to be burned with fire,
along with everything he has, because he has done a
disgraceful thing.”

God told Joshua how to find the man who had taken
the accursed thing. He was to have all the tribes gather, at
which time God would reveal the tribe of the sinner. After
that, God would narrow it down unti l they knew the
family, then the household. Joshua followed God’s
directions and a man named Achan from the tribe of
Judah was picked out. “My son,” Joshua told Achan, “ I
beg you, give glory to the Lord God of Israel, and confess
to Him, and tel l me now what you have done. Do not hide
it from me.”

Achan felt so sorry for what he had done, and
confessed that he had indeed sinned before God. He had
taken some silver coins, a large wedge of pure gold, and a
beautiful Babylonian garment from Jericho. They were all
buried under his tent. Joshua sent messengers to look for
these things and came back with everything Achan said he
had stolen.

Then Joshua brought Achan, his family, and all his
possessions to the Valley of Achor and said, “Why have
you troubled us? The Lord wil l trouble you this day.” So all
I srael stoned Achan and his family with stones and burned
everything he had with fire. A great heap of stones was
raised over the place to remind people of the
consequences of not obeying God.

After the incident involving Achan, everyone felt
discouraged. Then God said to Joshua, “Do not be afraid,
nor be dismayed; take all the people of war with you, and
arise, go up to Ai. See, I have given into your hand the
king of Ai, his people, his city, and his land.” So Joshua did
as God commanded and there was a great victory over
their enemies that day.

Final Thoughts
Boys and girls, God is indeed watching us at all times.
Whenever we are tempted to take something from
someone because we think that no one wil l ever find out
about it, let us not forget that God is always watching
from above. Our wrongdoings have nowhere to hide. Let’s
not forget that God also punishes those who break His
commandments. Like David, Achan tried to hide his sin,
but God saw what he had done, even though he tried to
do it in secret. Like David, Achan was punished by God,
and he finished his l ife in a tragic way. We should never
take God’s commandments l ightly, thinking that stealing is
no big deal. As the memory verse reminds us, “ Let him
who stole steal no longer” (Eph 4:28a). I f you have ever
taken money from your parents without tel l ing them, or
taken other people’s things without returning them, repent
before God and determine to keep God's commandments
in your everyday life, starting from today.

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In today’s lesson, we learned that stealing is wrong and
that it is a sin against God’s commandments. Let me first
ask you a question. What does it mean to steal? [Let
students think, and then share their answers. ] To steal
means to take someone else’s possession without
permission. I f a man took something for himself that didn’t
belong to him without asking for the owner’s approval,
then he would have sinned against God by breaking the
eighth commandment. In the Bible, there are quite a few
examples where stealing greatly displeased God. For
example, we learned about the story of Achan today. God
was very angry about what he did. What consequences
did he have to face at the end for stealing? [Let students
answer. ] Achan, together with his family, were stoned to
death and all his possessions burned. As we can see,
stealing is a serious sin in the eyes of God. Achan certainly
knew that. But why is it that he was sti l l tempted to steal?
Where did the temptation come from? [Let students think,
and then share their answers. ] Achan was tempted by his
own greed. He wasn’t satisfied with what he already had:
his family, animals, and possessions. When he saw the
expensive treasures in Jericho, he knew that they didn’t
belong to him but he wanted them so badly that he
decided to steal them. He went against not only the
commandment not to steal, but also the commandment of
God not to take any treasures from Jericho.

Have you ever really wanted something that you cannot

afford? [Let students answer. ] I t is very natural for us to
have desires. However, we must be careful not to let our
desires make us sin. When we want something badly,
Satan may use it as a chance to tempt us to steal.
Unfortunately, Achan fel l into Satan’s evi l . His desires
turned to greed. He could not have cared less about the
consequences of stealing as he was hiding the treasures in
his tent. But later on, not only did he deeply regret his
actions, but he also had to bear the consequences of
disobeying the commandment of God.

Today, we must never fol low the example of Achan. God
has blessed every single one of us with many different
things. Instead of focusing on what we don’t have, we
should be thankful for what we do have. There are many
people in this world who don’t have the things that we
have. They live in extremely poor conditions. To them,
having a bed, some warm clothes, or even just a pencil is a
dream. But if they spend their whole l ives thinking about
how lacking they are, they wil l never be happy. The Bible
says, “The earth is the LORD’s, and all its ful lness, the world
and those who dwell therein” (Ps 24:1 ). We all belong to
God, and so does everything in this world. What we have,
or what other people have, al l belong to God. He
promised to provide for us. While we may not have
everything we want, God knows exactly how much we
need, and we wil l never lack anything. As He provided for
the birds in the sky, God wil l also provide us with enough

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to live a happy life. The key is always to be thankful for
what we have. I f Achan had also thought about that, he
probably wouldn’t have risked sinning against God for the
few treasures that he wanted. I f he knew that he and his
family were going to be punished by God, he would have
been more thankful for them, above any si lver or gold he
saw in Jericho. Today, we don’t have to wait unti l we are
punished by God to know that stealing is wrong. All things
belong to God, and He can give or take away anything
from us. I f we obey His commandments, He promises to
bless us abundantly. On the contrary, if we purposely
disobey God like Achan did, God can take away what we
already have. Let me share a story with you:

When Sherry was a young teenager, she had a bad
habit of stealing. I t al l started when she used to take her
l ittle sister’s toys, which she didn’t have, and hide them
in her own room. The older she got, the worse her habit
became. Whenever no one was around and she saw
something she liked that she thought was not a “big
deal," she would take it and put it in her pocket or
purse. For example, she stole a pencil from her
classmate, some candies from a convenient store, and
some coins from her relatives’ house. In her mind, they
weren’t a “big deal” because they were very cheap. She
thought that when her classmate found that her pencil
was missing, her “ rich mom” would get her a new one.
Likewise, the candy store owner had so much candy
and her relatives had so many coins that they wouldn’t
even realize that something was missing. Sherry
thought that stealing was okay as long as she didn’t
take something very expensive or take from the poor.

One time, Sherry took a watch from her classmate
Amber. Amber had mentioned to Sherry that she didn’t
really l ike the style of that watch, which is why she kept
it in her desk in the classroom all the time instead of
wearing it. Sherry really l iked the watch and thought
that since Amber wasn’t wearing the watch, she could
take it! Later in the day, her best friend Annie said to
her, “ I was looking for you today during break time. I
saw you by yourself in the classroom secretly. Did you

take Amber’s watch?! ” Sherry was very scared that
Annie would tel l the teacher the truth, so she denied it
and told Annie that she was looking for something else
in the classroom during break time. Annie then said to
Sherry, “ I see. Yeah, I didn’t think it was you either. I ’m
just asking. You are a Christian, and I know that all
Christians keep the Ten Commandments. I ’m sure you
don’t steal! ” Immediately, Sherry felt very ashamed.
She always thought that what she was doing was “no
big deal,” but she realized that, in God’s eyes, she was
breaking the eighth commandment. Annie also
mentioned to Sherry that Amber was very sad after she
realized her watch had been stolen because even
though she didn’t wear it, she always kept it with her
since it was a gift from her late grandmother. At that
point, Sherry almost felt l ike she had stopped breathing.
She felt extremely guilty that she had stolen Amber’s
watch. She thought to herself, “ I f Grandma passed
away, I ’d keep everything she gave to me and store
them as precious treasures.” In fact, Sherry couldn’t
even imagine what it would be like if her grandmother
passed away. To Amber, her watch was like her
grandmother. Sherry never realized how blessed she
was to sti l l have her grandmother around, keeping her
company all the time. Rather, she was greedy for a
watch that she thought had no value to Amber.

That night, Sherry prayed for a very long time. In her
prayer, she kept repenting to God for all those times she
had stolen from others. She only realized how much she
had sinned after discovering how much Amber’s watch
really meant to her. The things she stole that may have
been “no big deal” to her were actually very important
to others. She was determined not to steal again. The
next day, Sherry wrote a letter and gave it to Amber,
along with her watch. She had been afraid of tel l ing
Amber that she was the one who had stolen her watch,
but she prayed for the courage to apologize to Amber
and to be honest with her. Thank God, Amber was very
understanding, and she didn’t get angry with Sherry.
She was very happy that she had her watch back and
that Sherry had determined not to steal again!

Fear God, who sees and knows everything in secret.

The Bible tel ls us, “Be sure your sin wil l find you out”
(Num 32:23). Have any of you ever had this experience
before? You might have done something wrong, but
before you even said anything, Mom or Dad already knew
what happened. Well, our parents may know a lot of
things, but they don’t know everything. However, nothing
can be hidden from God’s eyes. From above, God sees
clearly every l ittle thing you have done in secret. Jeremiah
23:24 says, “ ‘Can anyone hide himself in secret places, so I
shall not see him?’ says the LORD; ‘Do I not fi l l heaven and
earth?’ says the LORD.” As this verse mentions, God’s

presence fi l ls both the heaven and the earth. He’s
everywhere… He’s even here with us right now! Nothing
can be hidden from His presence.

Not only does God see everything we do, but He also
knows every l ittle thought that we have in our hearts. The
Bible tel ls us, “Would not God search this out? For He
knows the secrets of the heart” (Ps 44:21 ). God doesn’t
only see what is visible. He can see through our hearts and
knows what we are thinking. When it comes to sinning, it
is not only what we do that counts, but also what is in our
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hearts. Cursing out loud and cursing in your heart are both
sinning. Therefore, being a true follower of God begins
with the heart. God doesn’t only look at who we are
outwardly. 1 Samuel 1 6:7 says, “ For the LORD does not see
as man sees; for man looks at the outward appearance,
but the LORD looks at the heart.” People can hide many
things from others, but they cannot hide anything from
God. He searches our hearts and knows whether or not we
are truly obeying Him. This is why the Bible says, “You
shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all
your soul, and with all your strength” (Dt 6:5).

So, how can we follow God closely with all our hearts? The
Bible says, “The fear of the LORD is the beginning of
wisdom, and the knowledge of the Holy One is
understanding” (Prov 9:1 0). In order for us to have true
understanding of God’s wisdom, we must first learn to fear
God. To fear God means to love and respect Him. When
we love God as our heavenly Father and respect Him as
our Creator and Judge, we wil l try our very best to obey
Him. Love and respect come from our hearts; when we
truly fear God, we wil l fol low Him with all our hearts, with
all our souls, and with all our strength. There is nothing to
hide. There is nothing to be put in secret. When God
searches our hearts, He sees our fear and knows that we
are His true followers. Let me share a story with you!

One Sunday, Anthony went to Jonathan’s house to play
video games. Not long after Anthony left, he found out
that his watch was missing, so he called Jonathan.
Here’s their conversation.

Anthony: Hi, Jonathan! I ’m wondering if you happened
to see my watch anywhere in your house. I t might have
fallen out of my backpack when I was at your house
today!
Jonathan: No, I haven’t seen your watch anywhere in
my house. Are you sure it was lost at my house?
Anthony: I ’ve had it in my backpack all week, and I just
realized that I lost it. I don’t know where it is… I looked
everywhere in my house and it’s not here. I t must either
be at school or at your place since these are the only
places I went to with my backpack this week. I hope
that I didn’t lose it at school because I wouldn’t even
know where to start looking!
Jonathan: Hmm, yeah, I hope it’s not at school either.
Well, I ’ l l try to look around for you. I f I see it, I ’ l l bring it
to school and give it back to you tomorrow. Okay?
Anthony: Okay! Thanks, Jonathan.
Jonathan: You’re welcome!

After they hung up, Jonathan began to look around for
Anthony’s watch. Suddenly, Jonathan stepped on
something… It was Anthony’s watch! Jonathan picked
it up and realized that Anthony’s watch was a limited
edition watch that he had wanted for a long time.

Immediately, Jonathan thought to himself: “Anthony
said that he didn’t know exactly where he lost his
watch. I f I tel l h im that I didn’t find it at my house, he
would probably just think that he lost it at school! This
can’t be called stealing since he left it at my house… I
didn’t take it from him!”

That night, Jonathan couldn’t fal l asleep. Even though
his favorite watch was right there next to him, he didn’t
feel happy. Anthony would probably never find out that
Jonathan had kept his watch, but Jonathan knew that
God saw everything he did and thought in secret. He
also knew that God was most l ikely very disappointed
at him right now for wanting to keep Anthony’s watch.
Jonathan didn’t know what to do… He really loved the
watch, but he didn’t want to hurt God by breaking the
eighth commandment. Therefore, he knelt down to
pray. In his prayer, Jonathan said:

“ Lord, I ’m really sorry that I thought about stealing
today. I know that must have hurt You very much. You
have given me so much already… I shouldn’t have
been greedy but thankful for what I already have. Lord,
please help me and give me the strength to obey Your
commandments with fear. I don’t want to go down the
path of the wicked and disappoint You. Please help me
love You with all my heart, al l my soul, and all my
strength, and be thankful for al l that You have given
me.”

