The
moment the thought comes into her mind, she feels a
pang in her heart. The Holy Spirit is reminding her not to
sin, and at that moment, Amanda knows what she has to
do. After catching up to the student who had dropped
the money, she taps him on the shoulder and says, “You
dropped this!”

Before receiving the Holy Spirit, Paul had a difficult time
understanding what he was reading in the Bible. He
could read all the words, but nothing would make any
sense.

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Testimony: Be Transformed by the Holy Spirit

There was a young sister named Jennifer who was always very angry and
impatient with her grandmother. No matter what her grandmother did, it
would always annoy Jennifer to the point that she would just ignore her. It
was impossible for the two of them to get along!

One day at church, there was a special prayer session, and Jennifer was encouraged to go up to the front
to pray with all of the other RE students. She really wanted to receive
the Holy Spirit because all of her friends had already received it. Her
heart was determined to pray to God until she received it. As she knelt
down to pray, she asked God to give her the Holy Spirit. It was at this
time that God made her think about all the things that she did wrong:
how she talked back and disrespected her grandmother. In the prayer,
Jennifer was shocked by all the sins that she had committed. She shed
many tears of repentance and asked God to help her overcome her
impatience and anger. As she prayed and prayed, she suddenly felt
that God had lifted the burden from her heart and replaced it with warmth. Her tears of sadness became
tears of joy as she realized that God had helped her. When the prayer ended, the pastor told her that she
had received the Holy Spirit. Jennifer was so joyful when she heard the news!

When she got home later that night, Jennifer was so joyful that she couldn’t sleep. She began to think
about the great gift that God had given her and how she would repay Him. It was at this time that she
realized she needed to change her behavior towards her grandmother. God had already forgiven her sins
and now it was time for her to repay that love.

In the following months, the relationship between Jennifer and her grandmother
slowly improved. Jennifer was able to be more patient when talking to her
grandmother.
