B. Receiving the Holy Spirit

The path to receiving the Holy Spirit has not changed since the time of the apostolic church. We must:
believe in God and His word; repent of our sins; be baptized for the remission of sins; and pray earnestly
and persistently to God to fill us with His Spirit. It is also important to examine ourselves and see if there
is anything blocking His Spirit from entering us.

C. Filling Ourselves with the Holy Spirit

Receiving the Holy Spirit does not guarantee that we will be filled by the Spirit (1 Cor 3:1-3). Pursuing
the fullness of the Spirit means submitting to His guidance, allowing God to rule in us, and living a life

that is pleasing to Him. It is a life-long process and a constant transformation of our lives, like a never-
ending river of living water (Jn 7:37-38).
