• God knows everything, even what is in 
our hearts; God doesn’t want us to 
hurt anyone 

• To ask God to help us when we 
become angry by praying and talking 
to our parents; to share things with 
our brothers and sisters both at home 
and in Christ 

• Noah obeyed God and built 
the ark; God will destroy those 
who sin and protect those who 
obey 

• To ask God to help us trust in 
His words and follow His 
commands; to give thanks for 
all of God’s protection 

• Abram let Lot choose first; God 
blessed Abram 

• To not fight with our family or 
friends; to let others choose first 
and learn to share