After his prayer, Jonathan knew exactly what he should
do. He was able to fal l asleep right away. The next day,
Jonathan brought the watch to school and gave it back
to Anthony. Anthony was so happy that Jonathan had
found his watch and that he didn’t have to look all over
school for it. That day, Anthony called Jonathan after
school and said, “My dad actually works for the
company that made this watch. He brought two of
them home from work, one for me and one for my
older brother. But my brother didn’t l ike it and he said
he wouldn’t mind if I gave it to a friend. Do you like
this watch, too? If you do, I can give you my
brother’s! ” In the end, not only did Anthony get his
watch back, Jonathan also got a new watch!

Do you think Achan remembered when God said that all
the gold, si lver, and iron was reserved for the tabernacle?
[Pause for students’ responses. ] He probably remembered,
but he chose to disobey God. I t was only after he was
caught that he said, “ I saw it, I wanted it, I took it, and I
hid it.” Who else in the Bible also took the same steps and
sinned against God? Here is your hint—this person is a
female who had been created by God. That’s right! Eve
did the same thing. She saw the fruit, she desired it, and
then she took it, ate it, and gave it to Adam. Isn’t that the
way sin works for every single one of us? We see

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BEFORE YOU TEACH

Lying
One may interpret bearing false testimony (i.e. , lying) to mean giving
false evidence or testimony publicly in court or in the presence of elders.
But the commandment was certainly not exclusive to false public
statements. Lying is to give a false statement with the intent to deceive.
The Bible condemns different forms of lying: lying to perpetrate fraud
(Lev 6:2-3), lying that leads to a wrongful condemnation (Dt 1 9:1 5-1 6),
and lying committed by false prophets (Jer 1 4:1 4). The Bible records
Cain’s evasive answer to God, Jacob’s attempt to fool I saac, Gehazi’s
misrepresentation of El isha and the deception of Ananias and Sapphira
as l ies. The Bible records that all habitual l iars forfeit eternal salvation
(Rev 21 :27).

Inherited Land
When the Israel ites entered Canaan, Joshua allocated land to each tribe
by casting lots. The tribes and famil ies viewed their land as a gift from
God. They marked the boundaries of their land by using landmarks, such
as a heap of stones or mountains and rivers. The landmarks were not to
be moved, because to do so was to alter the gift of God. Since their land
was an inheritance from God, the Israel ites were not to sel l their land.
Doing so would mean dishonoring God. This is why Naboth refused to
sel l h is vineyard to King Ahab.

A family may sell their land during extreme financial difficulties.
During the Year of Jubilee, which occurs every fifty years, the land is to
be returned to the original owner (Lev 25:1 3-1 7). I f a member of the
family that sold the land is able to raise enough money to buy back the
land, the land is to be returned to the original family immediately.

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Last week’s lesson was about the eighth commandment: " You shall not steal." When Achan stole from God, he
was punished with death. God severely punishes those who steal, but He wil l first give them an opportunity to
repent. When Zacchaeus was given the opportunity, he quickly repented. He returned the money he had stolen
from the people as a tax collector.

Sometimes, people steal for fun or to gain something they do not have, such as money. None of these are
excuses for breaking God’s commandment. We must always pray to God and ask for His help. God wil l always
provide for His people.

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

No one needs to be taught how to lie. I t comes naturally
to everyone, so it is no wonder that God gave the ninth
commandment. Therefore, it is important that your
students have a good understanding of the seriousness of
lying.

Children l ie for a variety of reasons, sometimes with
good intentions. They may lie to keep their parents happy,
to stay out of trouble, to cover embarrassment or
inadequacy, or because they can' t make the clear
distinction between fact and fiction. Regardless of the
reasons, our students should understand that lying is
wrong.

However, lying does not only involve saying something
that is not true. I t also includes leaving something out of a

story, half-truths, and stretching or twisting facts, l ike
gossiping. I t is also possible to l ie with actions. Most
people are guilty of these acts. Remind your students that
l ies don’t stop with just one; one lie usually leads to
another. By repeatedly tel l ing l ies, it causes us to lose sight
of right and wrong and causes our hearts to become dirty
and impure. Not only is lying wrong, it also hurts our
friends and relatives so that they can no longer trust us.
God warns everyone about deceiving others, and He wil l
punish those who disobey Him. Encourage your students
to tel l the truth even when they are afraid to or even
when they wil l be discipl ined. In this way, they wil l avoid a
lot of trouble and their hearts wil l remain pure and honest
before God.

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Naboth’s Vineyard
In the land of Israel, there once lived a king and queen
named King Ahab and Queen Jezebel. King Ahab was one
of the wickedest kings in Israel’s history. He made many
mistakes in his l ife. He married Jezebel, who was an idol-
worshipper. In turn, both of them led the entire country to
sin against God by building altars to their false gods and
worshipping them. Ahab was also a cruel king. He didn’t
care if other people got hurt, as long as he got what he
wanted.

King Ahab and Queen Jezebel l ived in a grand palace
located on ferti le lands and had a lot of beautiful clothing
and jewelry. However, King Ahab was sti l l not satisfied.
One day, King Ahab decided that he wanted a vegetable
garden. He looked around for some land near his palace
that would be good for growing vegetables. He found a
good piece of land next to his palace. I t was a vineyard

owned by a man called Naboth.
Ahab hurried off and went to see Naboth. Ahab

wanted to buy the land from him. When Ahab asked
Naboth to sel l the land to him, the king didn’t get the
answer he wanted to hear.

“ I cannot sel l you the vineyard. This land has been in
my family for many generations. I t has to remain in my
family. God does not allow us to sel l our land, and if I do, I
wil l be going against God’s commandments,” said Naboth.

The king asked again and again, offering money and
even a better piece of land in exchange but Naboth
refused. So, Ahab went home very sad and upset.

When he returned to the palace, he went straight to
his bed and lay there, sulking. When his servants brought
him dinner, he refused to eat or drink anything. Queen
Jezebel knew something was bothering the king.

“What’s wrong?” she asked. “Why won’t you eat your
dinner?”

“ I want Naboth’s vineyard,” said the king. “But he
won’t sel l it to me.”

When the queen heard this, she reassured him.
“You are the king, aren’t you? Why should you care

about what Naboth thinks? Get up and eat,” ordered
Jezebel. “Don’t worry. I wil l get you the vineyard.”

J ezebel’s Plan
The queen came up with a plan to kil l Naboth so that
Ahab could have the piece of land. She wrote letters in the
king’s name to the leaders in the city where Naboth lived.
In the letters she asked them to call everyone in town
together for a day of fasting. She told them to invite
Naboth and seat him with high honor. Then two bad men
were to be called to bear false witness against Naboth.
This means that they were to lie about Naboth. They
would say that Naboth had cursed both God and the king.
I t was a great sin to curse God and men. Afterward, as
punishment, they were to take Naboth outside the city and
stone him to death.

When the leaders of the town received the letter, they
followed the queen’s instructions. They had a special day
of fasting and seated Naboth with high honor. The two
dishonest men sat before him. Suddenly, the two men
stood up and lied that Naboth had cursed both God and

the king. Did Naboth do this? No, they were all l ies.
Naboth did not do any wrong, but no one cared. The
people of the town were so upset with Naboth that they
carried him out of the town and kil led him with big heavy
stones. The leaders of the city then sent messengers to tel l
Jezebel that Naboth was dead.

When Jezebel heard the news, she was very pleased.
She went to King Ahab and said, " You know the vineyard
that Naboth wouldn’t sel l you? Well, you can have it now!
Naboth is dead! As soon as Ahab heard this, he went
down to Naboth' s vineyard and made it his own.

When Ahab and Jezebel were committing this wicked
deed, who do you think was watching? Exactly, God was
watching. Ahab and Jezebel may have thought that they
got away with murder, but God’s eyes are everywhere and
He saw their wicked deed. God sent El i jah the prophet to
give King Ahab a very serious message. When Eli jah found
Ahab, he said, " I have found you because you have done
great evil in the sight of God. God wil l punish you. You
and all of your sons wil l d ie or be kil led. Your wife Jezebel
shall be torn apart and eaten by dogs. All this is because of
your wicked deeds.”

Not long after this, King Ahab was kil led in battle. An
archer struck him with an arrow while he was in his chariot
and he died. Later, Queen Jezebel and their sons also died,
just as the Lord had said.
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In today’s story, we learned that Ahab and Jezebel did
something that was very wicked in God’s eyes. They came
up with a plan to have a person named Naboth kil led.
They had two bad men bear false witness against Naboth.
What does it mean to bear false witness? [Have students
respond. ] To bear false witness is to speak lies about a
person or event. Queen Jezebel instructed two bad men to
say that Naboth had cursed God and the king. To curse
someone is to wish for evil to come upon that person. In
the Bible, God instructed the Israel ites not to curse. God
wants us to bless, rather than curse, others. When we bless
someone, we hope that good things wil l come to that
person.

As a result of the bad men’s l ies, Naboth was stoned to
death. Why is lying wrong?

For Teachers: Draw a circle on the whiteboard and write
“Lies” in the center. Draw lines that point outward from
the circle, and show how Ahab and Jezebel’s l ies impacted
other people as the following discussion takes place.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

Lies

Lying hurts and angers God.

God was angry with Ahab and Jezebel because of their
wicked deeds. He was hurt that they did not keep His
commandments. The Bible says, “ Lying lips are an
abomination to the LORD, but those who deal truthful ly are
His del ight” (Prov 1 2:22). An abomination to the Lord
means something that irritates God. Ahab was king of
Israel, leader of God’s people. But rather than leading them
into true worship, Ahab disobeyed God by breaking many
commandments. Apart from being angered, God was
more hurt than anything else. Today, we’re God’s chosen
people and His chi ldren. When we lie, we are wil lful ly
breaking God’s commandment. How can our heavenly
Father not be angry and hurt? The Bible has mentioned
many times that the unrighteous, those who disobey God,
wil l not inherit the kingdom of God but shall have their
part in the lake of fire (Rev 21 :8). God worries for us. He

wants us all to be able to reach His presence one day and
live with Him in the kingdom of heaven. But when we sin,
He can only be angry and hurt.

Every day, God takes care of us and watches over us from
above. When we pray, He listens. When we need help, He
offers His al l-powerful helping hands. When we feel sad,
He comforts us l ike a friend would. When we are afraid,
He gives us peace. God is a wonderful Father. We need
His abidance. Therefore, let us not hurt and anger God.
We know that He loves us and wil l always keep His
promises, as long as we keep His commandments. At the
end of the day, isn’t the promise of heaven greater than
anything else in this world? Lying only brings us away
from the presence of God, so let us not l ie.

Lying hurts others.

How did Ahab and Jezebel hurt others? [Let students
think, and then share their answers. ] Their lying caused the
death of Naboth. I t also caused the people of Israel to sin
because they stoned a man who was innocent. But they
didn’t care how much harm they did to others! When
Jezebel heard that Naboth was stoned to death, she was
overjoyed. When Ahab knew that he could final ly have
Naboth’s land, he was overjoyed, too! They were blinded
by their joy and nothing else seemed to matter to them,
even a person’s death.

Sometimes, though our l ies may be unintentional, we can
unknowingly hurt others. How? Let me share a story with
you.

Tiffany is having her piano exam in two weeks.

Therefore, her mom has told her to practice every day
from now on unti l the exam. But Tiffany doesn’t really
care about this exam. She doesn’t want to practice for it
at al l . So she thinks of an idea… “ If I tel l Mom that I
wil l practice at school instead of at home, then I won’t
have to practice at all ! She won’t find out, even if I
don’t practice at school.” In fact, Tiffany is planning to
spend her “practice time” playing games on one of the
school computers.

About a week later, Tiffany came home one day and
her mom asked her, “How was your practice today?
Are you ready for your piano exam?” Tiffany replied,
“ I t’s going pretty well . I wil l be ready by next week! ”
Tiffany lied again.
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Two days later, Tiffany’s mom asked her again, “How
was your practice today? Are you ready for your piano
exam?” And Tiffany told the same lie again. Then,
Tiffany’s mom became angry. She said to Tiffany, “Why
did you lie to me? Your piano books have been here at
home all day today. How could you have practiced at
school? I didn’t pay attention this whole time because I
trusted you. Now, tel l me, have you practiced at all
since that day you told me that you would practice at
school?” Tiffany didn’t answer. So her mom said, “Can
you play the songs and show me how ready you are for
the exam?” Hesitantly, Tiffany walked to the piano and
started playing. Not surprisingly, Tiffany wasn’t ready
for the exam at all . She played with many mistakes.
When she finished, she turned to her mom and saw
that there were tears in her eyes. Worried, Tiffany asked
her mom, “Are you okay, Mom? I ’m really sorry that
I ’m not ready for the exam yet. I know I might fai l , and
if I do, I ’d have wasted the money you spent on my
piano lessons. I wil l practice now!” Then her mom said,
“ I ’m not upset because you might fai l the exam. Yes, I
real ly want you to be able to pass the exam, but all I ask
is for you to try your best. As long as you do your best,
I am very happy and proud of you. What hurts me the
most is not that you did not practice, but that you have

not been honest with me. You told me that you would
practice at school, and I trusted you. I bel ieved in your
l ies, and your dishonesty has made me really upset.”

That night, Tiffany’s mom was very upset, and she
stayed in her room for a couple hours. Tiffany didn’t
know what to do but regret having lied to her mom.
She thought about what her mom said over and over
again, and she realized how much her mom was hurt
by her few words. In the end, Tiffany went into her
mom’s room and apologized to her. She promised her
mom that she would spend two hours practicing piano
every day unti l her exam and that she would do her
very best.

Reflection Questions
1 . Why did Tiffany have to repeat her lie to her mom?

Tiffany had lied about practicing piano; whenever her
mom asked her about the same thing, she automatical ly
had to tel l the same lie again.

2. What made Tiffany’s mom feel hurt? Tiffany’s l ies hurt
her mother. Her mother felt hurt because Tiffany hadn’t
been honest with her. Tiffany told her that she would
practice piano at school, but she didn’t. She was hurt
that her daughter abused her trust.

Lying hurts us.

How did Ahab and Jezebel bring harm upon themselves?
[Let students think, and then share their answers. ] God
punished them and their chi ldren with death. In fact, they
should have known better, especial ly Ahab. He knew from
his many encounters with God’s prophets that God hates
all kinds of evil . But when it came to his desired land, he
didn’t think much about God’s commandments. Rather, he
rejoiced with his wicked wife Jezebel after Naboth had
been wrongfully stoned, because he final ly got the land
that he wanted. His conscience had been completely
dulled by the influence of his evi l wife.

Today, we know very well that lying is unacceptable in
God’s eyes. We also know that God punishes those who
purposely disobey His commandments. Why take a chance
to lie if we already know the consequences? Why bring
harm upon ourselves? Some people might think that God
is merciful and that He wil l forgive our sins as long as we
repent afterwards. Yes, God is a merciful God. But if we
purposely sin against God and think that we can just
simply repent afterwards, we are abusing the mercy of
God. In other words, God wil l not have mercy on us when
we wil l ingly sin with such intentions. Therefore, when we
know what is wrong in God’s eyes, we must learn to obey
and follow His commandments wholeheartedly.

As a punishment for lying, God said that he would bring
calamity upon Ahab’s household. Jezebel, being the one

who initiated the lying, even had her dead body eaten by
dogs. Today, God punishes those who lie in His ways. Not
every l iar is put to death l ike Ahab and Jezebel had been.
However, lying is a serious sin that can lead us to a
“ second death.” What does that mean? Revelations 21 :8
says, “All l iars shall have their part in the lake which burns
with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.” The
lake which burns with fire and brimstone is reserved for
those who have sinned against God. As we mentioned
earl ier, God loves us very much and He wants us all to l ive
in heaven with Him one day. In order to enter the
kingdom of God, we need to strive to be sinless because
heaven is only for people who heed the truth of God.

[Give your students some time to think
by themselves. ] Often, we enjoy doing the same things as
our friends do. The Bible refers to Satan as a “ l iar and the
father of it” (Jn 8:44). People who like to l ie are friends
with Satan because they behave like him and enjoy lying,
just l ike he does. On the contrary, God is truth. He never
l ies and He enjoys friendship with people who do likewise.
Let’s turn to a few verses and see what the Bible says!

When we lie, it is as if we are shaking
hands with Satan in front of God. Imagine if you were
playing a game and one of your teammates went to help
the opposing team. How would you feel? Would you
think that he was disloyal? Would you want him back on
your team? [Pause for students to think and answer. ] This
is how God feels when we lie or commit any sins.
Students, let us not hesitate any longer about which team
we want to join and stay on… I want to be on God’s
team—an honest team! What about you?

Instructions
1 . Bring a small stone to class.
2 . Review the song “The Ninth Commandment” with students.

Understanding What You Have Learned
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BEFORE YOU TEACH

The Meaning
Coveting is not just seeing something that belongs to someone else and
admiring it, or even wishing that you had something like it. Rather,
coveting is al lowing that desire to invade and pervade your heart. I t’s
letting that desire govern your thoughts and guide your actions.

Our English word " covet" comes from a Greek word meaning
" grasping for more." Dictionaries define " covet" as " grasping, greedy,
greed of wealth with a view of hoarding it." Covetousness springs from
a selfish nature. Because a man is greedy, he covets. Because he covets,
he steals, l ies, commits adultery, and murders. Jesus said, " Take heed
and beware of covetousness, for one' s l ife does not consist in the
abundance of the things he possesses" (Lk 1 2:1 5).

Covetousness Is a Form of Idolatry
" Therefore put to death your members which are on the earth:
fornication, uncleanness, passion, evi l desire, and covetousness, which is
idolatry. Because of these things the wrath of God is coming upon the
sons of disobedience” (Col 3 :5-6).

When we see someone with more than we have, we must beware.
The hunger to steal our way into what is theirs may harm us spiritual ly.

God Is Concerned with Our Heart's Desires
All other commandments forbid overt sin, but this one reaches to the
inner motives. " The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately
wicked; who can know it?" (Jer 1 7:9). What we covet, whether good or
bad, always becomes our goal in l ife. I f we covet the wrong things, we
wil l have the wrong goals, and we may even sacrifice things of great
value in our effort to attain what has l ittle eternal value.

How Do We Keep from Covetousness?
Here are some suggestions. First, we must recognize it in our hearts and
confess it to the Lord through the power of prayer, asking for cleansing
and renewal. Second, we must focus on all that God has given us,
al lowing gratitude to fi l l our hearts. Third, we must discover freedom in
God's word. Remember, the beginning of contentment starts and ends
in God (Ps 1 1 9:33-48). Fourth, we must be content with what we have
and choose not to nurture desires that lead to coveting. Through the
power of the Holy Spirit, we can ask God to empower us and let the
Spirit of God take up residence in our hearts. We wil l then learn to say
“no” to our fleshly desires. As we grow in our faith, we learn to be
satisfied more and more in the Lord and in His word, and to let God fi l l
our heart completely.

UNDERSTANDING YOUR STUDENTS

Covetousness is not simply the act of saying, “ I would l ike
one of those, too! ” Sometimes, it can be a good thing if it
encourages people to work harder through honest means
to reach their goals. Unfortunately, that is not always the
case. Greed is a part of everyone. People always want
more than they have. Covetousness does not just happen
overnight. I t usually begins with envy or jealousy and may
involve hatred or anger.

This commandment is a l ittle different from the others
because it involves something that cannot necessari ly be
seen. Remind your students that sinning can begin in the
heart. That is why this commandment was given. God

knows that inner envy, jealousy, or anger can lead to even
greater sins.

There wil l always be something that your students
don’t have that someone else does. By the same token,
they have been blessed with much more when compared
to others. Remind them that material possessions are
worldly and temporary. God wil l supply all their needs.
Whenever they feel resentment or envy, encourage them
to pray to God, to ask God for a heart of contentment,
and to count their blessings. When they can develop such
an attitude, it wil l help them control their feel ings as they
grow up.

BIBLE STORY

The Tenth Commandment
The last commandment that God gave Moses on Mount
Sinai is about being greedy. God knows that it is natural
for people to want things that they don’t have. They
always want more because they are unhappy with what
they already own. That is the reason why God gave the
commandment “You shall not covet.” This commandment
teaches us not to desire or want things that don’t belong
to us. In God’s eyes, desiring things that don’t belong to us
is a sin. When we desire something that is not ours, or
when we are greedy for more, we are breaking the last
commandment. God knows that when someone covets
something, it can lead him to commit more sins. Today, we
are going to learn about a man called Judas Iscariot who
fel l due to his love of money.

Judas Iscariot, a Disciple of Christ
When Jesus was in the world, He came to preach the good
news of the kingdom of God to the people. To help in this
important work, Jesus chose twelve men who were called
disciples. Do you remember the names of the twelve

disciples? [Give students time to recall . ] These men came
from different backgrounds and had different kinds of
jobs. When the Lord called them, they left their famil ies
and their jobs to follow the Lord and spread the good
news.

I t was a great honor to be chosen by the Lord. The
disciples stayed with Jesus for three years. Every day they
heard many wonderful teachings about God and they
witnessed Jesus performing amazing miracles, casting out
demons and healing the sick. The disciples were also given
the power to do great things, too. They healed the sick,
cast out demons and preached the word of God to the
people. But best of al l , by knowing the Lord Jesus, they
had a chance to go to heaven.

Among the twelve was a disciple called Judas Iscariot,
whom Jesus chose to have the important job of taking
care of the money box. Jesus and the disciples kept the
money used for the ministry in the money box. The money
was for their daily needs such as food, lodging, and other
expenses. Judas had to safeguard the money. He must
have been a responsible and wise person to be chosen for

this important job.
As time went by, however, Judas began to desire the

money for himself. His desire grew so strong that
eventually he would often take the money that was put
into the money box. He thought that no one would find
out but Jesus knew that Judas often stole from the money
box.

Over time, Judas began to love money more than
anything or anyone. Judas coveted money. Do you know
what it means to covet? It means to want something that
does not belong to us.

He coveted money so badly that he was wil l ing to do
anything for it. This gave Satan an opportunity to work in
his heart. Judas came up with a very evil plan. I t was a plan
that would bring harm upon Jesus, the person who loved
him the most.

Judas Makes a Deal with the Leaders
In Jesus’ time, the chief priests were the leaders of the
people who worked in the temple. These leaders did not
l ike Jesus at all . They were jealous of Jesus because He
could perform many miracles and cast out demons. They
were envious of Jesus because the people l iked Him and
believed that He was a prophet of God. The leaders feared
that they would lose their power and popularity and that
the people would fol low Jesus instead of them. So, they
looked for a chance to have Jesus captured and kil led.
They knew they had to do it in such a way that no one
would notice.

One day, Judas came to see these leaders. The leaders
were surprised by Judas’ visit. What could Judas want?
Wasn’t Judas one of Jesus’ disciples?

“How much money wil l you give me if I hand Jesus
over to you?” Judas asked the leaders.

“We wil l pay you thirty pieces of si lver,” they replied.
In those days, thirty si lver coins was how much it cost

to buy a slave (Ex 21 :32). Judas was happy with the offer,
so he agreed to help capture Jesus. From then on, Judas
began to look for a chance to betray Jesus and turn Him
over to the enemies.

Judas Betrays the Lord
One night, Jesus and all His disciples were eating dinner

together. I t was a special meal cal led the Passover. During
the meal, Judas quietly left the group to see the leaders of
the town. Judas knew that this was his opportunity to
capture Jesus. He went to tel l the leaders that the time had
come. The leaders quickly ordered many soldiers to follow
Judas. In their hands, they carried swords and clubs. Judas
told them, “ I wil l give you a sign. You wil l know which
one is Jesus when I go over and greet Him with a kiss. He
is the One you are to arrest.”

When they arrived at the garden of Gethsemane, they
found Jesus and some of His disciples there. Jesus had
gone there to pray after dinner. Judas went up to the Lord
and said, “Greetings, Master,” then gave Him a kiss.
Immediately, the soldiers arrested and captured Jesus.
When He was taken away into the night by the enemies,
the disciples were so afraid that they ran away. For the
entire night, Jesus was questioned, and later He was
charged with committing a crime and nailed to the cross.
We know that Jesus did not do anything wrong. In fact,
He gave Himself up wil l ingly. He did this for a special
reason—to save us! Jesus knew that we could not go to
heaven because of our sins. So, He wil l ingly died on the
cross to make a way for us to go to heaven.

When Judas saw how Jesus had been charged with
death after His arrest, he was extremely sorry for what he
had done. He had betrayed his Master, his Lord, the One
who loved him the most. He realized that he had
committed an unforgivable sin. He wanted to make things
right again, so he hurried back to the leaders with the
thirty si lver coins.

“ I have sinned. I have sold a man for thirty pieces of
si lver. A man who has done no wrong,” Judas cried.

The leaders did not care.
“That is your responsibi l ity. You take care of it

yourself! ” they said.
They refused to take back the money. Judas knew it

was too late. He had sold his Lord because of his greed for
money. He took the thirty pieces of si lver and threw them
onto the floor of the temple. He then ran out and hung
himself. In the end, Judas’ covetousness not only hurt
Jesus, but it hurt him as well . For this reason, God does
not want us to covet. Instead, He wants us to learn to be
happy with all that we have.
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MEMORY VERSE PRACTICE

Please reinforce the memory verse every week.
You can practice the memory verse with your students anytime during class.

“You shall not covet.” (Exodus 20:1 7a)
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What happened to Judas was very tragic. He did not guard
his heart from the love of money. He allowed his greed to
grow unti l he committed a great evil . Eventually, he lost
both his l ife and salvation. Of course, none of us betrayed
the Lord like Judas did. But perhaps we have similar
weaknesses as Judas. He wanted things that did not
belong to him. Do we want more and more of things, even
though we already have plenty?

For Teachers: Pass out a paper bag and packing peanuts to
each student. You may wish to substitute the packing
peanuts with cotton balls, socks, ping-pong balls, etc.

I wil l read aloud a few scenarios. I f you think that you
would do as the character in the scenario would, take a
handful of peanuts and put them into the paper bag.

Scenarios

1 . Your best friend has forgotten to take her toy home.
I t is a toy you have wanted for a long time. You
decide to keep it and play with it for a while. You wil l
return it to her when she asks for it.

2 . An advertisement on TV shows a game that all of
your friends at school have been talking about. You
beg your parents to buy it for you.

3 . Mom and Dad give you $1 a week for allowance.
Your older sibl ing gets $5. You think it’s unfair, so
you ask Mom and Dad to give you $5, too.

4. Dad just bought a watch for your sibl ing. You don’t
have a watch of your own. You complain to him that
it is unfair and that you want one, too.

5. You have a whole row of dolls/toys that you have
collected sitting on your bedroom shelf. However,
you pass by the toy store and see the latest doll/toy
on display. Even though you already have so many
dolls/toys, you sti l l want the newest one badly.

Now, take a look at your paper bag. How does it look? Is
it empty or is it almost overflowing? All the examples we
have just heard are about coveting and being greedy. The
paper bag is l ike our heart. When we covet, our heart is
fi l led with greed and desire.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

It is a sin to covet.

Why is it a sin for us to covet? Why is it wrong for us to
desire for more things? The Bible refers to covetousness as
“ idolatry” (Col 3 :5). As we have discussed earl ier in this
quarter, worshipping idols means to set our minds on
things that distract us from God. When we want
something so badly, not only can our desires lead us to sin,
but they can also distract us from God. Take one of the
earl ier scenarios as an example. Your best friend has
forgotten to take her toy home. I t is a toy you have
wanted for a long time. You decide to keep it and play
with it for a while. You wil l return it to her when she asks
for it. While wanting something is not always wrong, we
must be careful not to set our minds on our desires. What
happens when we do? In this case, you decided to keep
your friend’s toy without her permission. Even though you
plan on giving it back, this is sti l l an act of stealing in God’s
eyes. From this example, we can learn that when our
desires become too strong, they can lead us to disobey
God. How do we know when our desires have become too
strong? It is when we choose to pursue after them rather

than obeying God. In this particular example, it is not
wrong for you to want a toy that your friend has.
However, by keeping your friend’s toy while knowing that
it is a sin to keep your friend’s toy in secret, you have
allowed your desires to distract you from the word of God.

Luke 1 2:1 5 says, “Take heed and beware of covetousness,
for one’s l ife does not consist in the abundance of the
things he possesses.” Today, we live in a world of material
abundance. We all want to live a better l ife with all the
latest and greatest things, whether it be clothes, cars, or
electronics. We hate to be bored and not have the things
we want. However, the Bible teaches us that our material
wealth has nothing to do with how good our l ives can be.
What does that mean? Clearly, there are two kinds of
“ riches” here. One is a measure of how much we have in
this world, and the other is a measure of how much we
have in the eyes of God. One requires us to pursue after
the physical things we want, and the other requires us to
lay up treasures in heaven and be pleasing to God!
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Students, which one sounds more important to you?
[Pause for students to think. ] Again, to covet is a sin in
God’s eyes. That is to say, our worldly desires cannot help
us enter the heavenly kingdom. We should not set our

minds on such temporary things. Rather, we should set our
minds on the truth of the God, since we already know that
God wil l always provide for those who love and obey His
commandments.

Guard our hearts from greed and covetousness.

As we just discussed, our desires can lead us to sin against
God. So, how can we avoid greed and covetousness from
growing within us? Let’s look at what the Bible teaches us.
Jeremiah 1 7:9 says, “The heart is deceitful above all things,
and desperately wicked; who can know it?” All sins begin
from our heart. I t is our inner feel ings that make us want
to sin. Why did Judas betray Jesus? It was because of the
love of money in his heart. Being a disciple of Jesus, he
should have known that money is the root of all evi l and
that he shouldn’t have been greedy for it. However, he did
nothing to prevent his love for money from growing in his
heart. He only regretted his actions after he had
committed a huge sin. Today, we must guard our hearts
from greed and covetousness. Yes, it is very natural for us
to have desires for things that we don’t have. However, if
we do nothing to control them, our desires can also lead us
to commit serious sins. As you have probably experienced
before, desires don’t just grow, they also increase in

number. When they grow strong enough, they can easi ly
rule our heart and defy our body, which is the temple of
God.

Today, God has sent His Spirit to l ive in our hearts and
guide us in the truth. When we are fi l led with the Holy
Spirit, we wil l natural ly want to pursue after a more godly
l ife rather than other worldly desires. And when we have
less of these worldly desires, we wil l also naturally have
less greed in our hearts. I t is very important for us to
always pray for the ful lness of the Holy Spirit, our Helper
and Counselor. We live in a world where temptations are
all around us, and it can be very difficult for us to resist
them. Our power alone wil l not be enough for us to guard
our hearts from greed and covetousness. Only with the
power of the Holy Spirit we wil l be able to fi l l our hearts
with joy and contentment.

Have a content and thankful heart.

I t is so easy for us to want newer, bigger, and better
things, especial ly when we see that our friends have them.
When we think of what we don’t have or of what others
have, we can easi ly become discontent. We wil l always
desire for more, even though we do not need those things.
The more desires we have, the more we are tempted to sin
against God.

God does not want our hearts to be fi l led with desires for
things we don’t have. God has provided us with what we
need most. He has given us food, clothes, a wonderful
home, and a loving family. These are the most important.
They are things that we often overlook and take for
granted. I f you really think about it, we already have a lot.
We tend to compare with people who have more than we
do. In fact, there are many people right now who don’t
even know when their next meal is, what it feels l ike to
have a family or to go to school, or whether or not they
wil l l ive to the next day. Compared to them, we are very
blessed. Let’s not be deceived by the world around us. We
should always remember that God knows our needs and
that He has given us everything to live a happy life. Don’t
agonize over things that we don’t have, because if we do
that, we wil l never l ive a happy life. We should always be
content and have a thankful heart.

Now that we know we should have a content and thankful
heart, let’s talk about what we can do to achieve one. How
can we prevent greed from fil l ing our hearts? [Write the

following points on the board. ] Next time we find
ourselves getting the “coveting bug,” let’s try doing the
following:

• Think of the things that we already have.
• Thank God for what He has given us.
• Pray and ask God to give us a heart of contentment.
• Think about the people who may not be as blessed

as we are.
• Think of how we can share what we have with

others.

Let me share with you a story of someone who is able to
do all these things.

This was Jenna’s first time visiting her best friend
Yvonne’s house. Yvonne’s family is very wealthy; their
house looks l ike a castle on the outside and a hotel on
the inside. When Jenna first got there, Yvonne took her
on a tour around her house. After seeing everything,
Jenna began to get a strange feeling in her heart. I t felt
l ike a combination of jealousy, bitterness, and
dissatisfaction. She thought to herself, “How nice!
Yvonne’s got her own bedroom, toy room, and her
family has their own swimming pool! My house is so
small compared to her house. Our backyard doesn’t
even have space for a kiddie pool. And I have to share
my bedroom and bathroom with my little sister! I wish I
had a house l ike Yvonne’s! ”
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After that time, Jenna began to think more about how
small her house is. She began to have more and more
complaints. One time, her l ittle sister had to stay up late
at night to study, so she had to keep the light on in their
bedroom when Jenna was already in bed. Jenna got
very mad as she thought to herself how it’d be so much
better if she didn’t have to share a room, and she took
her anger out on her l ittle sister, saying, “Our house is
too small . We have to share the same bedroom. Don’t
you know that I ’m trying to sleep and shouldn’t you be
more considerate? I wish we had a much bigger house.
Now turn off the l ights! ”

But soon after this had happened, Jenna went to church
one Saturday and she learned about the tenth
commandment. In that class, she realized that she didn’t
have a content and thankful heart. She was very
ashamed that, al l this time, she didn’t realize how much
she already had from God and that she had compared
her l ife with Yvonne’s. From then on, Jenna was
determined to offer a prayer of thanksgiving every day
to God. She wanted to stay away from greed and
covetousness. Below is a prayer she said one night:

“Dear God, thank You for everything that You have
given me: my loving family, a local church, friends, food
to eat, a beautiful home, a school to go to, and so on.
These are all things that I didn’t even have to ask for,
because You blessed me with them. You really love me.
For that, thank You very much! Lord, please help me
always be content with what I have. There are so many
people in this world who don’t have half of what I have.
Many people in third world countries suffer from
hunger every day, and many of them don’t even have
shelter. On the way to school, I always see homeless
people on the streets, too. They are also very poor and
needy. Compared to them, I am really, real ly blessed. I
should be helping others. God, please give me a content
heart so that I won’t be greedy and reluctant to help
others. Please make me a channel of blessings for others
as I have been blessed with so much. Thank You again.
May all the glory be unto Your name. Amen! ”

Reflection Questions

She also
began to offer a prayer of thanksgiving every day so
that she could stay away from greed and covetousness.

Students, to covet is a serious sin in God’s eyes. The more
love we have for things in this world, the further away we
are from God’s presence. The Bible says, “He who loves
his l ife wil l lose it, and he who hates his l ife in this world
wil l keep it for eternal l ife” (Jn 1 2:25). Again, things in this
world are temporary. There’s nothing we can bring with us
when we leave this world. Therefore, we should choose to
pursue after the truth of God in this l ife, always obeying
His commandments and doing good. That way, we wil l lay
up treasures in heaven, which are eternal. Students, do we
lay up treasures in heaven with our good deeds?

Understanding What You Have Learned
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BEFORE YOU TEACH

Satan
Satan was original ly one of the principalities of God. But because of his
pride, he rebelled against God and lost his heavenly status. Ever since, he
has tried to hinder God’s work but he is l imited by God’s power and can
only do what he is permitted (Lk 22:31 ; 1 Tim 1 :1 -20; 2 Tim 2:23-26).
He is sti l l accountable to God.

The Land of Uz
The exact location of the land of Uz is uncertain. I t had plenty of
pastures and crops and was near a desert (Job 1 :1 9).

I t had to be close enough to the Sabeans and Chaldeans for Job’s
land to be raided. The Sabeans were from Southwest Arabia while the
Chaldeans were from the region north of the Persian Gulf. Most scholars
believe that Uz was located near Canaan.

Book of Job in the Ketuvim
The Jews considered the Book of Job to be a wisdom book and would
group it in the Ketuvim, known as “writings,” as a poetic book along
with Psalms and Proverbs.

Job was from the East, where the people were renowned for their
wisdom and dialogue. As we discover through bibl ical accounts, Job and
his friends were learned people.

At this elementary level, it is best to avoid personal opinions about
Job’s situation and stick to simple teachings for the students: Job was
deemed blameless and upright before God, but God allowed him to
suffer. His friends offered the wrong advice and simply concluded that
Job had sinned, which led to greater suffering for Job. But despite his
suffering, Job drew nearer and nearer to God.

Facing Our Own Problems
The scale of Job’s suffering is something your students wil l unl ikely be
able to imagine. I t is hard enough for most adults who have never faced
such an ordeal to understand, let alone the young students in your class.

Job felt an intense loneliness after losing all his possessions and
children—something that is just as difficult for adults and teachers al ike
to understand. But today’s lesson aim on the life of Job is not to make
your students feel Job’s pain, but to i l lustrate how he drew closer to God
in the end.

What was the hardest thing you have ever had to do? Or when was
the saddest you have ever felt? What did you do at those times? These
questions may reveal how your students would react in trials at such

a tender age. Instead of asking “why” something has
happened, we should ask ourselves: “What can we do
next?”

At the same time, you can begin to insti l l the notion of
self-examination into your students. Why do people
suffer? Think first if you have committed wrong and
sinned, and repent of these by asking God for forgiveness.

Children won’t ful ly have the discernment to know if
they’ve sinned or not, nor are they incl ined to admit to
their own sins. Whether through journal (one-on-one)
sessions or private conversations, talk with your students
about daily activities and help them point out what is and
isn’t acceptable to God.

There are a wealth of passages that we can insti l l in our
students’ minds for them to remember the next time they
feel l ike they are at a dead end. 1 Corinthians 1 0:1 3
reminds us that God is faithful, and He wil l not let us be
tempted beyond what we can bear. 1 Thessalonians 5:1 6-
1 8 exhorts us to be joyful, to pray, and to give thanks.

Sharing hymns from the church hymn book (e.g. , " I
Must Tell Jesus" and " God Will Take Care of You" ) also
helps reinforce to our students that God lets us go through
difficulties to perfect us. And during this course of training,
He does not abandon us; rather, He gives us passages to
recite and hymns to sing when we feel down.

By building this foundation made up of prayer, Bible
reading and studying, and hymn singing early on, you are
essential ly providing them with street l ights and sign posts
to guide them closer to Jesus when they face challenges or
problems.

Final ly, your students need to understand that they

should not be easi ly satisfied with how close they are to
God. Instead, they should seize every opportunity, both
good and bad, and treat each one as a stepping stone
towards being even closer to Him.

Helping Others Face Their Problems
In Year 3 of the RE E1 curriculum, we hope our students
have become close classmates and brothers and sisters.

Though they have been used to turning to their
parents for comfort, chi ldren in this age group wil l begin
to learn that the value of friendship with their brothers and
sisters l ies not only in playing and having fun but also in
having another pair of ears to l isten, another set of l ips to
read the Bible together, and another pair of knees to pray
with. This early level of spiritual companionship wil l go a
long way in guiding them to help one another in the
future.

At the same time, they should also learn from the
misguidance of Job’s friends, who were close and wise
friends but offered the wrong advice because they could
not put themselves in Job’s shoes.

“ Judge” is a term your students may not ful ly
understand but probably do on a daily basis. Before
jumping to the conclusion that someone is a good or bad
person and that they are suffering because of this or that,
ask your students to put themselves in the person’s shoes,
to think about what this person is going through, and,
most importantly, to remember not to let their own
opinions turn into whisperings and gossip that could turn
brothers and sisters against one another.

1 1 0
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Job Was Righteous and God-fearing
Today, we wil l be learning about a man who obeyed and
feared God and did what was right. His name was Job, and
he lived in a land in the East called Uz. Job was a very
good man; God even called him “ righteous” [recite with
students] , which meant that He thought Job always did
what was right and pleasing to Him.

Job would wake up early in the morning and make
offerings to God in case his chi ldren had done something
wrong. Does this sound like someone who would obey all
of God’s commands? (Yes. ) Because of this, God blessed
Job greatly, giving him seven sons and three daughters.
How many is that altogether? (Ten. )

God also gave Job a large number of animals: seven
thousand sheep, three thousand camels, five hundred
oxen, and five hundred donkeys. That’s ten thousand
animals!

Now, do you think Job could have taken care of all of
these animals by himself, running around after al l of them?
(Of course not! ) That means Job must have had many
servants, too. In fact, he was one of the richest men in the
land.

Satan Asks to Tempt Job
One day, God was with all His angels when Satan came
among them. God asked Satan, “ From where do you
come?” Satan answered, “ From going all over the earth.”

God said, “Have you seen My servant Job? There is
none like him. He fears God and turns away from evil .”

But Satan was not impressed by these words and
replied, “ Job only trusts You because You have protected
him, made him rich, and made sure that everything he
does goes well . I f things were to go badly for him, he
would surely curse You! ”

But God was sure that Job was a righteous person and
would not curse Him, so God gave Satan permission to
destroy everything Job had. However, God warned Satan
that he was not allowed to harm Job.

Satan Takes Away Job’s Children and Possessions
One day, al l of Job’s chi ldren were eating at their oldest
brother’s house. Job and his wife were not with their
chi ldren but resting at their own home, when suddenly a
messenger came rushing to Job. He had terrible news to

give to his master.
The servant reported, “The oxen and donkeys were

attacked by the Sabeans and carried off while they were in
the fields. The Sabeans also kil led all the servants, and I
alone escaped to tel l you! ”

While this servant was speaking, another messenger
came running in, gasping for air. He said in a hurry, “The
fire of God fel l from heaven and burned up the sheep and
the servants who were tending them, and I alone escaped
to tel l you! ”

Barely after he spoke, another servant came rushing in
and said, “The Chaldeans formed three groups and took
all your camels and also kil led the servants there, and I
alone escaped to tel l you! ”

Job did not even have time to think about what had
happened to his animals before another messenger ran
into his house.

This fourth servant had the most tragic news to tel l .
He said to Job, “While your children were eating and

drinking at their oldest brother’s house, a big wind
suddenly came and shook the house. The walls and roof
caved in and collapsed, ki l l ing everyone inside, and I alone
escaped to tel l you! ”

When Job heard all the news, he was so anguished
that he tore his clothes and shaved his head. Even though
he had lost al l of his possessions in one day and felt very
sorrowful, he prayed to God and said, “Naked I came
from my mother’s womb, and naked shall I return there.
The LORD gave, and the LORD has taken away; blessed be
the name of the LORD” (Job 1 : 21 ).

In al l of this and no matter how sad he was, Job did
not sin nor blame God for what had happened.

Satan Strikes Job with Painful Sores
Satan again came before God.

God told Satan how faithful Job was even though he
had lost al l of his belongings and children. But Satan had
something to say about that. Satan challenged God
saying, “He only worships You because he was not hurt. I f
he became sick, I am sure he would curse You.” Again,
God had great confidence in Job and allowed Satan to test
His servant. But God ordered Satan not to kil l h im.

So Satan struck Job and made him very sick, thinking
that this would make Job hate God. He infl icted Job with
painful sores all over his body. Sores are l ike painful boils
and cuts on the skin that won’t go away. When people get
sores, they may get one or two on one small part of their
body, but Job had sores from his head to his toe. They
were so painful that he had to use a piece of a broken pot
to scratch them.

When Job’s wife saw how much pain he was in, she
told him to curse God and die. But Job answered, “You are
talking like a foolish woman. Why should we accept good
things from God and not the bad?”

Suggested Activity: Prepare four envelopes with the
messages from Job 1 :1 4-1 9. Give four messengers
(students) one envelope each and ask them to deliver
the news to Job (the teacher). Tel l the students to
quickly fol low one after another, indicating the
swiftness of the subsequent tragedy Job experienced
by Satan. After the reporting, recap all the bad things
that just happened to Job.

Job’s Friends Come to Visit
The news of what had happened to Job spread through all
the land. When Job’s friends heard about it, they came to
visit and comfort him.

When they arrived at Job’s house, they could barely
recognize him. He was covered in sores. Some had dried
up while others were broken and showed his flesh. The
friends felt very sad for Job and cried for him. They sat
with him for seven days and nights without saying a single
word to Job, just sitting there in si lence because they saw
how pitiful Job was.

After seven days had passed, Job’s friends began to
speak up. They took turns talking to Job and trying to
figure out why all these bad things had happened to him.
They concluded that Job must have sinned to deserve all
this suffering.

Students, have you learned of any wrongdoing from
Job so far in this story? (No, God even said that Job was
blameless. )

Job’s friends thought that they knew God well and that
God, because He was righteous, would only bless good
people. They assumed that if something bad happened to
anyone, it was because that person did something wrong.
But Job could not think of anything he did wrong. He
began to think that it would have been better if he hadn’t
been born so that he would not have to go through so
much pain.

Job’s friends only understood suffering in terms of
wrongdoing and insisted that Job was being too proud to
admit his sins. Even though they thought they were being
good friends by trying to help Job, they were actually
judging him and causing Job more pain. They did not think
about putting themselves in Job’s shoes.

God Finally Speaks to Job
After Job’s friends finished taking turns analyzing his
suffering, God final ly spoke up, and He did not l ike what
He was hearing from them.

God appeared in a whirlwind and reminded Job of His
wisdom and mighty power in all that He had created. God
spoke of His goodness and complete power over evil . He
also rebuked Job’s friends because they were not saying
what was right about God or about Job. God was not
punishing Job because he had sinned.

As God spoke, everyone kept si lent because they knew
that God had power over everything.

Job felt encouraged after God spoke to Him and
showed him His greatness. Job final ly understood that in
al l of his suffering, he was able to come so much closer to
God. Job felt l ike he could now see God and knew that
God was always with him and that He had His plans.

Job then prayed to God and asked for forgiveness in
complaining about his misfortunes. He also prayed for his
friends.

Because Job did not give up on God or lose faith
throughout his suffering, this major turning point in his l ife
drew him even closer to God and brought him greater
blessings than ever before.

I sn’t this wonderful, chi ldren? God must have been so
happy and pleased with His servant Job! God gave him
twice as many animals as he had before. Job had seven
more sons and three more daughters. God even gave him
another hundred and forty years to l ive so that he could
see his great-grandchildren. God truly blessed Job for
being faithful and righteous.

Now that we have finished learning about the Ten
Commandments and about righteous Job, let us also put
these teachings into practice and obey God and His
commandments as Job did.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION

From the previous lessons, we learned that God is
righteous and just. He blesses those who obey His
commandments and punishes those who do not. This
sounds almost l ike a straightforward equation. While this is
very true, we learned today that l ife is a process where
both good and bad people wil l meet suffering and hard
times. Job was a perfect example. He was a righteous and
God-fearing man—even God Himself thought so. And
indeed, Job’s l ife was fi l led with God’s blessings. Not only
was he one of the wealthiest men in the area with his
many servants and animals, he also had many children.
Everything in his l ife seemed to fall into the equation
perfectly. However, Job later encountered something that
none of us here could possibly imagine—he lost almost
everything he had, and what’s worse, al l of his chi ldren
were all ki l led in one instant. And this wasn’t al l of it yet.
What happened to him later? [Let students answer. ] He
got painful sores all over his body!

Many people believe the saying that “good things happen
to good people and bad things happen to bad people.”
However, everyone wil l encounter sadness and difficulties
in l ife, even good people such as Job! But there is one
difference among those who encounter difficulties. That is,
God wil l stand behind those who don’t lose faith in Him in
times of sadness and trials. He is always there to make sure
that those who trust in Him are not in any way harmed.
Remember what God said to Satan after al lowing Job to
suffer? [Let students answer. ] He said to Satan, “Only do
not lay a hand on his person.” God allowed Satan to
attack those in Job’s l ife, but not Job himself. Today, if we
obey the commandments of God, even though we wil l
experience sadness or difficulties, God wil l take care of us.
He wil l never let us suffer more than we can bear (1 Cor
1 0:1 3). The Bible also says, “But may the God of all grace,
who called us to His eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after you
have suffered a while, perfect, establish, strengthen, and
settle you” (1 Pet 5:1 0). This is God’s promise for those
who follow Him.

Now, the next question many people ask is: why does God
allow good people to suffer in the first place? Why can’t
He only make bad people suffer? Does God sti l l love us

when He makes us suffer? [Pause for students to think
about these questions. ] Absolutely, God always loves us!
In fact, it is because God loves us that He allows us to
suffer. How does that work? Let’s look at Job’s l ife again.
At the end, after al l the horrible things had passed, what
happened to Job’s faith? [Let students answer. ] Job had an
even better faith! How so? Through all the things that
happened to him, he got to experience God even closer, in
a way that he had never experienced Him before. Imagine
if Job’s l ife had been smooth and peaceful, do you think
that he would be able to draw closer to God constantly?
Probably not. In fact, many people fai l to remain close to
God in times of happiness and peace. They enjoy their
l ives so much that they forget about God. But God doesn’t
want this to happen to us. He allows us to be sad
sometimes because He wants us to remember Him. God
wants us to experience Him like Job did so that our faith
can grow stronger in Him.

Take a minute to think about the times when you
experienced God in your l ife. When was the last time you
prayed to Him for help and He answered your prayers?
When was the last time He helped your family? When was
the last time you heard a testimony that really made you
think that God is wonderful? [Give your students a couple
minutes to think, and then have some of them share their
experiences if time allows. ] Students, these are your
experiences with God! They are precious. Without them, it
would be very difficult for us to truly experience God’s
love and care for us. When God sees that we are not
happy, it is not that He doesn’t care. In fact, He feels sad,
too! But God is letting these things happen to us so that
we can be stronger in our faith later on. The Bible says
that our faith is l ike gold, but more precious than gold.
When God allows us to encounter something sad and
difficult, it is as if He is refining a piece of gold in a fire.
When He takes the gold out of the fire, its impurities are
gone. Our faith is not perfect; we have doubts here and
there. But once we are tested, l ike Job was, we become
better. God is our heavenly Father, and He only wants the
best for us. This is why He allows bad things to happen to
us and to good people l ike Job.
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Let me share a testimony with you.

Everyone knows that Diana is very smart. Ever since she
was young, she always got good grades at school. She
also studied at a prestigious top-tier university. After she
graduated, she was very sure that she would be able to
get a job easi ly. However, weeks went by and Diana did
not hear back from any companies that she contacted.
She started to feel anxious because almost all her
friends who graduated around the same time as her had
already found their first job.

Eight months went by and Diana was sti l l looking for a
job. During these eight months, Diana was very sad and
frustrated. She often complained to God that it was not
fair for her to be the last person out of all her friends to
find a job because she had always been the “ smartest”
among them.

One day, Diana was talking to her friend Amy at
church, and she began to vent. She said, “ I can’t
understand why God isn’t helping me right now. We
always learn about how God loves and cares about us,
but He’s not doing anything to show me that right now.
Did I do something wrong? I ’m so frustrated! ” Then,
Amy said to her, “Don’t feel this way. Everything is in
God’s hands. His ways are always perfect. Don’t lose
faith… Pray more, and I ’ l l pray with you! I ’m sure God
has a beautiful plan for you.” After talking to Amy,
Diana felt so much better. As she began to pray more
often, Diana also became more hopeful and positive
about her situation.

About a month later, Diana final ly heard back from a
company. I t was a very famous company that offered
Diana a job. In fact, Diana never thought that this
company would hire her. She applied to this company
only because she had already applied to all the other
ones that she thought would offer her a job. Suddenly,
Diana realized that this was all in God’s plan. At the
beginning, Diana felt very anxious the whole time about

not being able to find a job. But later on, after she had
started praying about the situation, she was able to
experience the peace and hope that came from God.
She also became much closer to God because she
started reading the Bible and praying more. She was
able to humble herself and rely on God. And now,
Diana had final ly found a job. Even though Diana had
gone through many sad moments in the past few
months, Diana thanked God for this time because she
was able to experience Him in a way she had never
before.

Reflection Questions
1 . Why did Diana feel frustrated at first? Diana was very

frustrated because she wasn’t able to find a job, and
she thought that God was not doing anything to help
her. She also felt that way because she couldn’t prove
to other people that she was smart enough to get a job.

2. Why did Diana feel thankful to God at the end? She
felt thankful at the end because she realized that God
had a bigger plan for her this whole time. She got to
experience God and became stronger in faith after
going through much desperation. Ultimately, she also
got a job that she was very happy about.

Today, God wants us to understand that when we meet
problems and struggles, He is behind all of this and that
He has taken care of everything. He doesn’t want us to
get frustrated or complain in times of difficulties. Instead,
the Bible teaches us to “count it al l joy when you fall into
various trials” (Jas 1 :2). God wants us to stay positive and
not lose faith even when we can’t see solutions to our
problems. We need to have faith that God wil l make
everything beautiful in His time. Instead of complaining,
think about the wonderful things that God has done and
believe that He can likewise work miracles in our l ives. Job
understood this and had great faith that God’s ways are
perfect. In the end, not only did he receive more faith and
blessings from God, he also got to experience God even
closer. Let us all learn from the example of Job and never
lose faith in bad times!

Do not judge others or think that we are always in the right.

Apart from Job, there were also some other people in our
lesson today. Do you remember who they were? [Let
students answer. ] Yes, they were Job’s friends. Do you
remember what they said to Job? [Let students answer. ]
They were very sure that Job had done something wrong,
which caused him to get painful sores all over his body. In
fact, Job hadn’t done anything wrong. We just learned
that God allowed him to suffer because He wanted Job to
experience Him and have greater faith.

Today, when we see people going through a difficult time,
or see something bad happen to them, what are we

thinking in our minds? Do we think that they had done
something wrong and that God is punishing them? The
Bible teaches us that we should never judge others. Let’s
turn to a passage in the Bible: Matthew 7:1 -2. [Have
students read it aloud with you. ]

“ Judge not, that you be not judged. For with what
judgment you judge, you wil l be judged; and with the
measure you use, it wil l be measured back to you.”
Imagine if God, our ultimate Judge, were to judge every
mistake that we’ve made in the past. Not one of us would
be good enough to go to heaven, because we’ve all done
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wrong things! But instead of keeping count of our
wrongdoings, God continues to forgive our sins and love
us. Likewise, we shouldn’t judge others, but love and help
them. If we cannot do so, how can we expect God to do
the same to us? Therefore, let us not learn from the
example of Job’s friends. Instead of judging their friend Job
and thinking that he had done something wrong, what
should they have done? [Let students think, and then
share their answers. For example, they should have
showed more love to him, comforted him with kind words,
prayed for him and taken care of him, etc. ]

One of the problems Job’s friends had was that they were
not humble. They thought that they were always right. But
in the end, it turned out that they were wrong. How
embarrassing! The Bible says, “God resists the proud, but
gives grace to the humble” (Jas 4:6). Today, we should
learn to be humble. Oftentimes, we only view things from
our own perspectives and think that we are always right.
However, it is always good to humble ourselves, l isten to
other people, and be more wil l ing to accept others’
opinions. I f Job’s friends had been wil l ing to humble
themselves and listen to Job, and be more understanding
instead of stubborn, they would have been a lot more
helpful around Job during his time of difficulty. Today, God
doesn’t want us to be self-centered and think that we are
always right. When arguments arise, do you always have
to “win”? When your parents tel l you that something you
did was wrong, do you often argue and tel l them that
they’re the ones who are wrong? Let us learn to be more
humble and wil l ing to listen to other people, especial ly to
our parents. People who are humble often learn more
simply because they are wil l ing to hear more. In the same
way, we need to be humble to understand the wisdom of
God. The Bible says, “The humble He guides in justice, and
the humble He teaches His way” (Ps 25:9).

Students, do you want to be someone God loves with His
lovingkindness? Do you want to be someone God is wil l ing
to teach and make better? If your answer is “yes” to both
questions, remember not to be like Job’s friends. We ought
to humble ourselves and not think that we are always
right. That way, we wil l be able to judge less, and love
more!

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A tree bears fruit because it has l ife. In the same way, we can practice
righteousness only if we are connected to the living God and depend on
the power of the Holy Spirit. Just as a good tree would not be fruitless or
bear bad fruit, we wil l be accompanied by good works when we live a
Spirit-fi l led l ife (Mt 7:1 6-20).

Whereas the works of the law seek to carry out the letter of the law
superficial ly, the fruit of the Spirit is an outflow of the righteousness of
God from the heart (Rom 2:29). In this sense, we are freed from the
bondage of the law and mere outward observance. Consequently, we
may live out the spirit of the law by faith in Christ and the power of the
Spirit.

Young students long to have the approval of their parents, their
teachers, and their peers. In their desire to meet others’ expectations,
some students may gradually become adept at going through the
motions of “godly behavior” that are not solidly built on genuine belief
or faith.

As teachers, we should remind students that true spiritual character
should not be founded on external acts of rel igious devotion or charity,
but rather internal attitudes based on bibl ical principles.

I f students seek to be fi l led with the ful lness of the Holy Spirit, doing
good wil l result from the right motivation and wil l be a natural
byproduct that is pleasing to both God and men.

LESSON 12
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Last week, we learned about a person in the Bible who remained blameless and upright, even when he
encountered extreme difficulties. Do you remember who it was? (Job. ) That' s right! What happened to Job? (He
lost al l h is chi ldren and all his possessions in one day; later, he developed sores all over his body. ) Job did not
deserve any of this suffering; Satan was only testing Job' s faith because God told Satan that Job was righteous.
When Job was going through this tremendous suffering, did he sin against God and blame Him for all his
problems? No! Not even once! Throughout all his suffering, Job remained as righteous as before. Even when his
friends were judging him, he sti l l d id not get angry at God and sin. In the end, God blessed Job even more than
before since he didn' t sin against God during his trials. We learned from Job that even in difficult times, we
should sti l l be joyous and remain righteous. Just as Job' s suffering brought him closer to God, our suffering can
bring us closer to God, too.

BIBLE STORY

1 . Love (Genesis 44)

There was a great famine in the land. Boys and girls, can
you imagine how hungry everyone must have been
because they could not find any food eat? Their stomachs
must have been grumbling with hunger.

Because of the famine, l ittle Benjamin and his older
brothers went to see a mighty official who could give them
food. When they were on their way home with the food
they had received, one of the official’s men went after
them and said that one of them had stolen the official’s
si lver cup. Whoever had stolen from the official would be
punished and become a slave. A slave could not go home
and had to do everything his master ordered him to do.
How awful! The brothers were sure that none of them had
taken anything valuable from the official’s house. After
searching through their bags, the si lver cup was found
inside Benjamin’s bag. How could this have happened?
Poor Benjamin!

The group of brothers returned to the official’s house.

The official told the brothers that Benjamin had to stay
behind and be his slave because he had stolen the si lver
cup. Judah, one of the older brothers, loved his father and
brother very much. He knew that if they went home
without Benjamin, his father would be very sad and might
even die because of his great sadness. Even though Judah
had not stolen the cup, he was wil l ing to stay behind and
take the punishment for Benjamin. He was wil l ing to give
up everything so that his l ittle brother could return home
safely. The official was greatly moved by the love Judah
had for Benjamin and did not punish either of them.

Boys and girls, raise your hand if you remember this
story. This story happened in the Old Testament. Benjamin
and his brothers traveled to Egypt to buy food from
Pharaoh’s official, Joseph. Judah showed his love for
Benjamin and for his father Israel (Jacob) by offering to
stay in Egypt and become Joseph’s slave. He would have
given up his l ife, his freedom, and his family for l ittle
Benjamin. Judah’s love for his brother was very touching.

Love is being wil l ing to sacrifice something important
for another person. What are some ways our parents show
us their love? How did Jesus show His love for us? What
are some ways we can show our love to our brothers and
sisters?

2. Joy (Acts 1 6:1 6-34)

Paul and Silas were on their way to church when they met
a slave girl . She worked day and night to make money for
her masters. After several days of seeing her, Paul decided
to help her.

When the slave girl ’s masters found out, they were
angry. They wouldn’t be able to make any more money by
forcing the slave girl to work. The slave masters were so
mad that they took Paul and Silas to the judges. Because
the slave masters l ied and said Paul and Silas had done bad
things, the judges punished the two innocent men by
having them beaten with rods and thrown into jai l . What a
terrible and painful punishment!

Boys and girls, let’s close our eyes and imagine how we
would feel if we were Paul and Silas. Someone lied about
us and we were unfairly punished. Our whole body hurts
because we were beaten. We are now in a cold and dark
place. We don’t know when we wil l be able to get out or
go home. What would we do if we were in their shoes?
What did Paul and Silas do? Did they complain? Did they
cry? Did they give up hope?

About midnight, Paul and Silas were praying and
singing hymns to God. Their cheerful hearts could not be
tied down by their chains. They were so joyful they could
sing. God showed that He was with them by sending an
earthquake. The earthquake opened all the prison doors
and all the chains. Instead of escaping, Paul and Silas
stayed so they could share their joy with the jai ler and his
family. Before the morning came, when they would be
freed from jai l , Paul and Silas preached to the jai ler and his
family, and then baptized them.

This is a story about Paul and Silas that can be found in
the New Testament. Why were they so joyful when others
would have been scared or sad? It was because they
trusted God. Even in the cold and dark prison, they knew
that God was with them and would take care of them.

Joy is being happy from the deepest part of our hearts
and it does not depend on what happens around us. I f
God is with us and we trust in Him, we can feel this joy all
the time. I f we remember that Jesus Christ sacrificed His
l ife so that we could have the hope of salvation, we can be
joyful every day. I f we count all the many ways God has
blessed us, we wil l feel this joy. Raise your hand if you felt
joyful in the last week? What made you joyful? How do
we show we are joyful? How can we help others be joyful?

3. Peace (Gen 26:1 2-30)

When Isaac returned to his birthplace in Gerar, he needed
to find water for his flocks and family. Therefore, he dug
wells. God blessed Isaac, so the people of Gerar were
jealous of him. They fi l led his wells and ordered Isaac to
leave. I saac was a peacemaker, therefore he left quietly
without any argument. He could have argued and
demanded his rights based on his father’s work or he could
have taken revenge, but he didn’t. Later, King Abimelech,
who wanted Isaac to leave, came and made peace with
him, saying, “We saw clearly that the Lord was with you.”
Isaac showed that he was a peacemaker by wil l ingly giving
up something as important as water to make peace.

God’s peace is greater than all the fears in the world
combined. We can receive His peace by making a habit of
praying to Him with thanksgiving. There are many people
in the world who don’t know that they can also have this
wonderful peace in their hearts. Boys and girls, let’s think
about someone we have talked to or seen in the last week
who seemed worried, frustrated, afraid, or maybe just
tired. What are some ways that we can share our peace
with them? How do you think God’s peace can change
their l ives for the better?

4. Longsuffering (Patience) (Lk 1 5:1 1 -24)

" Be patient with all. " (1 Thessalonians 5:1 4b)

A father had two sons. One day, the younger son decided
he wanted to travel to a far off country where he could
enjoy a more interesting and exciting life. He went to his
father and asked for his part of the family money. The
younger son did not think or care about how hard it would
be on his father or older brother. The family would have
less money and would have less help with all the work that
needed to be done. The father loved his younger son very
much, so he gave his younger son his al lotted share of the
inheritance.

A few days later, the younger son left on his
adventure. He went to a country far away from home.
There were many amazing sights to see, expensive things
to buy, and delicious foods to eat. Days turned into
months and months turned into years. When famine came
to the land, the younger son suddenly realized that he had
wasted all of his money on fun and did not even have a
penny for food. He needed to find a way to earn enough
money to buy food, so he decided to work on a farm
feeding pigs. His work gave him a place to stay but no
food to eat. He was starving; even the pigs’ food looked
yummy. Does anyone know what pigs eat? Raise your
hand if you think that you would be wil l ing to eat pig food
if you were very, very hungry. No, most of us wouldn’t be.
The younger son didn’t want to eat it either.

The younger son started thinking of his father and the
wonderful l ife he had before. Even his father’s servants
would have more food than he did, now that he had

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wandered so far from home and wasted all his money. The
younger son decided to go back to his father’s house,
repent before his father, and humbly become one of the
servants.

The father was walking in his fields, looking out toward
the horizon. Every day, he walked, watched, and waited,
hoping his younger son would return. I t didn’t matter that
he had been heartbroken and sad when his younger son
left. I t didn’t matter that l ife was difficult for the family
because they couldn’t count on the money his younger
son had taken. All that mattered was that his son come
back safely. As the father waited, the days had become
months and the months had become years. Time passed
and the father sti l l waited patiently for the younger son he
had lost.

While the father was taking his daily walk, he saw a
figure in the distance. He could not believe his eyes, it was
his younger son! The father saw his son and was fi l led with
compassion. He ran as fast as he could towards him, and
then hugged and kissed him. While his younger son was
sti l l repenting, he was already making plans for a big feast
to celebrate his younger son’s return. New clothes, new
shoes, a new ring, and the best meat were brought out to
show how happy he was to have found his younger son
again. All his tears, his prayers, and his patient waiting had
final ly paid off. His lost son was home again.

This was a parable Jesus told about a father and his
wasteful son. What helped the father wait so patiently
even though he had been deeply hurt? It was his deep
love and concern for his son. Although the father did not
know when his son would come back or if his son would
ever return, he was wil l ing to hope, pray, and spend as
much time as was needed.

Longsuffering is waiting patiently even if we need to
suffer for a long time. God is patient with us when we
make mistakes, and He forgives us whenever we sincerely
repent from the heart. Boys and girls, what is something
we would be wil l ing to wait patiently for? What makes it
hard for us to be patient? Can we think of anyone you
know who is very patient? What can we learn from them?

5. Kindness (Lk 1 0:30-37)

A man was traveling from one city to another when he
was attacked and robbed. The robbers took his clothing
and his belongings, and beat him so that he could not
chase after them. He lay by the side of the road, bleeding
and unable to move. A priest walked down the same road.
When he saw the wounded traveler, he crossed to the
other side of the road. He didn’t know if the man was

dead or alive, but he wanted to stay as far away as
possible. Some time later, a Levite walked down the same
road. He saw the wounded traveler, but he also crossed to
the other side of the road and quickly walked away.

A Samaritan was the next person who came along. He
was not as rich, educated, or well-respected as the first
two people who walked by, but he had a kind heart. He
saw the wounded traveler and had compassion on him.
The Samaritan rushed to his side, knelt by him, and
cleaned and bandaged the traveler’s wounds. The
Samaritan then put the traveler on his donkey so that he
could be taken to an inn. After taking care of him for the
night, the Samaritan left money and instructions with the
inn keeper before he left the next day. The Samaritan
asked the inn keeper to take care of the wounded traveler
and offered to pay for anything else that needed to be
done for him. Of the three people who passed by, the
Samaritan was the only one who showed mercy to the
wounded traveler.

Jesus told this parable about a good Samaritan. This
Samaritan did not have rel igious training like the priest and
the Levite who first walked by, and he was not even liked
by Jews because of his mixed ethnic background, but he
was the only one that was wil l ing to help the wounded
stranger. I t doesn’t take someone with special ski l ls or
training to be kind. A wil l ing heart and wil l ing hands are
what it takes to make a difference in someone’s l ife.

Kindness is being merciful and proactive in helping
different types of people. Someone with a kind heart
doesn’t need to be told or forced to help; he or she
naturally looks for ways to help. How has someone shown
kindness to you in the last week? It’s usually easier for us
to be kind to people we know and like. Why should we be
kind to people we don’t know or might not even really
l ike?

6. Goodness (Acts 9:36-42)

Dorcas loved to help those in need. She would prepare
food for the poor, take care of the sick, sew clothing for
widows, and tel l stories about God to the orphans. She
always thought about others and put their needs before
hers.

One day, she became il l , and soon after, she passed
away. Everyone who knew her and loved her was shocked
and saddened. How could someone so generous and good
be gone? The believers prepared her body and laid it in an
upper room. They decided to send two disciples to find a
worker of God that was staying in a nearby town, hoping
that God would perform a miracle.

The worker of God came back with the two disciples

“And be kind to one another,
tenderhearted, forgiving one another,
even as God in Christ forgave you. "

(Ephesians 4:32)

“Let them do good, that they be rich in
good works, ready to give, willing to share. ”

(1 Timothy 6:1 8)
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and went to the upper room. The widows were gathered
around Dorcas, tears fal l ing down their cheeks. They
showed the worker of God the clothing that Dorcas had
made for them and their famil ies when she was alive.

The worker of God asked everyone to leave the room.
Then, he knelt down, prayed, and told Dorcas to get up.
Slowly, her eyes opened and she sat up. The worker of
God helped her stand up and walk out of the room. All the
believers were thankful and joyful, praising God for
bringing back a sister who had done so much good for
them and who would continue to serve them. Because of
this miracle, many in the city came to believe in God.

This story happened in the city of Joppa. Dorcas, also
known as Tabitha, was a sister who was rich in good
works. She made the most of her time by helping those
around her. When she died, the believers asked Peter to
come and help. Her good works moved God to return her
to l ife so that more people could come to believe.

Goodness is doing what is right before God and serving
those around us with love. As human beings, we tend to
be selfish, thinking first about what makes us happy.
Dorcas was happy when she made others feel comfortable.
Even though she may not have had much on earth, al l the
good she did for others worked to store up treasures in
heaven. What are some good deeds that we can do on our
own at church, at home, or at school? What are some
good deeds that we can do with our brothers and sisters?
Can we do good deeds with the wrong motivation? What
happens if we don’t have any good deeds stored up?

7. Faithfulness (Dan 6)

Daniel was an excellent worker. He was honest,
hardworking, intel l igent, and faithful. He believed in God
and set a Christian example with his words and actions. He
did such a good job that his king put him in charge of
other leaders. The leaders were jealous of Daniel and
looked for ways to harm him or trap him. The leaders
convinced the king to sign a decree that would force
everyone to pray only to the chief for one month. Anyone
who disobeyed the decree would be thrown into a den
and devoured by wild animals.

Boys and girls, what do you think Daniel did when he
heard the decree? Did he start praying to God secretly,
where no one could see him? Did he start praying to his
king? Or did he stop praying to anyone?

Even though his l ife was in danger, Daniel was brave
and faithful to God. He went home and did what he did
every day. Three times a day, he knelt down by a window
where he prayed and gave thanks to God.

The leaders went and told the king that Daniel had
disobeyed the decree. Although the king didn’t want to
punish Daniel because he was a good and faithful worker,
the king could not go against his own decree. Daniel was
taken and thrown into a den with l ions. In the morning,
the king went to check if Daniel was sti l l al ive. What do
you think the chief found? Had the lions eaten him up?

Daniel came out of the den safe and sound. God had
sent an angel to protect him from the lions because he
was innocent and had stayed faithful to God. The evil
leaders that had tried to trap Daniel were thrown into the
den and eaten by the lions.

Boys and girls, raise your hand if you remember this
story about Daniel in the Old Testament. He was faithful
to God because he continued to pray three times a day
even though he knew that he would be punished for it.
God saw how much Daniel was wil l ing to risk for his faith
and sent an angel to close the mouths of the l ions so that
they couldn’t harm him.

Faithfulness is being trustworthy and loyal even when
it is very difficult or even when we may be the only ones
doing what is right. How wil l God bless us if we are
faithful? What wil l happen if we are not faithful? Can
anyone share two or three things we should be faithful
with at church, at home, or at school?

8. Gentleness (Mt 26:36-67; Mt 27:1 4)

Jesus was a gentle person. He could have called for twelve
legions of angels to rescue Him, but He wil l ingly al lowed
the soldiers to capture Him (Mt 26:52-53). Then they spat
in His face and beat Him, while others struck Him with
their hands. While this was happening, Jesus didn’t seek
revenge. When He was being accused by the priests and
elders, He did not answer to even a single charge (Mt
27:1 4). Jesus is indeed a loving and gentle person. He
gave Himself up for all mankind. In gentleness, He spoke
words of forgiveness for those who had crucified Him.

Gentleness is being thoughtful and kind. I t can be seen
in the way we do things or even in the way we say things.
Being gentle is being soft, warm, friendly, and helpful
without expecting anything in return. How do we feel
when someone treats us with gentleness? When our
parents ask us to do a boring chore or to help with
something we don’t really enjoy, how can we respond in a
gentle way? When someone treats us rudely or roughly,
how would gentleness improve the situation?

“Well done, good and faithful servant; you were
faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over

many things. Enter into the joy of your lord. ”

(Matthew 25:21 )

“Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me,
for I am gentle and lowly in heart,

and you will find rest for your souls. ”

(Matthew 1 1 :29)
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9. Self-Control (Gen 39)

Joseph went to work for Potiphar. The Lord was with
Joseph, and He blessed Joseph in everything he did. The
house was always kept in order and the fields were fruitful.
Potiphar was very pleased with Joseph’s work and made
him the manager of his house and his business.

Joseph was young and handsome. Potiphar’s wife
looked at him and liked him very much. She wanted to
tempt him to do evil by sleeping with her. Boys and girls,
we know that adultery (sleeping with someone that is not
your husband or wife) is against God’s commandments.
Joseph knew that Potiphar trusted him and that God
blessed all his work. Joseph feared God, and he would not
dare to sin against God. He could have anything he
wanted in the house, but he had self-control when it came
to his boss’ own wife. Potiphar’s wife tried to convince him
to sin day after day, but Joseph would not l isten to her and
did what he could to stay away from her.

One day, Potiphar’s wife trapped Joseph when he was
working alone in the house. She grabbed his coat and told
him to sin with her. Although nobody else was in the
house at that moment and nobody would know, Joseph
knew that God would not be pleased if he l istened to
Potiphar’s wife. He left his coat in her hand and ran
outside. She was furious that he would not stay with her.
Potiphar’s wife called all the workers back into the house
and lied about Joseph. She said that he had tried to take
advantage of her, and that she had shouted for help, but
he escaped. Potiphar’s wife held up Joseph’s coat as proof
of her l ie.

When Potiphar came home, his wife repeated the lie
about Joseph. Potiphar believed what she said and felt
disappointed and very angry with Joseph. He sent poor
Joseph to prison. How unfair, right? Joseph got into
trouble for doing the right thing and not sinning against
God.

Throughout this trial, God stayed by Joseph’s side
because he feared God and had self-control. God had
mercy on him while he was in prison. The prison caretaker
put Joseph in charge of all the prisoners. God continued to
bless Joseph in everything he did, and he eventually
became a prime minister of Egypt, second only to Pharaoh.

This is the story of Joseph when he lived in Egypt with
Potiphar, one of Pharaoh’s officials. God blessed his work
and Joseph had power over everything in Potiphar’s home
and fields. He did not abuse his power and think that he
could do whatever he wanted with his master’s belongings
or family members. He knew when to control his own
needs and wants.

Having self-control means knowing when to say no,

even if something seems fun or interesting, or even if no
one else wil l know. When God blesses us and we have
plenty, it is easy to take advantage of the situation. We
can learn from Joseph’s humil ity and faithfulness, which
helped him to control his thoughts and actions. In your
daily l ife, what is one thing that you find hard to control?
Is it eating sweets, watching TV, playing video games, or
having a bad temper? Having self-control is l ike having a
brake in a car. What happens if we don’t act with self-
control? How does having no self-control affect our loved
ones? How does it affect our relationship with God?

Boys and girls, let’s review—what is the fruit of the Spirit?
The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering,
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-
control. Each one is a step closer to God’s heart. The more
we live by the Spirit, the more we are able to follow in
Jesus’ footsteps, obeying God and sharing the good news
with our friends and family. By working together to bear
the fruit of the Spirit, each believer grows stronger, and
the church can grow more and more to be like our
heavenly home.

“He who is slow to anger is better than the mighty,
and he who rules his spirit than he who takes a city. ”

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Now that we have learned about the fruit of the Holy
Spirit, let us apply them into our daily l ives. Matthew 7:21
says, “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall
enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the wil l of
My Father in heaven.” In other words, not everyone who
claims to be a Christian wil l enter the heavenly kingdom.
Today, we must also bear the fruit of the Holy Spirit in
order to be children of God (Rom 8:1 6).

Cindy is a true follower of God who bears the fruit of the
Holy Spirit. Let me share some of her stories with you.

LOVE
Ally was an immigrant from China. For a while, she had
a hard time looking for a job and lived in very poor
conditions. When she first came to church, she was very
quiet and didn’t want to talk to other members because
she only spoke Mandarin. She didn’t make any friends,
and she had no family members with her at that time.

One Saturday, Cindy saw Ally eating by herself at the
back of the fel lowship hall . This was her first time seeing
Ally. Cindy told her daughter, “Go sit with your friends
and eat, okay? I want to sit down next to a new church
member.” After Cindy’s daughter left, Cindy sat next to
Ally and started talking to her. Ally felt a l ittle shocked
at the beginning, but later she felt very comfortable
talking to Cindy. In their conversation, Cindy found out
more about Ally’s situation and background. She gave
Ally her phone number so that she could call her if she
needed any help.

The next Saturday, Cindy gave Ally a Bible as a gift. She
knew that Ally was so poor that she didn’t have money
to buy herself her own Bible. Ally was very touched. She
didn’t expect to meet someone so loving and caring
when she was only a stranger. Moreover, Cindy knew
that Ally had only brought one piece of luggage with
her when she moved from China, so she also gave Ally
some extra clothes for the winter and some daily
necessities that Ally didn’t have.

As time went by, Cindy and Ally became closer friends.
Cindy often invited Ally to go to her house for dinner
and to join her family for fun activities. Not only did Ally
no longer feel lonely, she felt l ike she had a new family.
Cindy also helped Ally find a job in her brother’s
company. Thinking back, Ally really thanked God for
bringing Cindy into her l ife. Ally could not imagine how
life would have been without the love, care, and
support that Cindy showed her when she first moved
from China.

Now that Ally has a job, a nice home, and her own

family, she never forgets to help those in need around
her, extending the love that Cindy had shown her!

Reflection
The Bible says, “Therefore, whatever you want men to do
to you, do also to them” (Mt 7:1 2a). When we feel lonely,
we want others’ company. When we are in need, we want
others to help. In the same way, when other people need
us, we shouldn’t hesitate but help them with love. “ Freely
you have received, freely give” (Mt 1 0:8b). Ally didn’t ask
Cindy for help, but Cindy offered to help her anyway
because she knew that she had received so much from
God already. Today, we have so much from God that we
didn’t even have to ask for. We should also pray to God,
and tel l ourselves to extend love beyond our immediate
family members. There are many people who need love.

JOY & FAITHFULNESS
When Cindy’s daughter was fifteen, she became il l and
was immediately hospital ized. I t al l happened so
suddenly that Cindy’s family didn’t know how to react.
At that time, Cindy received phone calls every day from
church members, her family, and friends asking about
her daughter’s situation. They all seemed very worried
and were call ing to comfort Cindy. However, instead of
being comforted, Cindy seemed very positive and was
actually the one who comforted her family and friends.
Some people wondered and asked Cindy, “How come
you don’t seem very worried? How’s your daughter?”
Cindy answered, “ Everything is in God’s hands. I know
that God wil l take care of my daughter.” In fact, not
one second went by where Cindy was not thinking
about her daughter. She was concerned about her
health. But as she said, she knew that everything was in
God’s hands. Even though she didn’t understand why
God had allowed her daughter to become il l , she didn’t
lose faith. Whenever she had time every day, she would
pray for her daughter. She had faith that God would
l isten to her prayers and heal her daughter, no matter
what the doctors said.

After a year, Cindy’s daughter had ful ly recovered. Even
though it was a long time, Cindy never lost faith. She
never complained to God but had joy in her heart
knowing that God was watching over her daughter.

Reflection
Many people fai l to see God’s presence in their l ives when
they meet difficulties. But the Bible says, “Count it al l joy
when you fall into various trials” (Jas 1 :2b). Why? Because
we know that even trials are part of God’s plan for us. We
just need to have faith that God Himself wil l restore us
when the right time comes (1 Pet 5:1 0). There is nothing
too difficult for Him.

SPIRITUAL TEACHING & LIFE APPLICATION
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PEACE, LONGSUFFERING, & GENTLENESS
One time, Cindy’s dad wanted to repaint his house by
himself. But Cindy was worried that he would hurt
himself while painting, so she wanted to hire someone
to help him instead. However, Cindy’s dad insisted that
he paint the house himself in order to save money. After
a long conversation, Cindy’s dad began to raise his
voice and became angry. At that time, Cindy realized
that their conversation was leading into an argument.
Even though Cindy felt a l ittle misunderstood, she
decided that she would stop the conversation with her
dad immediately so that the situation wouldn’t get
worse. Cindy said to her dad, “ It’s getting late. Why
don’t we talk about this tomorrow? I ’ l l cal l you. Have a
good night, Dad.” So Cindy left and went home. As
soon as Cindy got home, she went into her room,
locked the door, and started praying. She prayed that
her dad would understand her worries. She also prayed
for God to give her more patience and gentleness so
that she could talk to her dad calmly without having to
raise her voice.

The next day, Cindy called her dad back. With a gentle
voice, she explained to him her worries and listened
patiently to everything that he wanted to say. In the
end, Cindy’s dad final ly agreed that he should hire
someone to paint the house for his own safety. He even
thanked Cindy for the patience and gentleness she
showed throughout their conversation.

Reflection
Right from the beginning, Cindy had been right about
hiring someone to paint the house. She knew that her
father would risk his safety if he painted it himself.
However, Cindy did not keep arguing with her dad when
she realized that he was getting angry. Instead, she
stopped the conversation and went home to pray. She
didn’t want to make the situation worse; she wanted to be
a peacemaker. The Bible says, “A soft answer turns away
wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger” (Prov 1 5:1 ). I f
Cindy also raised her voice and became angry, her dad
would only become more and more angry. But instead,
Cindy used patience and gentleness, instead of anger and
frustration, to talk to her dad. In the end, Cindy and her
dad were able to come to a peaceful agreement.

KINDNESS & GOODNESS
I t was a brisk winter day. Cindy went to get a cup of hot
coffee in the morning before she went to work. Since
the coffee shop was packed and the parking lot was
ful l , she had to park her car somewhere far from it and
walk there. Cindy didn' t want to be late to work, so she
walked very fast. When she had almost reached the
coffee shop, she saw a homeless woman sitting against
a cold concrete wall at the corner of the street by
herself. Even though this woman was wearing a long

sleeve top, she seemed very cold. She was curled up
and her l ips were purple. Cindy thought to herself,
" This homeless woman probably doesn' t have enough
warm clothes. She needs more than what she' s wearing
now for this brutal winter! " Suddenly, Cindy
remembered that she might have an extra winter coat
in the back seat of her car. So she went back to her car
and checked—there it was! Cindy immediately took it
out of her car and walked all the way back towards the
coffee shop. On the way there, she also took the scarf
from around her neck. Final ly, Cindy gave her scarf to
the homeless woman, along with her winter jacket.
When the homeless woman received the scarf and the
jacket, she brightened up. As Cindy went back to her
car, she said a short prayer for this homeless woman
before she started driving to work. She prayed that her
scarf and winter coat would bring warmth to her this
winter.

Reflection
When Cindy saw this homeless woman, there were many
reasons for her not to help her. Firstly, Cindy didn' t know
her. She didn' t have the responsibi l ity to help. Secondly,
she was in a rush to get to work, and she might be late if
she walked all the way back to her car to get her extra
winter coat. Thirdly, she wasn' t even sure if she had her
extra winter coat in her car. But despite all these reasons,
Cindy decided to sacrifice her time to help. She went back
to her car, found the jacket, and went right back to the
homeless woman! Moreover, along with her extra jacket,
Cindy also gave the woman her scarf. She took an extra
step to help. Oftentimes, we also need to make a sacrifice
and take an extra step in order to show kindness and
goodness to those in need. I t might not be our
responsibi l ity to help, but God wants us to go beyond our
duties and love others around us. We, too, can brighten
up people with our kindness and goodness.

SELF-CONTROL
When Cindy was sti l l a teenager, her mom owned a
snack shop and Cindy used to help her mom there
every day when she would go pick up Cindy’s younger
sibl ings from school. Cindy was allowed to pick some
snacks for herself after school from the store. Even
though her mom had warned her not to eat too many
snacks, Cindy didn' t l isten to her. After her mom would
leave, Cindy would indulge in her favorite snacks:
chocolates, potato chips, crackers, etc. After a certain
period of time, “over-snacking” had become a habit for
Cindy. She always felt l ike eating. Sometimes, Cindy
would eat so much that she skipped dinner because she
was ful l from the snacks she had eaten. One day, her
mother found out that Cindy didn' t have any appetite
at dinnertime because of all the snacks she had during
the day. So she explained to Cindy, saying, “Our body
is the temple of God, and it is our responsibi l ity to keep
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it healthy. Right now, you’re eating too many snacks
each day to the point where you want to skip dinner.
When you skip your main meals, you’re not getting
enough nutrients in your body. You’ l l become weak and
get sick easi ly. This is not what God or I want to see. I ’m
sure you don’t want to be unhealthy either, right? You
need some self-control! ”

Cindy understood what her mom said. Ever since then,
whenever Cindy got hungry, she would eat some fruits
instead of the snacks her mom had in her store. Once in
a while, Cindy would pick a snack from the store to eat,

but she always made sure that she wouldn' t eat so
much that she had no room for dinner.

Reflection
While snacking is not wrong, the amount that Cindy ate
directly affected her health. Snacks almost became like an
addiction to her. The Bible certainly doesn’t encourage
addictions because they can take away our focus on the
word of God. In this case, Cindy failed to take good care
of her own body, the temple of God, because of her
overeating problem. Let us exercise self-control so that we
can pursue the truth of God without any distractions!

The fullness of the Holy Spirit helps us bear spiritual fruit in the form of love, joy, peace, longsuffering,

kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.

We bring praise to God and are helpful to our brothers and
sisters when we show that we bear the fruit of the Spirit in
our l ives.

1 . Of the nine, which do you think is the easiest to bear?
Why?

The fruit that may be the easiest to bear is love. There
are people all around us who love us (our parents,
sibl ings, close friends), and it is quite natural to respond
to their love with love.

2. Of the nine, which do you think is the hardest to bear?
Why?

The fruits that may be the hardest to bear are self-
control and patience. We live in a world ful l of
distractions (Internet, video games, toys), distractions
that take away our time for God. The Bible teaches us
to seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness
(Mt 6:33). We must have self-control over these worldly
distractions in order for us to place God first in our l ives.
On the other hand, patience may also be one of the
hardest fruits to bear. We need to have patience and
learn always to submit to God’s wil l and His timing. In
everything, there’s God’s wonderful purpose and divine
plan. Knowing this, we must learn not to complain al l
the time but be patient in waiting for God’s wil l to be
revealed to us.

3. How does prayer help us bear spiritual fruit?

Prayer helps us bear spiritual fruit because it connects us
to the spiritual source of nourishment, the Holy Spirit
itself. When the living water of God cleanses our souls
from impurities, it also strengthens us so that we can
act, think, and feel in God's own likeness.

4. How does reading the Bible help us bear spiritual fruit?

Reading the Bible plants seeds in our hearts so that we
can grow in a way that is pleasing to God. The more we
learn about God's nature and His magnificent plan of
salvation, the more we are motivated to imitate His
different spiritual facets in our daily l ives.

the plate with magazine cutouts or color printouts of different fruits.
4. After completing one plate, the group can move on to the next plate.
5. When all the words have been unscrambled and glued, the class wil l work together to place the fruit in the right

order. For an added level of difficulty, ask the students to put the fruit in order without talking.
